Visibility requirements

This document contains guidelines detailing the visibility requirements connected with the Council of Europe “Cultural Event” Label (CECEL). Projects and events awarded this label, the coordinators responsible are held to consult these guidelines with regard to the use of the CECEL logo, as well as the reproduction of the programme description (Appendix I), its key message (Appendix II), and the official link to the Council of Europe website for the CECEL: www.coe.int/culturalevents.
The visibility guidelines are laid out as follows:

1. General requirements for the use of the CECEL Logo

2. Print

3. Websites

4. Events

5. Audiovisual material

6. Promotional items

For each category, the requirements are classed into essential elements of visibility, which have to be implemented, and optional elements, which should be implemented wherever possible.

1. General requirements for the use of the CECEL Logo (applicable to all media)

· Always has to be reproduced in its original shape, colours and font.

· Has to be displayed in its entirety, without additions or alterations made to it

· Other logos should be displayed separately.
· When displayed with other logos, the CoE logo has to be of equal size and prominence

2. Print

This includes all printed materials produced for the purpose of and in relation with the CECEL event/project:

· Programmes, brochures and catalogues

· Flyers, postcards and leaflets

· Posters
· Reports

· Newsletters

· Press releases

· Stationery
2.1. CECEL logo (essential)

· Has to be prominently displayed on all materials produced in the scope of the supported project, in accordance with general requirements for the use of the CECEL Logo

2.2. Programme information and key message (essential)


· Documents such as programmes, catalogues, brochures and reports have to include the CECEL programme information and key message in an appropriate acknowledgement (or similar) section.

· These documents should further contain a legal note, such as "The content of this publication is the sole responsibility of <name of the author/contractor/implementing partner> and can in no way be taken to reflect the views of the Council of Europe."

2.3. Official link to CECEL website (optional)

· Should be prominently displayed on all materials produced in the scope of the supported project, conjointly with the CECEL Logo

3. Websites

The following applies to all websites created in connection with the CECEL event/project.

3.1. CECEL logo 
· Has to be prominently displayed, in accordance with general requirements for the use of the CECEL Logo (essential)

· Should be included in the project's official email correspondence (optional)

3.2. Programme information and key message (optional)

· Should be prominently displayed conjointly with the CECEL Logo

3.3. Official link to CECEL website (essential)

· Has to be prominently displayed conjointly with the CECEL Logo

· Should be included in the project's official email correspondence (optional)

4. Events

In the case the CECEL has been awarded to a specific event, or a project awarded the CECEL involves associated events, such as

· Press conferences

· Conferences

· Seminars

· Ceremonies

· Inaugurations 

· Any other type of formal event with media coverage,

the following applies:

4.1. CECEL logo (essential)

· Has to be displayed, in accordance with general requirements for the use of the CECEL Logo, on background display panels and banners used at such events

5. Audiovisual material

If, within the scope of the CECEL event/project, any audiovisual materials are produced, such as

· Films 

· Sound tracks

· Podcasts/vodcasts

· Or any other type of audiovisual material,

the following applies:

5.1. CECEL logo (essential)

· Has to be displayed, in accordance with general requirements for the use of the CECEL Logo, on the packaging of audiovisual materials

5.2. Programme information and key message (essential)

· A mention of the CECEL and its key message has to be made in any audiovisual materials produced, conjointly with the CECEL Logo 

· It has to be reproduced on the packaging of the audiovisual material, including the legal note detailed in 2.2.

5.3. Official link to CECEL website (essential)

· The official link to the CECEL website has to be reproduced conjointly with the CECEL Logo

6. Promotional items

If, in relation to the CECEL event/project, any promotional items, such as

· T-shirts, caps, other items of clothing

· Stickers

· Pins

· Pens

· Notepads

· Umbrellas

· Any other type of promotional item,

are produced, the following applies:

6.1. CECEL logo (optional)

· Should be displayed, in accordance with general requirements for the use of the CECEL Logo 

APPENDIX  I

COUNCIL OF EUROPE “CULTURAL EVENT” LABEL

Description

To the Council of Europe, art is much more than entertainment: it is a vehicle for the expression of individual and community concerns, for shaping ideas and connecting people. Art is an element of the wider societal communication and debate and as such contributes to forming the identity and outlook of communities. Through the new Council of Europe “Cultural Event” Label (CECEL), the Council of Europe will seek to support art and cultural events which help communicate its key messages. 

The CECEL will contribute to the organisation’s wider social and political aims while at the same time emphasising excellence, scholarship, artistic freedom and integrity. The CECEL will be awarded to projects which highlight critical issues for European societies. 

Through the award of the CECEL Council of Europe will give a moral support to projects which promote by means of art, culture or heritage Council of Europe values and mission such as:

· Values : Human Rights, democracy, rule of law. 

· Priorities: cultural  identity and diversity, integration and rights of minorities, social rights, fights against exclusion, prevention of intolerance and discrimination, prevention of violence against women and children, intercultural dialogue, combating corruption, organised crime and terrorism, education of citizenship, social impact of climate change, gender equality.

· Campaigns: Speak out against discrimination, Stop domestic violence against women, Dosta! Fight prejudices towards Roma, All different all equal, Building a Europe for and with Children.

Aim 

· The CECEL recognises a small number of exceptional and innovative artistic projects which convey strong messages related to the Council of Europe’s work and critical issues for European societies;

· The projects selected will be linked to the Council of Europe activities concerned and contribute to their visibility.

Selection 

· The CECEL will be awarded every calendar year to a small number of candidates;

· The candidatures should be submitted to the Council of Europe by 30 June of the calendar year;

· The selection committee will choose the projects to be awarded on the basis of  artistic value, relevance to the theme, innovative approach, diversity of audiences and means of expression, geographical scope, etc.

Visibility

· The Council of Europe will give publicity to the event selected via its website on culture and cultural heritage;

· The awarded projects will be asked to use the CECEL label according to the rules defined by the Communication Department of the Council of Europe ;

· The organisers of an event will provide a space for a Council of Europe message in the catalogue or other publications related to the event and allow an address of a Council of Europe representative at the opening of the event. 

APPENDIX  II

KEY MESSAGE

The Council of Europe “Cultural Event” Label recognises a small number of exceptional and innovative artistic projects, which convey strong messages related to the Council of Europe’s mission and values and address key challenges of the European societies of today.
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
