Focus of the training activity :

· To explore the development of citizenship as a means of promoting identity and community cohesion in schools and beyond ;

· To analyse the potential of the Living Together teaching materials as stand alone citizenship resources and as a framework for the discussion of shared interests through trans-national school partnerships;

· To look at recent work in schools locally on community cohesion and to assess its impact;

· To ascertain the support available from NGOs and Voluntary organisations in supporting the teaching of citizenship and wider participation at a local level ;

· To provide opportunities for learning partnerships through school linking trans-nationally.

Expected results :

The participants will:
· Be familiar with the themes and approaches of the Living Together materials (developed by the Citizenship Foundation and trialed in schools in a number of European countries during the 2008 European Year of Intercultural Dialogue);

· Be aware of recent developments as schools in England engage with the community cohesion agenda and evaluate the impact of their efforts;
· Have considered how the Living Together and other citizenship materials associated with community cohesion may be adapted for use with students in different local contexts and of a range of different ability levels;

· Be aware of the resources and support available to teachers from a number of  voluntary and non-governmental organizations;

· Have evaluated ways of raising  and addressing sensitive issues and dimensions that can cause conflict;  and
· Have considered the opportunities for collaborative activity after the workshop.
