During the European Workshop, the participants will actively work in the multicultural working groups and prepare their project „salon 2011“ together with the other participants; in the time between the two Workshops, they will launch their project with the students and will prepare their contribution for the salon they will participate in in 2011.

Focus of the training activity :

The basis of our European democracy is the Human and Children Rights – our common foundation of a social life and the respect of the other.

One of the most important contents is the universality of theses rights: they are valid all over the world, independently of the specific conditions and developments of certain states. This universality is a power unifying our cultural and social diversity on the European and the global level.

The Human and Children rights are neither a gift nor a free merit; we have to get involved with and to work for their defence and against any attempt to soften them. The education of the Human and Children Rights as well as of the democratic European citizenship means an essential purpose of school and of the civil society.

The European salon of youth and the Human Rights 2011 apprehends this responsibility and offers to the children, to the young people, to teachers and educators and all representatives of education as well as to the broad public an exemplary event in order to work for and to think together about the Human and Children Rights.

There will be realized two workshops of teacher-in-service-training in order to prepare those teachers participating with their students in the salon 2011, for this pedagogical work. This pedagogical work needs to be done in the framework young peoples education butr which isn’t yet highlighted as a matter of course within the classes.
The first workshop will take place in April 2010 in Strasbourg and the second one in November 2010 in Speyer (Germany).

The participants will work for the most part in multicultural working groups in order to practice on the one hand the moethods of cooperating laerning – being important for the education to human rights and the democratical European citizenship – and on the other hand to make intercultural experiences and to live a real European discussion. These experiences will be an important base for the imparting of knowledges and transversal skills to the students in the field of human rights and democratic Europaen citizenship.

1- The human rights – introduction in the topic, pedagogical impact, school live and the human rights and the democratic European citizenship,
2- Salon young people and the human rights – presentation of the projects, agreement about the participation,
3- How to teach human rights and democratic European citizenship and how to realize student’s projects.
