About The Camp 

The International Youth Camp “Dialogue” for intercultural dialogue and for implementation of the “Kazan Action Plan” and Declaration of Volga Forum will take place from 12th to 15th of August 2010 in Kaluga region at the cultural-educational touristic centre “Ethnomir”. The “Kazan Action Plan” was adopted during International Youth Forum “Intercultural Dialogue and its Religious Dimension” (Kazan, 30 Nov. – 4 Dec. 2008) and Declaration of Volga Forum was drawn up during the International conference “Dialogue of the cultures and interreligious cooperation” (Nizhniy Novgorod, 7-9 Sept. 2006). The Kazan Action Plan and Declaration of Volga Forum aim at developing proposals and identifying concrete actions to promote and sustain intercultural and interreligious dialogue with and by young people, being fully in line with the Council of Europe values and activities.

The International Youth Camp “Dialogue” will be held for the second time in Kaluga region. The Camp will bring together around 300 participants from Council of Europe member states including Commonwealth of Independent States countries, different regions of Russia who are actively involved in the implementation of international and interethnic youth projects. Foreign students from Russian universities, representatives of the state bodies, Council of Europe, European Youth Forum, representatives of world religious confessions and NGOs are welcome to take part in this event.    

Aims and objectives of the camp
The main goals of the camp “Dialogue” is to create the youth intercultural communicative common space that unites the best practices and innovations in the field of intercultural dialogue and interreligious cooperation on the territory of the Council of Europe including the Russian Federation and CIS countries.  

The Camp has the following objectives:
· to promote intercultural dialogue and interreligious cooperation among young people across ethnic, religious, linguistic and national dividing lines to secure social cohesion and prevent conflicts; 

· to continue the implementation of the “Kazan Action Plan”; 

· to explore the principles, experiences and resources of the Council of Europe in the area of intercultural dialogue and youth participation; 
· to get acquainted with Russian translation of the White book on Intercultural Dialogue; 

· to create a space for open dialogue and for sharing experiences, as well as to promote mutual understanding and respect between the participants;

· to reflect on the concept of diversity, common identity and intercultural learning;

· to try to increase understanding and find tools to promote cooperation;

· to explore possibilities and challenges for co-operation and to try to encourage networking among young people in Europe and beyond;  

· to draw attention of the media to the issues raised during the Camp;

· to develop international, national and regional youth projects and Campaign under the brand name “Dialogue”; 

· to develop common Internet space for the follow-up of the projects,  dissemination of news, best technologies and practices of the projects, implementation of other actual objects connected with the project.
In perspective, the project “Dialogue” can be the officially recognized in the international society permanent non-formal expert youth space for open discussions about intercultural cooperation and interreligious interaction.

The Camp is financed by the Ministry of Sport, Tourism and Youth Policy of the Russian Federation, the Federal Agency on Youth Policy  and the European Youth Foundation. 

Dates and venue
The camp will be held from 12 to 15 August 2010 in Kaluga region (Russian Federation). The participants should plan to arrive on 12 August (first half of the day) to Moscow and to depart on 15 August (second part of the day) from Moscow. The participants will be transferred to the place of the Camp and back at the comfortable buses.

Methodology
The Programme of the Camp will be based on the principle and practice of non-formal education and is conceived to allow a learner-centered approach taking into account the needs, interests and experiences of participants.

Participants will have opportunity to make personal contributions and will be encouraged to organise their own projects as well as to transfer what they have learned to young people in their country and organisations.

Experts and trainers of the Council of Europe and the National Youth Council of Russia, representatives of the state bodies and NGOs, politologists, sociologists, mass media will take part in the Camp. 

Profile of the participants
Participants should:

· be of age between 18-30;
· be motivated to participate in the Camp;

· have an experience in intercultural, interethnic or interreligious events;

· speak Russian or English rather fluently;
· have an interest in the development of intercultural dialogue;
· be committed to act as a multiplier;

· be willing to participate in all activities foreseen in the Programme;
· be a member of an NGO (at a local, regional or national level).
Priority may be given to the participants who are able to communicate in the Russian language. 
Working languages
The camp will be held in English and Russian.

Application procedure and selection of participants
All candidates should apply by filling in the below application form, also available at www.youthrussia.ru, www.coe.int/youth. Application deadline is 20 July 2010. Applications should be sent to youthdialog2010@gmail.com.
50 international participants will be selected by the team representing Council of Europe trainers and organisers on the basis of the profile outlined above. A balanced group (sex, geographical regions, different types of experiences, cultural backgrounds and organizations) will be as well ensured.

By 27 July 2010 the selected applicants will be notified on the results of the selection process.
