|.1. General Remarks

As mentioned before in the first national report submitted in 2000, Austria ratified the
Framework Convention for the Protection of National Minorities on 31 March 1998, and — in
accordance with its Article 1 (1), it entered into force on 1 July 1998 (Federal Law Gazette 111
No. 120/1998). Austria communicated the first national report on 15 November 2000. In
December 2001, a delegation of the Advisory Committee visited Austria in order to meet with
representatives of the federal authorities, the regional authorities, the national minorities, as
well as of NGOs. The Advisory Committee accepted the review report on Austria on the
occasion of its 14™ session on 16 May 2002 [CM(2002)91]. The Federal Chancellery
commented on the review report of the Council of Europe on 17 October 2002. On 12 June
2003, the President of the Advisory Committee communicated a catalogue of items for the
national report which Austria has to submit in the second monitoring cycle. This catalogue
became part of the resolution regarding Austria, which the Committee of Ministers ultimately
adopted on 4 February 2004 and which was communicated to the Republic of Austria. This
resolution contains both the conclusions and the recommendations of the Advisory Committee

[ResCMN(2004)1].

In compliance with Article 25 (2 )of the Framework Convention for the Protection of National
Minorities, Austria is now submitting its second national report. The report reflects the status
on 6 September 2006 and follows the recommendations of the Advisory Committee in its

general structure.

The first part of the national report deals in detail with the questions raised by the Advisory
Committee. The measures taken by Austria in order to implement the proposals for
improvement by the Council of Europe, as recommended in the resolution, are explained in
detail. In addition, the changes in Austrian legislation concerning national minorities are
described. For the benefit of a complete overview, the new and/or the amended legal sources

are attached in the Annex. These are discussed in the report.



The second part of the present national report is a comprehensive and updated document
which highlights in detail the measures taken to protect and to promote the national minorities
that live on Austrian territory. In analogy to the first national report, the second part of the
present report has been structured in keeping with the individual articles of the Framework
Convention. In this connection, both the current and the historical measures of Austria's
policy for the national minorities are illustrated. The statutory measures are covered in this
part and it contains a comprehensive presentation of the situation of the individual national
minorities. It deals with economic and sociological aspects, as well as with the bilingual
educational system, the state's promotion of the national minorities and the media facilities

available to the national minorities.

The Federal Chancellery seized the individual National Minority Advisory Councils with the
draft of the second national report and gave them the opportunity to comment on it in writing.
The statement of the Slovene minority is attached in the annex; the wishes of the other
National Minority Advisory Councils were integrated into the present report. An updated
summary of the research projects, publications and exhibitions on topics that are specific of

the national minorities round off the present report.

The Republic of Austria welcomes the comprehensive review and monitoring activities
regarding the implementing measures for the Framework Convention on the part of the
Council of Europe. The Republic of Austria continues to be committed to an intensive and
open dialogue concerning issues of the national minorities and thanks the Advisory

Committee, as well as the Committee of Ministers for their constructive cooperation.

The Framework Convention for the Protection of National Minorities is an instrument that is
excellently suited to do justice to the efforts of national minorities in Europe to obtain

recognition, as well as to implement their rights.

In its resolution of 4 February 2004, the Council of Europe acknowledged the efforts of
Austria with a view to protecting the national minorities living on Austrian territory and
pointed out that legislation for the national minorities has been improved, as well as Austria’s
school and media policies. In the further course of the report, specific issues and suggestions

for improvement will be discussed in detail.



It should also be mentioned that the so-called "”Three Wiese Men™" drew up a report, which
the President of the European Court of Human Rights had commissioned, It dealt in detail
with the "steps taken by the Austrian government in favor of the common European values,
especially the rights of minorities, refugees and immigrants". In their conclusions regarding
the rights of national minorities, the authors (Martti Athisaari, Jochen Frowein and Marcelino

Oreja) arrive at the following result:

"Austria's legal system has established special protective measures for
the minorities living in Austria. This protection has constitutional
standing. The protection of national minorities, afforded to the
national minorities living in Austria by the Austrian legal system,
surpasses that afforded by many other European states."

Special attention was paid to the policy clause in the Austrian federal constitution which
entered into force on 1 August 2000. After all, it took account of one of the key demands by
the Austrian national minorities, namely "that a policy clause with constitutional standing be
adopted, which shall comprise a commitment of the Republic of Austria regarding its cultural,
linguistic and ethnic diversity, as it has developed in the course of history". This was achieved

by the following paragraph 2 of Article 8 of the Federal Constitution Act:

"The Republic (federal, regional and local authorities) is committed to
its linguistic and cultural diversity, as it has developed in the course of
history, which finds expression in its autochthonous national
minorities. The language, and culture, the existence and maintenance
of these national minorities shall be respected, secured and promoted."

"A special obligation under constitutional law became part of Austria's constitutional law with
this amendment of the constitution, namely to promote the existence and the activities of the
national minorities", this is the evaluation given by the "Three Wise Men" in their report.

The following chapter deals with the subjects mentioned by the Council of Europe in its
resolution of 4 February 2004.



[.2. Comments on the Questions and the Resolution of the Council of Europe

With the fall of the "Iron Curtain", as well as with the EU accession of Hungary, Slovenia, the
Czech Republic and Slovakia the prestige of the languages of the national minorities has
increased as much as their functionality. A growing number of trans-frontier activities,
exchange programs and mutual visits are of special benefit for the members of the national
minorities, as they are able to cultivate their linguistic and cultural identity through contacts

with members of their language group abroad.

Of course, this also applies to the Slovene national minority in Styria. The following can be
reported in connection with the resolution of the Council of Europe regarding the presence in

the media and the participation of Styrian Slovenes in public life:

By way of a decree of the Federal Government dated 16 December 2003, the Advisory
Council for the Slovene Minority was constituted for a new term of office. In this connection,
a representative of the Styrian Slovenes was appointed as a member of this advisory council

for the first time.

The activities of the Slovene minority in Styria receive regular financial support from the
budget of the Federal Chancellery earmarked for the promotion of national minorities. With
the "Artikel-VII-Kulturverein fur Steiermark” (Article VII Cultural Association for Styria)
Slovenes in Styria also have found a platform which contributes essentially towards securing
the identity of the national minority and which also represents Styrian Slovenes (e.g. vis-a-vis
the public and the political bodies). The association engages equally in activities for the
minorities, science and the arts. The "Pavel House" at Bad Radkersburg has become a place of
encounter, which offers premises for exhibitions and activities. Both the operating costs of
Pavel House and the staff costs for the managing director of the "Artikel-VII-Kulturverein" are
promoted from the budget of the Federal Chancellery that is available to promote the national
minorities. As a result, the association also has the capacities needed to implement its projects
(e.g. creating awareness among the general public, activities to highlight the special situation
of the population along the border). Other supporting measures are the publication of the
bilingual information bulletin "Signal", as well as other, partly multilingual publications and
events of the association. Since 1 May 2004 the revised exhibition on the subject of "Styrian

Slovenes — From the Historical to the Political Aspect" can also be visited at Pavel House.



The subjects covered by the exhibition were broadened to include core themes such as "The
German-speaking population of the Abstall Region" and "The Roma Population at Cankova".
The exhibition offers an overview of the multitude of identities in the region — a patchwork of

minorities.

As far as the Slovene-language broadcasts available on television are concerned, Slovenes in
Styria can receive the Slovene-language TV magazine "Dober dan, Koroska", broadcast by
the Regional Studio for Carinthia, which is re-broadcast throughout Austria and also
transmitted in digital form via the ORF (Austrian Broadcasting Corporation). It is also
available on the Internet and can be downloaded. In general, all television broadcasts
produced for the national minorities by the regional television stations in Carinthia and
Burgenland are available on the Internet and can be received in digital form throughout
Austria via the ORF. All programs for the national minorities that are broadcast by Radio
Burgenland, Radio Carinthia, Radio "Dva-Agora", Radio Vienna and Radio 1476 can be

accessed from the Internet via Live-Stream.

In addition, two public Slovene stations (RTV 1 and RTV 2) can also be received throughout
the entire southern Styrian region. These are very popular with the Slovene minority, as they

also broadcast reports about the region along the border.

Acquiring language skills is, of course, key to maintaining the identity and culture of a
national minority. Especially in the case of the Slovene population in Styria, the educational
activities creating identity are of particular importance. It is for this reason that special
attention has been paid for some time to expanding the teaching of the Slovene language in

southern Styria.

At present, classroom teaching in Slovene is being offered in Styria by the general
compulsory schools in the three southern school districts of Styria, i.e. in the districts of
Deutschlandsberg, Leibnitz and Bad Radkersburg. For many years, the primary school at
Eibiswald in the school district of Deutschlandsberg has been successful in offering courses in
the Slovene languages as optional exercise. In the 2005/06 school year, 14 pupils attended
these courses. In the school district of Leibnitz, the primary school at Arnfels and the primary
school at Ratsch offer courses in Slovene as optional exercises, which were attended by a total

of 19 pupils during the 2005/06 school year. At the lower-lever secondary school at Arnfels



(Hauptschule/Realschule), a language course in Slovene is offered as an optional compulsory

subject, for which 77 pupils enrolled during the 2005/06 school year.

During the 2005/06 school year courses in Slovene were offered as an optional exercise in the
school district of Bad Radkersburg. The Slovene courses were attended by 14 pupils at the
primary school at Bad Radkersburg, by 26 pupils at the lower-level secondary school at Bad
Radkersburg, by 31 pupils at the primary school at Mureck, and by 9 pupils at the lower-level
secondary schools of Mureck and Straden. As compared to the 2004/05 school year, the
number of pupils has increased. It is the wish of the Slovene population in Styria that the
teaching of the Slovene language should be further expanded in the future and that,
consequently, a still increasing number of children and young persons will avail themselves of

the language courses offered.

Concerning the wish of the national minority to have an inter-cultural, bilingual nursery
school in the region along the border, the Federal Chancellery welcomes the setting up of
such a private facility, and federal funds could well be made available from the budget

available for the promotion of the national minorities.

However, before setting up such a private nursery school, one would have to establish the
demand for it. After all, according to the language census taken in the fall of 2004, only four
children in the district of Bad Radkersburg and another eight children, who are raised
bilingually (German/Slovene) in the district of Leibnitz attended public nursery schools
during the 2004/05 nursery school- year. This is the reason why, to this date, no expressly
bilingual nursery schools and/or nursery-school groups are being run, at which a mother-
tongue Slovene-speaking nursery-school teacher is employed in addition to the German-
speaking nursery-school teacher. However, there is a partnership between the municipal
nursery school at Bad Radkersburg and the nursery school at Gornja Radgona (Slovenia). In
the course of this partnership, joint projects are being implemented and/or small groups of one

nursery school spend some time, at regular intervals, at the respectively other nursery school.

As far as the media sector of the national minoritiesin Austria is concerned, several
changes have occurred since the first national report was prepared. Both with regard to the
print media and the radio, as well as the television coverage, new features have been

introduced.
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With the Press Promotion Act of 2004 (Federal Law Gazette I No. 136/2003), access to press
promotion has been made easier for members of the national minorities. Whereas weekly
newspapers must have a minimum number of 5,000 copies and must employ a minimum of
two full-time journalists in order to receive funds from the promotion budget, these
requirements do not apply to weekly newspapers published in the language of a national

minority.

The new Austrian Broadcasting Corporation (ORF) Act (Federal Law Gazette I No. 83/2001),
which entered into force on 1 January 2002, now obliges the Austrian Broadcasting
Corporation (ORF) to broadcast an appropriate portion of its programs in the languages of the
national minorities. The broadcasting times for these programs are laid down every year, after
hearing a council of the broadcasting audience, which also includes a representative of the
national minorities. In addition, the amendment of the ORF law also facilitated cooperation
between the ORF and private radio stations. This new cooperation has a different format,
depending on the individual federal provinces. In general, the new law resulted in a change of

the programs offered, which is in favor of the languages of the national minorities.

In its radio and television programs, as well as on the Internet and on the Teletext programs,
the ORF offers a wide range of broadcasts for the members of the six national minorities that
have a national-minority advisory council. In recent years, the programs offered by the ORF
to Austria’s national minorities have been expanded continuously. The programs broadcast
are in the languages of the national minorities, on the one hand, and comprise German-
language programs, on the other hand, which are meant to familiarize the German-speaking
majority with topics relating to the national minorities. Furthermore, the ORF stages activities
in favor of the national minorities on an ongoing basis in the form of numerous off-air

activities.

Since cooperation between the ORF and AKO Lokalradio GmbH began on 21 March 2004, in
the course of which the ORF produces eight hours of programs every day in the Slovene
language and broadcasts them on “Radio DVA-AGORA”, the programs offered by the ORF
to this national minority have been expanded considerably. This is the continuation of a series
of expansion measures which the ORF took in recent years in the framework of its broadcasts

for the national minorities.
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In addition to the radio and television broadcasts on topical issues, which the regional stations
in Burgenland and Carinthia produce for the national minorities and which have been
available on the Internet since 2000 as real-audio and/or real-video broadcasts for
downloading, the information broadcasts of the Regional Studio Carinthia have been offered
as real-audio broadcasts for downloading on “Radio DVA-AGORA”. Moreover, all regional
OREF radio stations, as well as Radio 1476 — and thus all programs for national minorities
broadcast by Radio Burgenland, Radio Carinthia, Radio Vienna and Radio 1476 — are now

also available via Live-Stream on the Internet.

All programs broadcast for the national minorities by Radio Burgenland, Radio Carinthia,
Radio Vienna, as well as ORF 2 (including the local program slots in Burgenland and
Carinthia, as well as the Teletext programs) can now be received in digital form via the ORF,
as a result of which also those members of the national minorities who live outside the

respective autochthonous settlement areas can also rely on being provided with the programs.

In connection with the media activities available for the Czech, the Slovak and the Hungarian
minority are concerned, to which reference is made in the resolution, Radio 1476 — the
medium-wave program of the ORF — plays a major role. This radio station introduced
broadcasts in the Slovak, Czech and Hungarian languages, as well as in Romany in recent
years. In addition, news and magazine programs are broadcast in the Burgenland-Croat
language. The programs available for the national minorities in Burgenland are supplemented
by a three-language magazine on Burgenland-Croat and Hungarian subjects, as well as by

features in the Romany language.

The special Internet platform of the ORF http://volkgruppen.ORF.at also offers the national

minorities a number of services in German and their respective mother tongue, as well as
information of relevance to the national minorities, which contribute towards maintaining and
stimulating the languages and cultures of the autochthonous national minorities. The subjects
(news, available services, etc.) are dealt with in the Slovene, Burgenland-Croat and Hungarian

languages, as well as in the Slovak, Czech and Romany languages.

With reference to the Framework Convention, the comprehensive program provided by the

OREF, as well as by private radio stations is discussed in detail under Article 9.

With the ordinance on official languages regarding the Hungarian minority, which entered
into force on 1 October 2000, it was stated clearly that Hungarian can be used as an official
language both before the district administrative authorities and the local courts of
Oberpullendorf and Oberwart, as well as before the authorities of the communities of
Oberpullendorf, Oberwart, Rotenturm an der Pinka and Unterwart. In addition, Hungarian is
also an official language before the Office of the Regional Government of Burgenland, the
regional court of Eisenstadt, as well as other regional federal authorities such as, for example,

the tax offices.

It can be stated, in general, that the official language is accepted more in oral communication
with the authorities than in written proceedings. The practical objective for administrative
proceedings in bilingual administrative districts is to assign staff members who are familiar
with the respective language of a national minority which avoids the recruitment of

interpreters to a large extent, which would otherwise lead to unnecessary delays.

For the sake of illustration, the staff situation is shown below, by way of example, regarding

the local courts in the bilingual areas (the figures date back to the year 2004):

Number of staff members familiar with the Slovene language:

Local Court Bleiburg: 3 persons, including the president of the local court and the director of
the court office.

Local court Eisenkappel: 4 persons, including the president of the local court and the director
of the court office.

Local court Ferlach: 5 persons, including the president of the local court, one more judge and
the director of the court office.

Number of staff members familiar with the Hungarian language:

Local Court Oberwart: 7 persons, including 3 judges of the local court.

Number of staff members familiar with the Croat language:

Local Court Oberwart: 1 Rechtspfleger (higher-level court clerk).

Regional Court Eisenstadt: 4 persons, including 2 judges of the regional court.

Statistics, again from the year 2004, on the application of provisions of the National
Minorities Act and the ordinance on official languages reveals the following picture, by way

of example, for the Slovene language:

During the period under review, the Regional Court Klagenfurt did not conduct a single case
in the Slovene language. This is in line with the situation in earlier years. It was only in the
year 2002 that one case (criminal-law case regarding the media) was conducted in the Slovene

language.

The local courts at Bleiburg, Eisenkappel and Ferlach handled a total of 100 cases in which
the proceedings and interrogations were conducted — sometimes completely — in the Slovene
language, or in which actions were filed and motions were submitted in the Slovene language.
Moreover, legal advice was given in the Slovene language — especially on the court days of

the Local Court Eisenkappel and the Local Court Ferlach.

When comparing the number of cases with the figures for 2003, one will notice a slight
increase in the number of proceedings before the Local Court Bleiburg (+4), as well as the
Local Court Ferlach (+10), as well as a slight decline in the number of cases before the Local
Court Eisenkappel (-3). The total number of all cases continued to rise, as compared to the
year before. The strong downward trend of earlier years appears to have been stopped for the
time being (total number of cases in the year 2000: 158; 2001: 83; 2002: 69; 2003: 89; 2004:
100).

In its resolution, the Council of Europe identified the situation regarding topogr aphical
indications and signsin the bilingual area of the federal province of Carinthia as one of the

problem areas.

The so-called Carinthian municipal signs issue has its origins in Article 7 item 3 of the State

Treaty of Vienna, which stipulates as follows:

“In the administrative and court districts of Carinthia, Burgenland and
Styria with a Slovene, Croat or mixed population [....], the indications
and signs of a topographical nature will be drawn up in both, i.e. the
Slovene or Croatian language and in the German language.”

Since 1955 several attempts were made to put this relatively undefined mandate, resulting
from the State Treaty of Vienna, into concrete terms and to instill it with life. A first attempt
was the Municipal Signs Act of 1972 which, however, led to the so-called attack on municipal
signs (Ortstafelsturm), as it lacked a broad consensus. In 1976, lengthy preparatory work
resulted in agreement on the National Minorities Act. The threshold value of 25% (share of
the minority population), stipulated there as a prerequisite for placing bilingual topographical
signs, was ultimately lifted by the Constitutional Court in December 2001 in its first decision

on municipal signs.

In reaction to that decision, the Federal Chancellor set up the “consensus conference”, in the
course of which representatives from federal and regional political life, as well as from the
Slovene population in Carinthia and the Carinthian homeland associations (Heimatverbande)
were asked repeatedly to sit down at the negotiating table in order to work on a solution that
would find the broadest possible acceptance. In addition, the Federal Chancellor invited the
mayors affected by the municipal sign issue to the Federal Chancellery in order to discuss the

issue with them.

In June of this year, it was possible to reach a compromise, at last, which was the result of
intensive deliberations and negotiations. Quite rightly, it was regarded as a historic

compromise. The solution obtained consists of two elements:

1. A new ordinance on topographical signs and indications for Carinthia which provides that
topographical signs and indications shall be affixed in two languages in a total of 141
Carinthian municipalities according to a multi-stage time schedule (until the end of the

year 2009).

2. A constitutional provision that underpins the compromise. The 15/10 model, a guarantee
for continuity, a multi-stage time schedule and the often discussed clause on extending the

scope of the provision are the main core elements of this provision.

As a result, a solution was put on the table that takes account of the justified concerns of the
Slovene minority in Carinthia and complies with the State Treaty of Vienna, but also does not
put too much strain on the German-speaking majority population in the municipalities

concerned.

The new ordinance on topographical signs and indications for Carinthia was adopted by the
Federal Government on 17 July 2006 (Federal law Gazette I 2006/263). However, § 6 (1)
will only “enter into force at a point in time to be determined by a law with constitutional

standing”.

In other words, it was unfortunately not possible this time — in spite of all efforts — to
implement this solution by means of a law having constitutional standing. The Federal
Chancellery regrets this fact and hopes that it will soon be possible to overcome the

differences in positions that have surfaced.

Several innovations were introduced with regard to education — an area which the Council of
Europe also addressed. All details, ss well as up-to-date figures regarding Austria’s school
system for the minorities are presented in detail in Part II of the national report. The following
can be underlined, though, in connection with the specific points raised by the Council of

Europe:

For the Czech minority living in Vienna there is the Komensky School, which has been set up
as a private school. It offers one continuous study course from the nursery school to the
upper-level secondary school-leaving examination (Matura). This school is run by the
“Schulverein Komensky” (Komensky School Association), which receives substantial grants
from public funds. There is very much demand for this school. In the 2005/2006 school year,
a total of 380 children and juveniles attended the private bilingual educational facility. On
account of the growing demand, the school association is being increasingly faced with
problems regarding space. With oral financing commitments by the City of Vienna and the
Ministry of Education as a basis, refurbishing and expansion work was begun at a second
school site in the summer of 2006. The Federal Chancellery also supports the Komensky
School Association with funds from the budget available for the promotion of national
minorities. As early as at the start of the school year beginning in September 2006 new
premises can be used on a provisional basis, which makes it possible to admit new pupils and
nursery-school children. During the 2007/2008 school year, it might actually be possible to

reach the figure of 500 for children and juveniles at this school.

Instruction in the Slovak language is offered at the Komensky School and at several schools
in Vienna in the form of “mother-tongue classes”. At the “European Middle School”
(Europaische Mittelschule) the Slovak language is taught as a foreign language, in addition to

Czech and Hungarian.

Instruction in the Hungarian language is offered by the organizations of the national
minorities, as “mother-tongue classes” at public schools, but also by commercial providers.
Adult-education facilities (Volkshochschulen) offer a large number of language courses,

including also the languages of the national minorities.

The Croat, Hungarian, Slovak and Czech languages are also offered as living foreign
languages in courses run for several schools (mostly as optional compulsory subjects or
optional subjects). These language courses are primarily offered to the children of migrants
and not primarily to members of the national minorities. Schools in Vienna also engage in

school partnerships with Czech, Slovak and Hungarian schools.

In addition, Hungarian and Czech are also taught at a federal commercial college
(Bundeshandel sakademie), and Hungarian is also taught at a higher educational institute for

business occupations (H6here Lehranstalt fir wirtschaftliche Berufe).

More details on the different types of schools and the language courses offered in Vienna can
be found in Part II of the national report (Article 12 and Article 14 of the Framework

Convention).

Bilingual classes in Carinthia and Burgenland are governed by the school acts for the national
minorities. The number of pupils attending bilingual school classes has been stable or is
increasing (in relative terms). A closer look reveals, however, that children have decreasing
language competencies when they are admitted to school. The reason for that is not only the
fact that the minority languages are spoken increasingly less in the families of the national
minorities, but also that many monolingual parents decide to benefit from the bilingual
education available to their children. The latter is to be welcomed for the sake of integration

and the acceptance of the national minorities by society.
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The following can be stated in connection with the transition from bilingual primary schools

to secondary school-level I in Carinthia — an issue that was addressed in the resolution:

Within the scope of application of the Minorities School Act for Carinthia (and beyond, in
case of a sustainable demand), the persons responsible for a child’s education are given the
possibility to register their children for bilingual classes (primary school) or to classes in the
Slovene language (as of secondary school-level I). The knowledge of the Slovene language,
acquired while attending compulsory school, can be extended and deepened by continuing to

attend a great many general and vocational schools at the middle and higher level.

Article 7 item 2 of the State Treaty of Vienna provides that the Slovene minority shall have “a
proportionate number of middle-level schools of its own”. As a result, the federal upper-level
secondary school (Bundesgymnasium), which now also offers technical subjects
(Bundesrealgymnasium) was set up for the Slovene population in Klagenfurt in 1957. There,
classes are taught in the Slovene language. In the early nineties, a bilingual commercial
college (Handelsakademie) was set up in Klagenfurt. Furthermore, a bilingual private

educational institute for business occupations can be found in the Rosental valley.

During the 2005/2006 school year, a total of 3734 pupils attended bilingual classes and/or
classes teaching the Slovene language. Of these, 1984 pupils went to a bilingual primary
school and 37 pupils attended Slovene courses as an optional exercise at primary school.
Another 339 pupils were taught Slovene at a lower-level secondary school (Hauptschule), of
which 122 pupils had registered in accordance with the school act for national minorities. Of
these 53 attended Slovene courses as a living foreign language, and 164 pupils at lower-level
secondary schools chose Slovene as an optional subject. The bilingual federal upper-level
secondary school (Bundesgymnasium and Bundesrealgymnasium) for the Slovene population
was attended by 541 pupils. 141 attended the bilingual federal commercial college, and 134
went to the bilingual higher educational institute for business occupations and/or the special

commercial school.
The individual national minorities and the public sector paid special attention to extending the

available nursery schools, at which young children can be taught in the two languages. The

question as to legal form and ownership of the respective nursery school was of secondary
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importance in the implementation of this matter. Improving the legal and financial framework

conditions was in the foreground of all efforts.

Two specific improvements over the status reported in the last national report can be
mentioned in connection with pre-school education for the national minorities: The Nursery
School Funds Act for Carinthia of 12 July 2001 has made it possible to obtain financial grants
for bilingual or multilingual private nursery schools in the settlement area of the Slovene
minority in Carinthia. In addition, it also contains quality-assurance measures for the bilingual
education. In addition to the private nursery schools available in Carinthia, there are also
bilingual groups in public nursery schools. In Burgenland, all of the bilingual pre-school
education is provided by municipal nursery schools, so that there was no need to set up
private bilingual nursery schools. With the amendment of the Nursery-School Act for
Burgenland of 8 July 2005, the use of the Burgenland-Croat and/or the Hungarian language(s)
was expanded in the bilingual nursery schools from a minimum of nine to twelve hours per

week.

The national minority of the Roma holds a special position in several respects. First of all, it
is significant that this population segment was considerably reduced in numbers, on account
of persecution during the National Socialist period. This persecution also led to a major break
in the linguistic and cultural tradition. One continues to read reports about discrimination
which is often mutually linked to insufficient education or poor integration into the labor
market. As a result, major efforts are being undertaken by Austria in order to promote success
at school, as well as the integration of Roma children and/or Roma juveniles into the labor

market.

In October 2005 it was decided that EUR 1.1 million (spread out over 10 years) from the
Reconciliation Fund should be used for the Roma minority, as well as to earmark these funds

for activities with young people and for the education sector of the Roma population.

The National Minorities School Act for Burgenland of 1994 (Federal Law Gazette No.
641/1994), as well as the corresponding implementing laws in the federal province of
Burgenland stipulate that there is a title to being taught in Romany if the there is demand for
it. On account of the fact that the Romany language became a written language at a very late

point in time, this right can be implemented only in steps. The language of the Burgenland
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Roma is a language with an oral tradition and therefore had no written records. In the course
of a projects by a scientist at the Institute for Linguistics of the University of Graz, in
cooperation with the Roma Association at Oberwart, work began some ten years ago on
creating and codifying a written Romany language, as well as on establishing the didactics for
this language. With this Romany project of the University of Graz the main varieties of the
Romany language spoken in Austria were identified and processed scientifically, as well as
written down for the first time. As a result of this work, newspapers of Roma associations can
be published in two languages, bilingual collections of Roma stories and teaching games can
be produced, and courses in Romany can be offered at Oberwart and Unterwart, for which
curricula and teaching materials can be prepared. Ongoing scientific support is required in
order to publish the bilingual newspapers of the Roma associations and to prepare the
teaching of the Romany language. The “RomBus” of the association called Roma Service
tours the region to support Roma children in Burgenland in their learning efforts, but also

serves to provide public relations work.

During the 2005/2005 school year, Romany was taught at the following locations:

Primary School Oberwart 5 pupils
Primary School Unterwart 4 pupils
Lower-Level Secondary School Oberwart 9 pupils
Upper-Level Secondary School Oberwart 9 pupils

During the 2006/2007 school year, the possibility of attending a course in Romany will also

be offered at the lower-level secondary school at Stegersbach.

At the event “Roma and Education” in April 2005 it was shown that extra-mural learning
assistance helps considerably to keep the number of Roma pupils in special schools at a very
low level. During the 2005/2006 school year, five Roma children had been assigned to attend

class at special schools.

In the framework of the assistance provided by schools to pupils with learning deficits and/or
exceptional conduct, Roma children can avail themselves of the same opportunities and
possibilities as they are available to all other children at school. These range from assistance

by a school psychologist to measures achieving a better integration into the class at school.

No answer can be given regarding the number of Roma children who receive support and

assistance, as schools do not record affiliation with a national minority.

The Roma living in Vienna also receive special support. Beginning with the 2004/2005 school
year, two teachers have been assigned to teach classes in Romany in their mother tongue at

primary schools.

In addition, the association Romano Centro received annual financial support from the Vienna
Integration Fund for its projects. This included the project “Roma-Assistenz” (Roma
Assistance), inter alia, which served the goal of improving communication between Roma
children, the school and the family. Roma assistants were employed in three compulsory
schools in Vienna. Moreover, the Romano Centro supported the financing of private coaches
for Roma children, as part of the project “Lernhilfe” (Assistance for Learning). The municipal
authorities of the City of Vienna also supported the association Romano Centro in the year

2005 to provide measures to learn languages (e.g. German courses).

The “Initiative THARA Haus” is a cooperation project between Romany and non-Romany
organizations which is promoted with money from the Federal Ministry of the Economy and
Labor, the City of Vienna and the European Social Fund. “THARA Haus” has set itself the
goal of helping Roma juveniles to become integrated into the labor market. A good education
and training are important requirements for young people. In consequence, in cooperation
with “polycollege Stobergasse” in Vienna, an extra-mural study course is offered, especially
for young people from the Roma and Sinti population, so that they succeed in obtaining the
school-leaving examination from lower-level secondary schools. Parallel to these efforts,
these young people receive coaching and support in their studies at the THARA Haus, which
is free of charge. A whole range of options is available to help the young Roma population to

finish school successfully and, thus, to have also better opportunities on the labor market.

Furthermore, the Labor Market Service promotes a labor-market assistant who is employed by
the Roma Association in Burgenland, whose primary task is to focus on advising members of
the Roma minority on occupations and educational possibilities. The goal of this counseling
service is to support policies for the integration of the Roma population into the labor market,

especially those living in southern Burgenland.
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The labor market project “Mri buti”, which originally began as an EU project under the
“equal” program, is now being continued with domestic financing. This project offers jobs on
an hourly or daily basis and also takes account of the current performance potential and

readiness of a population segment that often encounters difficulties on the labor market.
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PART II

I1.1. The Situation of the National Minoritiesin Austria

Austria regards the diversity of its population, of which the national minorities form a part, as
enriching for society as a whole.

§ 1 (2) of the National Minorities Act defines national minorities “as the groups of Austrian
citizens with another language than German as a mother tongue and their own folklore
tradition who live on and are natives of parts of the federal territory”.

The law does not stipulate in detail which groups meet these requirements and are thus
regarded as national minorities. However, the Ordinance on the National Minority Advisory
Councils specifies them, as it regulates the establishment of national minority advisory
councils for the following minority groups:

- the Burgenland-Croat minority
- the Slovene minority

- the Hungarian minority

- the Czech minority

- the Slovak minority

- the Roma minority

In the meantime, the expression “Volksgruppe” (= “population segment” = national
minority) has become largely accepted and can also be frequently found in international
contexts. It was chosen in 1976 mainly because of the reason that an often discriminating
shade of meaning was to be avoided that attaches to the expression “Minderheit” (= minority),
which was commonly used up to that time. Although the State Treaty of St. Germain, State
Law Gazette No. 303/1920 (Article 62 and following) and the State Treaty re-establishing an
independent and democratic Austria, Federal Law Gazette No. 152/1955 (Article 7, State
Treaty of Vienna) introduced and/or used repeatedly that concept, the present report uses the
term “Volksgruppe” (in the German version), which is in line with Austrian legal
terminology. Of course, replacing an expression that appears to be outdated, by a modern,
more common expression does not change any of the aforementioned obligations of Austria
under international law.

The National Minorities Act only applies to the autochthonous minorities. As was mentioned
before, the Slovene minority in Carinthia and Styria, the Croat minority in Burgenland and in
Vienna, the Czech minority and the Slovak minority in Vienna, as well as the national
minority of the Roma in Burgenland have been accepted as national minorities, as defined by
the National Minorities Act.

According to the provisions of the National Minorities Act, in connection with the ordinances
on their implementation, indications and signs of a topographical nature, which are put up by
public authorities, must be produced in two languages in certain areas. In addition, people are
entitled to use the language of their national minority as an official language before certain
authorities and service units. Moreover, the National Minorities Act stipulates that national
minority advisory councils shall be set up and that the national minorities shall be promoted.
With regard to the Slovene minority in Carinthia and Styria and the Croat minority in
Burgenland, the right to bilingual school classes, official language and bilingual topographical
indications has also been laid down in Article 7 of the State Treaty of Vienna.
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Most autochthonous national minorities and/or their members have become very well
integrated into the majority population. However, the national minorities that are traditionally
native to Austria are faced with the problems of a shrinking number of members, as well as
over-ageing. The trend towards assimilation is reinforced by the following circumstances: the
small size of the national minorities in terms of absolute numbers; the fact that they partly live
in scattered settlement areas; the decease in agrarian lifestyle and thus the increase in mobility
and a mostly German-speaking working environment; mixed marriages. Austria therefore
supports the national minorities in their efforts to maintain their cultures and languages by
means of promotional measures in the field of the minority languages, minority cultures and
national minority media, as well as by improving the bilingual educational system. In
addition, the achievements of the churches (led by the Catholic church, and in case of the
Hungarian minority also the Protestant Church AB = Augsburg denomination and HB =
Helvetian denomination) are of great historical and current importance in connection with
maintaining and strengthening the national minorities.

The structures of the national minorities are mainly supported by the organizations of the
national minorities, which were formed on the basis of the statutory regulations for
associations. The organizations of the national minorities are associations which serve to
maintain and secure the resepective national minority, its special customs and folklore, as well
as its special characteristics and rights. Foundations and funds under private law, which serve
this purpose, are also organizations of the national minorities. In practice, though, they hardly
play any role. Organizations of the national minorities are eligible to receive money from the
budget earmarked to promote the national minorities. To the extent that projects are promoted
that are specific of a national minority, the organizations of the national minorities are on the
same level as the religions and religious denominations (see § 9 of the National Minorities
Act).

[1.1.1. TheHistory of the National Minorities

The Croat minority in Burgenland

More than 450 years ago, Croats settled in what was then Western Hungary (and today
comprises the Burgenland, the border region of Western Hungary, parts of Lower Austria,
Slovakia and the Czech Republic). After 1848 the development of a Croat sense of identity
became apparent. The fact that many people in Burgenland commute to Vienna every day or
every week, a development which started as early as between the two World Wars, and the
increasing exodus from these areas have encouraged assimilation tendencies among many
Croats. In order to counteract the danger of losing their identity in a city as big as Vienna, the
"Croatian-Burgenland Cultural Association in Vienna" (Kroatisch-Burgenl&ndischer
Kulturverein in Wien) was established in 1934, and - like the Vienna-based "Croatian Club of
University Graduates" (Kroatischer Akademikerklub) - has succeeded in increasing its
influence in the last few decades, as it was given a say in matters concerning the Burgenland
Croats. It was at a very early stage that the Croats embarked on the road to integration and did
so in every respect, be it in the social, economic, professional or political field. This enabled
them to implement many measures required for maintaining and cultivating their language
and culture. Since the seventies, a growing number of Croats, in particular young students,
have become aware of their own identity, and since the eighties, this has gradually and
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considerably improved their linguistic and cultural situation and has led to a strengthening of
the Croat identity.

The Ordinance of the Federal Government on the National Minority Advisory Councils,
Federal Law Gazette No. 38/1977, is the first mention of the national minorities living in
Austria. Accordingly, the Minority School Act for Burgenland speaks of the “Croat”
language, for example. The government bill for a national minorities act emphasizes “that the
expression ‘language of a national minority’ ... must always be understood to mean the
language actually spoken by the national minorities in Austria. So, this means, for example,
Burgenland-Croat, but not the Croatian language in general.” The present national report
should also be understood with this definition.

Today, Burgenland Croats live in about 50 municipalities in Burgenland. The settlements are
scattered as language islands all over the entire federal province. There is no closed settlement
area. In addition, Burgenland Croats live in Vienna.

Approximately 10 years ago, numerous scientific investigations were made on the situation of
the Burgenland Croats (see Article 12). The most important results of these studies were:

e In their age structure, the Burgenland Croats are clearly older than the rest of the
population (on average by 8 years) — the reason is mainly that the younger generation
no longer learns the Croat language.

e For the Burgenland Croats the most important characteristic of their identity is the
language.

e The younger the interviewees, the stronger the appreciation for bilingualism and thus
of the Croat language.

e In the course of the last three generations, a dramatic loss of language competence
within the family has appeared — only 27% of the parents who themselves were raised
bilingually use the Croat language when speaking to their own children.

e Croats have an extremely strong “need for harmony” and — with an overwhelming
majority (82%) — consider their relations to the rest of the population as “without any
problems and harmonious”.

e Opinions about the effect of municipal signs on the national minority are divided: 47%
think that they are “important”, as the identity of the Croats would otherwise not be
acknowledged; 46% think that this is not the case.

e The experience in life with being bilingual is positive — 48% of the commuters
indicate that their bilingualism has helped them in their occupational career; only 2%
think that it was an obstacle. 50% state that their bilingualism had “no influence”.

e Almost two thirds think that “it is once again modern to use the Croat language when
speaking to their children”.

e About one fifth of the Croats think that “the Croat language is a language for old
people” — this opinion is particularly widespread in the south of the country.

e The view is widespread that bilingual children have fewer difficulties in learning at
school — 68% of the Croat population shares this view.

e 50% of the interviewees wish that their own children be taught in Croatian.

The Slovene minority

Around 1,400 years ago, the first Slovenes (the Slovenes of the Alps) settled, inter alia, in the
regions of Carinthia and Styria; however, as a result of the immigration and settlement of
farmers from Bavaria and Franconia, which was supported from the 9th century onwards by
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East Franconian rulers, more and more Slovenes had to retreat to south and south-east
Carinthia and to the lower part of Styria in the Middle Ages, in the course of mutual
assimilation processes.

In the 15th century, a language boundary was thus established in Carinthia running along the
line of Hermagor — Villach — Maria Saal — Diex — Lavamiind; it largely remained in place
until the mid-19th century.

The nationalist tendencies, which in the mid-19th century also became apparent in Carinthia,
created the basis for ethnic-motivated conflicts. Apart from ethnic differences, there were also
ideological ones; while the Slovenes found strong support in the Roman-Catholic Church, the
Germans considered liberal ideas to be of central importance. The development of tourism,
industry and trade in the second half of the 19th century fostered the use of the German
language and enhanced the assimilation process. Closer contacts between the Slovenes in
Carinthia and Slovenes in Carniola and other crown lands also contributed to an increased
ethno-political segregation. With the breakdown of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, the
question of assigning nationality and of re-defining the boundaries of Carinthia became
topical issues. The Treaty of Saint-Germain stipulated that two Carinthian regions settled
exclusively (Seeland) or largely (Mief3 Valley) by Slovenes, be ceded to Yugoslavia, on the
one hand; it also called for a plebiscite be held for determining the most important issue,
namely whether South Carinthia should be part of Austria or Yugoslavia, on the other hand.
The result of the plebiscite held on 10 October 1920, showed a 59% vote for Austria, meaning
that the territorial unity of Carinthia was essentially preserved. Prior to the plebiscite, the
Provisional Regional Assembly of Carinthia, in a resolution adopted on 28 September 1920,
had appealed to the Carinthian Slovenes, inter alai, committing itself to "maintaining the
linguistic and national identity of the fellow Slovene fellow nationals at all times, as well as
showing the same care in promoting their intellectual and economic prosperity as for the
country's German inhabitants". According to estimates, approximately 12,000 Slovenes voted
for Austria in the plebiscite.

In consequence, Austria's minority policy focused on Slovene issues in Carinthia, apart from
issues of the Czech population in Vienna. Complaints were also submitted to the League of
Nations. Several years of negotiations in the second half of the 1920s, which were aimed at
creating a cultural autonomy for the Carinthian Slovenes, which implied, inter alia, a
declaration of one's affiliation to the "Slovene community" (as a "community of a public-law
nature") through an entry into the "Book of the Slovene People" (slowenisches Volksbuch),
did not bring any positive results. During the Nazi period, the Slovenes were persecuted, and
from 1942 onwards many were forced to re-locate.

During the post-war period, a broad ideological and political gap within the national minority
soon became apparent, which was due, inter alia, to the conflict between Catholicism and
Communism and to the territorial claims that were repeatedly raised by Yugoslavia in respect
of southern Carinthia until 1949, whereby the existence of the Slovene minority was used as a
justification. The latter issue was not finally resolved until the State Treaty of 1955. Efforts
aimed at implementing and extending the rights of minorities and their protection, as
enshrined in Article 7 of the State Treaty of 1955, as well as a modern interpretation of this
provision have frequently been a topic on the political agenda. Although it clearly emanates
from the wording of the Treaty that these rights do not only relate to the Slovenes in Carinthia
but to "the Slovene and Croat minorities in Carinthia, Burgenland and Styria", disputes of a
more spectacular nature have so far been confined to the Carinthian region. Here, one should
mention, in particular, the school strike of 1958 against the hitherto - since 1945 - compulsory
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bilingual instruction, the so-called municipal signs conflict of 1972 and the protests against
the secret mother-tongue survey of 1976. The historical roots of the greater conflict potential
lie - no doubt — in the territorial disputes outlined above.

The Slovene population in Styria lives mainly in several villages in the region of the
Radkersburg Winkel, which is located in the southeastern part of Styria, as well as in the
Leutschach region and the Soboth area. In addition, parts of the Slovene population in Styria
settled in the regional capital of Graz in the course of industrialization efforts.

TheHungarian minority

The predecessors of today's Hungarian minority were early settlers whose task was to protect
the western border for the Hungarian kings. So-called settlements of border guards still exist
along the Hungarian border; place names such as Oberwart and Siget in der Wart (“Wart”
meaning border guard) are reminders of their existence. In 1921, the Burgenland Hungarians
became a national minority in Austria.

While the national minority was free to maintain contacts with Hungary during the period
between the two wars, the situation changed after World War II. As with the Croats in
Burgenland, the economic changes after 1945 led to an increased rural exodus, as well as to
weekly commuting; there was also a general tendency of part-time farming or seeking
industrial work. This social change - in the same way as the Iron Curtain - called into question
the established value of Hungarian as a mother tongue and led to a strong linguistic
assimilation, which could only be counteracted through intensive private educational efforts.
Today many of the 30 to 60-year-olds no longer have a command of Hungarian, the emphasis
is therefore rather on bilingual work with children and juveniles.

The fall of the Iron Curtain has had a very positive effect for the Hungarian population in
Burgenland. The fact that it was now easier to be in contact with friends and relatives in
Hungary has strengthened their identity.

The current settlement area comprises the regions of Oberwart (Oberwart, Unterwart, Siget in
der Wart) and Oberpullendorf (Oberpullendorf, Mittelpullendorf). Hungarians in Burgenland
also live in larger places and towns such as Eisenstadt or Frauenkirchen, etc. Hungarian
families have lived in Graz and Vienna already for many centuries. Today, especially the
number of Hungarians in Vienna exceeds by far those in Burgenland, as a result of the recent
waves of immigration.

The situation of the Hungarian language community in Vienna was strongly influenced by
three big waves of emigrants and refugees from Hungary in 1945, 1948 and 1956. In 1992,
the Hungarians living in Vienna were recognized as part of the Hungarian minority, and since
then they have had their own representatives in the Hungarian Minority Advisory Council,
established as early as in 1977, in accordance with the pertinent legal provisions.

The Czech minority

Since the days when King Ottokar Premysl ruled the country, Czechs have settled in Vienna.
Towards the end of the 18" century, the waves of immigration were so dramatic that
proclamations also had to be published in Czech in the suburbs of Vienna. The immigration
wave reached its climax between 1880 and 1890, when more than 200,000 Czechs, in
particular workers and craftsmen, came to Vienna. The majority of the Czech associations still
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in existence today were founded between 1860 and 1890. The Czech heyday in Vienna was
certainly after the turn of the century. At that time, Vienna was also the second-largest Czech
city in the world, its Czech population being outnumbered only by that of Prague. Despite
strong political resistance, the first independent Czech schools were established during that
period. It was thanks to the great variety of Czech industries, crafts, associations, banks,
newspapers and the political parties, as well as to the extensive social activities pursued by
numerous associations that, in those days, Czech invariably became the language which was
used almost exclusively by the national minority in everyday life.

Two big waves of returnees after the two world wars reduced the number of Czechs in Vienna
by 50% each. Up to 1968, their numbers declined further. As a result of the situation in
Czechoslovakia in 1968 and 1969, many Czechs came to settle in Vienna. The Czech
language community increased again after the quelling of the "Prague Spring" of 1968/69
when 10,000 Czechoslovak citizens applied for political asylum in Austria.

Since 1945, the situation of the Czech population in Vienna has been characterized by a
strong dependence on the political situation in former Czechoslovakia, on the one hand, and,
on the other hand, by the fact that they have developed a certain independence, which was
also encouraged by the existence of the “Iron Curtain”. A major problem in the 1950s was
that the minority was divided, one group maintaining official contacts with former
Czechoslovakia and another, larger group refusing to maintain Communist contacts. It was
not until the 1990s that the two groups were re-united and agreed on the establishment of an
advisory council for the entire Czech minority at the Federal Chancellery. This step paved the
way for a certain correction of the image within the group, which especially encouraged the
involvement of younger members of the Czech minority and led to a number of innovations.

As a result of the political changes in Czechoslovakia in November 1989, closer contacts were
established again between the Czech population in Vienna and the Czech Republic.

The Slovak minority

The Slovak population in Austria is a small minority that has lived in this country for quite a
long time. From the 5th to the 9th centuries, the eastern regions of Lower Austria were part of
the first state entities of early Slovaks. Linguistic and ethnographic analyses indicate that
there has been a continuous Slovak settlement in these regions to this day. Approximately
25% of the Slovak minority lives in Lower Austria. The largest part of the Slovak minority
(about two thirds) lives in Vienna. Slovaks live in all districts of the town. The remaining
members of the minority are dispersed throughout Austria, most of them living in Upper
Austria and Styria.

Around 1900, the number of Slovaks in Austria reached its highest point (approx. 70,000),
with most of them living in Vienna and in the Marchfeld region. It rapidly declined thereafter
to 20,000 around 1914 on what is today Austrian territory. After 1918 a number of Slovaks
re-settled in newly founded Czechoslovakia. The 1923 census still indicated a population of
4,802 Slovaks in all of Austria. The census conducted in Austria in the year 2001 — which also
counted members of the national minorities separately according to the language used in
everyday life — 4,741 Slovaks lived in Vienna, of which 1,775 had Austrian nationality and
2,966 were foreigners. Altogether, 10,234 Slovaks lived in Austria, of which 3,343 were of
Austrian nationality and 6,891 foreigners.
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A national minority advisory council was set up for the Slovak minority on 21 July 1992,
when the ordinance on national minority advisory councils was amended (Federal Law
Gazette No. 38/1977 in the version of Federal law Gazette No. 148/1992).

The Roma minority

Five larger groups of Roma can be distinguished in Austria today. These are in the order of
their length of stay in the Central European, German-speaking area: Sinti, Burgenland Roma,
Lovara, Kalderash and Arlije. The table below outlines the history of their migration and the
geographical parameters of these five groups.

"Country of Emigration" means the last host country or country in which they stayed before
entering Austria. The table does not give any precise figures for this group of the population.
It should be mentioned, though, that the number of Roma that have come Austria in search of
work since the 60s — and who are mainly Austrian nationals today — is much higher by far
than the number of Sinti, Burgenland Roma and Lovara that have lived in Austria for a longer
period of time.

The different length of their stay on what is now Austrian territory has also led to different
socio-historical developments of the individual groups. While Roma migrant workers were
only slightly or hardly at all affected by the Nazi genocide, the Burgenland Roma, Sinti and
Lovara are still suffering from this experience. The generation of their grandparents, who
played a decisive role in shaping the cultural heritage and in passing it on to children and
grandchildren, has been almost extinguished, with most of them dying in concentration
camps; this has had, inter alia, the effect of destroying their social structure which is reflected,
for example, in their large families, and has dealt a heavy blow to these groups from which
they have not yet fully recovered to this very day. In fact, the liberation of the few survivors
did not put an end to their marginalization and discrimination.

The fact that the Austrian public takes a positive attitude towards Roma is, inter alia, due to
the fact that they have organized themselves following the "Commemoration Year of Austria's
Anschluss to the Third Reich" in 1988. In 1993, the Roma were officially recognized as a
national minority.

The Federal Chancellery promotes the publication of newspapers by the Austrian Roma
organizations, one of which is published in German (“Romano kipo™’) and three in two
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languages (“Romani Patrin”, “Romano Centro”, “d’Roma”). In Burgenland, courses in
Romany are being offered as part of the language courses at primary schools and, since the
last school year, also in lower-level secondary schools (on a trial basis). A textbook for
teaching Romany on the primary-school level was promoted. On various occasions, Roma-
specific theater projects, exhibitions, etc. are promoted, and the most commonly spoken
varieties of the Romany language are being codified (“Romany project”).

The legal requirements for a national minority advisory council for the Roma minority were
established in 1993, and the council was actually convened for the first time in 1995.

There is no statistical material that could provide information on the actual number of
autochthonous and non-autochthonous Roma living in Austria. One can, of course, refer to the
results of the censuses conducted in 1991 and 2001. At the census in 2001, 4,348 Austrian
citizens indicated that Romany was the language they use in everyday life, possibly in
combination with German. It was reported, in this connection, that the persons concerned
occasionally mixed up the “Romany” and the “Romanian” languages. At the 1991 census, 122
Austrian citizens indicated that Romany was the language they used in everyday life.
According to rough estimates and indications by the population itself, several ten-thousands
of Roma live in Austria (some sources speak of 50,000 Roma living alone in Vienna), of
which the overwhelming segment (perhaps 90%) should be assessed to be non-autochthonous.

The Numerical Strength of the Minorities

The figures obtained at the most recent census, conducted in the year 2001, are indicated
below in order to give a general overview of the numerical strength of the national minorities
living in Austria. One must, however, clearly bear in mind that these statistics can only
provide approximate values, as the Austrian census does not inquire about affiliation with a
national minority, but about the language actually used in everyday life. Multiple indications
are admissible. The number of persons using a specific language must, however, not be
equated to the number of persons belonging to a national minority. The national minorities
themselves refuse to participate in statistical investigations that ask for a commitment to a
national minority. The earlier possibility, contained in the National Census Act, i.e. to give a
confidential indication of one’s mother tongue, has now been abolished. It was used only once
to this date (in the year 1974).

According to § 1 (3) of the National Minorities Act "the declaration that one belongs to a
national minority is .... free" and no-one is obliged to "prove his/her affiliation to a national
minority." If one also takes into account the fact that according to the legal definition of the
term "national minority" (§ 1 (2) of the National Minorities Act), the relevant linguistic
element is the mother tongue, and that in the national census conducted every ten years under
the National Census Act, the relevant question is that of the language spoken in everyday life,
it is obvious that there is currently no legal possibility of obtaining precise figures regarding
the members of the national minorities. And since the term "everyday language" may give rise
to different interpretations, census results can be no more than an indication of the numerical
strength of a particular national minority. The entry into force of the law on register censuses
does not result in any change either. However, it is decisive that a secret census regarding the
mother tongue is no longer admissible, which the national minorities have always rejected.

Apart from regular census results, other indicators of the numerical strength of a national
minority are the frequent use of the respective language at school, the existence and scope of
local minority associations, the election results of groups (parties) or candidates addressing
minority issues (especially at the local level), the dissemination of mass media in the minority
language and certainly also the use of that language in church life. It is quite obvious that
almost all of these indicators depend on a variety of factors that are not necessarily confined
to national minorities and are thus, taken by themselves, not a reliable source either.

Registrations for bilingual schools need to be analyzed before using these figures as an
indication for the size of a national minority. It happens time and again that monolingual
children attend bilingual classes, whereas children of minority families for various reasons are
not enrolled to attend such courses or do not register for them at all. In Burgenland, though,
where teaching classes bilingually has been generally introduced in bilingual communities,
the language spoken by pupils in everyday life is indicated in school statistics. It is, however,
inadmissible, at any rate, to assign persons to an ethnic group.

[1.1.2. The Legal Situation

It is quite clear that being Austrian nationals, persons belonging to national minorities in
Austria enjoy the same rights, especially the same political and fundamental rights, as all
other nationals. As will be explained in greater detail when discussing the individual articles,
Austria already fulfils many of its obligations arising from the present Convention by giving
the members of national minorities the opportunity to make use of these rights in the same
way as other nationals.

Moreover, the Austrian legal system contains a number of specific national minority
regulations. These regulations are listed below and will be discussed under the respective
articles in greater detail.

Congtitutional provisions

The following national minority provisions are of constitutional standing:

Article 8 (1) and (2) of the Federal Constitution Act:
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(1) The German language shall be the official language of the Republic, irrespective of
any rights granted to the linguistic minorities by way of federal law.

(2) The Republic (federal, regional and municipal authorities) is committed to its grown
linguistic and cultural diversity which finds expression in the autochthonous national
minorities. The language and culture, existence and maintenance of these national
minorities shall be respected, secured and promoted.

Articles 66 to 68 of the State Treaty of Saint-German-en-Laye of 10 September 1919, State
Law Gazette No. 303/1920. These provisions have constitutional standing in accordance with
Article 149 (1) of the Federal Constitution Act.

In addition to a ban on discrimination, Article 66 of the cited law contains a provision on the
free use of language: “No restrictions shall be imposed on Austrian nationals regarding the
free use of any language in private or business transactions, in matters of religion, the press or
of any kind of publications or public gatherings.”

Article 67 of the cited law guarantees the right of the national minorities “to establish
charitable, religious or social institutions, schools and other educational facilities, as well as to
operate and monitor them, with the right to use their own language and their religion freely
and at their discretion in these institutions and facilities.”

Article 68 of the cited law provides, inter alia, that the national minorities shall also share in
the financial means of the state, “for example for educational, religious or charitable
purposes.”

Article 7 of the State Treaty for the Re-establishment of an Independent and Democratic
Austria (State Treaty of Vienna), Federal Law Gazette No. 152/1955; Article 7 items 2 to 4,
has constitutional standing in accordance with Article II item 3 of the amendment of the
Federal Constitution Act, Federal Law Gazette No. 59/1964.

Article 7 of the cited law reads as follows:

“Article 7. Rights of the Slovene and Croat minorities

1. Austrian nationals of the Slovene and Croat minorities in Carinthia, Burgenland and
Styria shall enjoy the same rights on the basis of the same conditions as they apply to
all other Austrian nationals, including the right to have their own organizations,
gatherings and a press in their own languages.

2. They shall have the right to receive elementary instruction in Slovene and Croat and to
have a proportionate number of their own secondary-level schools. In this connection,
the curricula of schools shall be reviewed, and a department shall be set up with the
school inspection authority for the Slovene and Croat schools.

3. In the administrative and court districts of Carinthia, Burgenland and Styria with a
Slovene, Croat or mixed population, the Slovene or the Croat languages are admitted
as official languages, in addition to the German language. In those districts, the signs
and indications of a topographical nature shall be produced both in the Slovene or
Croat languages, as well as in German.

4. Austrian nationals of the Slovene and Croat minorities in Carinthia, Burgenland and
Styria shall participate in the cultural, administrative and court institutions of these
regions on the basis of the same conditions as they apply to other Austrian nationals.

5. The activities of organizations aiming at depriving the Croat or Slovene population of
their characteristics and rights as minorities shall be prohibited.”
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Article I of the Minority School Act for Carinthia, Federal law Gazette No. 101/1959 in the
version of Federal law Gazette I No. 76/2001

§ 1 of the Minority School Act for Burgenland, Federal Law Gazette No. 641/1994 in the
version of Federal law Gazette I No. 136/1998

It should be noted, in particular, that the European Convention on Human Rights and
Fundamental Freedoms (ECHR) has constitutional standing in Austria. Any alleged violation
of one of the rights, granted by the Convention, can therefore be challenged directly before
the Constitutional Court. Article 14 of the ECHR is of particular importance in this
connection, as it ensures that the enjoyment of rights guaranteed by the ECHR shall be
secured without any discrimination, especially with regard to language.

In its case law (file number V{Slg. 2459/1952 and others) the Constitutional Court holds the
view that Article 19 of the Basic State Law on the General Rights of Citizens for the
Kingdoms and Countries Represented in the Imperial Council (Imperial Law Gazette
1867/142) has been replaced by Articles 66 to 68 of the State Treaty of St. Germain, in
conjunction with Article 8 of the Federal Constitution Act.

Article 19 of the Basic State Law read: “(1) All ethnic entities of the State shall have equal
rights, and every ethnic entity has the inviolable right to maintain and preserve its nationality
and language. (2) The equal right of all languages customarily used in a country in schools,
before authorities and in public life shall be recognized by the State.”

The concept of “ethnic entities” related to the peoples of the Austro-Hungarian Monarchy.
Since 1920, in the Republic, there are no longer ethnic entities, but minorities. There is
therefore no scope for applying Article 19 of the Basic State Law.

Simple-Law Provisions and Ordinances
The following legal instruments were adopted as laws by simple majority or as ordinances:

National Minorities Act, Federal Law Gazette No. 396/1976 in the version of Federal Law
Gazette I No. 35/2002:

According to § 1 (2) of the National Minorities Act, national minorities are defined as “as the
groups of Austrian citizens with another language than German as a mother tongue and their
own folklore tradition who live on and are natives of parts of the federal territory”. Today, the
Slovene minority in Carinthia and Styria, the Croat minority in Burgenland, the Hungarian
minority in Burgenland and in Vienna, the Czech minority in Vienna, the Slovak minority in
Vienna, as well as the Roma minority in Burgenland are regarded as national minorities as
defined by the National Minorities Act.

The federal law of 7 July 1976 on the legal status of national minorities in Austria (National
Minorities Act) has, first of all, the function of a law that implements Article 7 of the State
Treaty of Vienna (except for the legislative provisions on schools, which are incorporated in
the minority school laws for Burgenland and Carinthia), and, secondly, it created the legal
basis for setting up the national minority advisory councils and the financial promotion of the
national minorities; thirdly, the law is not restricted in its scope of application to the Croat and
the Slovene minorities, but on account of its definition of the term “national minority” it
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subsequently made it possible to apply the law to the Hungarian minority, the Czech minority,
the Slovak minority and the Roma minority.

Minority School Act for Carinthia, Federal Law Gazette No. 101/1959 in the version of
Federal Law Gazette I No. 76/2001.

Minority School Act for Burgenland, Federal law Gazette No. 641/1994 in the version of
Federal Law Gazette I No. 136/1998.

A national minority advisory council has been set up at the Federal Chancellery for each of
the six autochthonous national minorities. The task of the advisory councils is to advise the
Federal Government and the Federal Ministers in matters relating to the national minorities.
They must maintain and represent the cultural, social and economic overall interests of their
national minority and, in particular, they shall be heard prior to the adoption of legal
provisions and general plans in the field of promotion. They can submit proposals for the
improvement of the situation of the national minorities and their members. In particular, the
national minority advisory councils also make recommendations on the distribution of the
funds from the budget for the promotion of the national minorities (see Chapter II of the
National Minorities Act).

In keeping with the provisions of the National Minorities Act, in conjunction with the
implementing ordinances, indications and signs of a topographical nature, which are affixed
by public authorities, shall be produced in two languages, and there is the right to use the
language of the national minority as an official language before certain authorities.
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CaseLaw

The following decisions by the highest courts in the country give an overview of the present
case law:

Decision of the Constitutional Court of 9 March, file number G 2-4/00-7:

In this decision, the Constitutional Court stated that “elementary instruction”, as mentioned in
Article 7 item 2 of the State Treaty of Vienna, which has constitutional standing, is meant to
refer to the first four grades of schools. Classes must therefore be taught in two languages in
the schools of relevance in this connection. The Constitutional Court explained in its decision
that elementary instruction in the Slovene language is no longer ensured if Slovene is taught
only as a compulsory subject — like a foreign language — whereas the remaining classes in the
other subjects are taught in German.

Decision of the Constitutional Court of 4 October 2000, file number V 91/99-11:

In this decision, the Constitutional Court stated in connection with the use of the Slovene
language as an official language that an administrative district, as defined by Article 7 item 3
of the State Treaty of Vienna, which has constitutional standing, is also meant to refer to a
municipality. An administrative district with a “mixed population”, as defined in Article 7
item 3 of the State Treaty of Vienna, certainly relates to a municipality coming under the
purview of this provision if the share of the Slovene-speaking population in the total
population amounts to 10.4% - as is the case with the municipality of Eberndorf, which gave
rise to the present court case.

Decision of the Constitutional Court of 13 December 2001, file numbers G 213/01-18., V 62,
63/01-08:

(With regard to topographical indications and signs), municipalities are also considered as
“administrative districts with a mixed population”, as defined in Article 7 item 3 of the State
Treaty of Vienna. In the reasons which the Constitutional Court gave for its decision, the
court stated that a municipality (as is the case with the municipality of St. Kanzian am
Klopeiner See which gave rise to the present court case) is an “administrative district with a
mixed population” whenever —seen over a longer period of time — the percentage of the
minority population has been more than 10%.

Decision of the Constitutional Court of 27 June 2002, file number B 1230/01:

In this decision, the Constitutional Court dealt with the question whether an autonomous
bilingual primary school can be transformed into an autonomous school branch of a merely
German-speaking primary school. The Constitutional Court stated that there is compliance
with Article 7 item 2 of the State Treaty of Vienna if a/any bilingual primary school exists in
a bilingual municipality for the pupils belonging to that school district. The organizational
structure according to school law does not matter in this connection.
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I1.2. Astothe Individual Provisions of the Framework Convention

Articlel

The protection of national minorities and of the rights and freedoms of persons
belonging to those minorities forms an integral part of the international protection
of human rights, and as such falls within the scope of international cooperation.

International Cooper ation in the Protection of Minorities

According to the government program of 2003, the Federal Government is committed to the
traditional Austrian peace and security policy in the sense of avoiding conflicts and solving
conflicts. “In this context, special importance attaches to the respect for the human rights and
rights of minorities.” The Austrian Federal Government takes active steps in connection with
this policy in the framework of the international organizations to which Austria belongs
(especially the Council of Europe, the EU, the UN and the OSCE). For example, Austria’s
presidency in the “Human Security Network™ during the year 2003 was particularly geared to
international education in the field of human rights.

Austria has always been among the countries that participated with commitment in the
drafting of international documents for the protection of minorities.

Austria signed the Framework Convention for the Protection of National Minorities of the
Council of Europe in early February 1995. On 30 September 1997 the Federal Government
submitted the Framework Convention, together with the Interpretative Declaration, which
confines the scope of the Convention to national minorities to the National Council
(Nationalrat) for approval according to Article 50 (1) of the Federal Constitution Act. On 31
March 1998 Austria ratified the approval of the Framework Convention. It entered into force
in terms of international law on 1 July 1998.

On the occasion of depositing the ratification document regarding the Framework
Convention, Austria made the following statement:

“The Republic of Austria states that it defines the concept of “national
minorities”, as contained in the Framework Convention for the
Protection of National Minorities, as pertaining to the groups of
citizens with another language than German as a mother tongue and
their own folklore tradition who live on and are natives of parts of the
federal territory covered by the scope of application of the National
Minorities Act, Federal Law Gazette 396/1976.”

Article 1 (2) of the National Minorities Act and Article 7 of the State Treaty of Vienna
already indicate that the national minorities mentioned there have an autochthonous
settlement area. Members of national minorities who live outside their autochthonous
settlement area will, of course, not be able to enjoy those rights that are, of needs, connected
to a special territory or to a specific density of the population. However, they will preserve
their status as members of a national minority. Decisive criteria for recognition as a national
minority are thus the fact that this is a group of nationals with another language than German
as a mother tongue and its own folklore tradition which has been living in an autochthonous
settlement area in Austria over a longer period of time.

Article2

The provisions of this Framework Convention shall be applied in good faith, in a
spirit of understanding and tolerance and in conformity with the principles of good
neighborliness, friendly relations and co-operation between States.

International agreements

Austria also supports this aim of the Council of Europe, which transpires from Article 2,
through a wide range of bilateral agreements it has entered into, for example, in the cultural,
scientific and other fields. Austria maintains very good bilateral relations with its neighbor
countries. Of the large number of cultural agreements concluded by Austria, the European
Cultural Agreement, Federal Law Gazette No. 80/1958, in particular, deserves to be
mentioned.

The fact that the Federal Government feels strongly committed to these aims is also reflected
in a number of multilateral agreements. Austria has ratified the following international
agreements, in particular:

— the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights of 9 December 1966;
— the International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights of 19 December 1966;
— the International Convention on the Elimination of all Forms of Racial Discrimination of
7 March 1966;
— the Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms and the
Additional Protocols thereto;
— the Charter of the Council of Europe.

Last but not least, reference must also be made to the large number of OSCE documents,
which Austria fully supports.

Article3

1 Every person belonging to a national minority shall have theright freely to choose
to be treated or not to be treated as such, and no disadvantage shall result from this
choice or from the exercise of the rights which are connected to that choice.

2. Persons belonging to national minorities may exercise the rights and enjoy the
freedoms flowing from the principles enshrined in the present Framework
Convention individually aswell asin community with others.

Ad paragraph 1: Freedom to declare on€e s affiliation with a national minority

Under § 1 (3) of the National Minorities Act, everyone is free to declare his or her affiliation
with a national minority. No person belonging to a national minority shall be put at a
disadvantage as a result of exercising or not exercising the rights to which he/she is entitled as
a member of such a national minority. No one is under an obligation to show his or her
affiliation to a national minority.
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Ad paragraph 2: Individual rights and collectiverights

Paragraph 2 must be looked at in conjunction with the regulations enshrined in the Austrian
Basic State Law (equality before the law, freedom to form associations and right of assembly,
freedom of conscience and creed, freedom of expression, ...). As has already been outlined
before, Article 14 of the European Convention on Human Rights is of particular relevance
regarding the protection of national minorities.

There is a comprehensive system of protection regarding the rights of individuals in Austria.
Members of national minorities can assert the rights granted to them under Austrian law
through the legal channels set out in the Constitution. If they consider their rights to have been
violated by an administrative act, they can file a complaint with a court of public law (the
Administrative Court or the Constitutional Court).

There are only few collective rights under the Austrian law on national minorities, including
the right of the national minority advisory councils (Volksgruppenbeirate) to deal with the
pertinent issues, and the right of representative minority organizations to make proposals for
the appointment of the members of these councils, including the possibility of certain
representative organizations to challenge the composition of the respective advisory council
by filing a complaint with the Administrative Court (§ 4 (1) of the National Minorities Act;
see also the comments under Article 15).

Some minority organizations call for a strengthening of collective rights (primarily the right
of associations to take legal action). Others reject this proposal and favor efficient individual
rights of protection.

Article4

1 The Parties undertake to guarantee to persons belonging to national minorities the
right of equality before the law and of equal protection of the law. In this respect,
any discrimination based on belonging to a national minority shall be prohibited.

2. The Parties undertake to adopt, where necessary, adequate measuresin order to
promote, in all areas of economic, social, political and cultural life, full and
effective equality between persons belonging to a national minority and those
belonging to the majority. I n thisrespect, they shall take due account of the
specific conditions of the persons belonging to national minorities.

3. The measures adopted in accordance with paragraph 2 shall not be considered to
be an act of discrimination.

The government program of 28 February 2003 states the following: “The Federal Government
will make every effort so as to strengthen and modernize democratic institutions and
procedures in Austria. This commitment, of course, includes especially the expansion of the
rights of the minorities.”

In concrete terms, the Federal Government also took account of the national minorities in its
current government program. Efforts were made to achieve a solution of the so-called
“municipal signs issue” in Carinthia in the framework of a consensus conference. As was
mentioned already in Part I of the present report, it has not been possible to date, in spite of all
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efforts on the part of all parties concerned, to bring about the targeted solution. However, it is
to be hoped that it will soon be possible to overcome the differences in opinion that surfaced.

Ad paragraph 1: Ban on discrimination —legal basis

General principle of equality (Article 7 (1) of the Federal Constitution Act):

This requirement has been fulfilled in Austria by the general principle of equality (Article 7
(1) of the Federal Constitution Act), which is one of the pillars of the Austrian constitutional
system. According to this principle, all nationals of the federal republic are equal before the
law. This principle of equality is equally binding upon all state organs, viz. organs at the
federal, regional and local levels.

State Treaty of St. Germain-en-Laye: In addition, Article 66 (1) of the Treaty of St.
Germain-en-Laye, which has constitutional standing, stipulates that all Austrian nationals
shall be equal before the law and shall enjoy the same civil and political rights without
distinction as to race, language or religion. Under Article 67 of the cited law, Austrian
nationals who belong to racial, religious or linguistic minorities shall enjoy the same
treatment and security in law and in fact as other Austrian nationals.

State Treaty for the Re-establishment of an Independent and Democratic Austria:
Moreover, Article 7 item 1 of the State Treaty for the Re-establishment of an Independent and
Democratic Austria (State Treaty of Vienna) provides that Austrian nationals of the Slovene
and Croat minorities shall enjoy the same rights on the basis of the same terms as all other
Austrian nationals.

ECHR: Last but not least, reference must also be made to Article 14 of the European
Convention on Human Rights, which - like the entire ECHR as such - is part of the Austrian
Federal Constitution.

Transposition of the anti-discrimination directives: The anti-discrimination directives and
the amended EU equal-treatment directive were transposed in Austria mainly by the Equal
Treatment Act, Federal Law Gazette I No. 66/2004 and the Federal Law on the Equal
Treatment Commission and the Equal-Treatment Ombudsman, Federal Law Gazette No.
108/1979, as last amended by Federal Law Gazette I No. 66/2004. As part of the package of
accompanying measures, the competencies of the equal-treatment ombudsman were enlarged
to create an independent “ombudsman service”.

With 1 July 2004 as the effective date, new provisions were enacted in Austria regarding
legislation on equal treatment. The new legislation on equal treatment serves mainly to
transpose the two anti-discrimination directives, adopted by the EU, namely

e Council Directive 2000/43/EC on implementing the principle of equal treatment
between persons, irrespective of racial or ethnic origin (Anti-Racism Directive),

e Council Directive 2000/78/EC establishing a general framework for equal treatment in
employment and occupation (equal-treatment framework directive), which prohibits
any discrimination on the basis of religion or ideology, a handicap, age or sexual
orientation,

e Directive 2002/73 of the European Parliament and Council (amended Equal-Treatment
Directive).
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In addition to the fields of occupation and employment, the Anti-Racism Directive also covers
the areas of social protection, social benefits, education, as well as access to and provision
with goods and services; the Equal-Treatment Framework Directive and the amended Equal-
Treatment Directive only cover the areas of employment and occupation. All directives apply
both to the private and public sector.

In the course of transposing these directives, the earlier equal-treatment law was renamed and
called Federal Law on the Equal-Treatment Commission and the Equal-Treatment
Ombudsman Service. It was also amended to the extent that it now governs institutions
(Equal-Treatment Commission and Equal-Treatment Ombudsman Service), as well as
procedure. The new equal-treatment law has taken over the substantive provisions of the
earlier equal-treatment law and was expanded by those provisions that resulted from the need
to transpose the directives. Aspects regarding handicaps, as well as matters falling under the
legislative competencies of the federal provinces are not included in the law. The service
regulations of federal civil servants are treated separately, as will be explained later.

The law contains the following main provisions: Nobody must be exposed to any direct or
indirect discrimination on grounds of gender, affiliation with an ethnic group, religion or
ideology, age or sexual orientation, in connection with an employment relationship, especially
when commencing an employment relationship, when determining the remuneration, when
granting voluntary social benefits that do not constitute a remuneration, in connection with
initial and continuing training and re-training measures, in connection with an occupational
advancement or other working conditions, upon termination of an employment relationship,
as well in all other aspects of the working environment, such as access to vocational guidance,
occupational training, occupational continuing training and re-training outside of an
employment relationship, when participating in an organization representing staff members,
or in connection with conditions applying to access to self-employed gainful activities. In
addition, nobody — for reasons of belonging to an ethnic group — shall be exposed to direct or
indirect discrimination in all other areas, namely social protection, including social security,
access to and supply with goods and services that are generally available to the public,
including housing facilities.

Furthermore, new stipulations were adopted in connection with the payment of damages in
case of violations of the demand for equal treatment: The demand for equal treatment imposes
the following sanctions on all facts constituting an act of discrimination, which also includes
discrimination for reasons of belonging to an ethnic group:

e compensation of the pecuniary damage, i.e. positive damage and lost earnings, or
e creation of non-discriminatory conditions and — in both cases — in addition
e compensation for the intangible damage caused by the personal impairment suffered.

In addition to the ban on sexual harassment, already included in the earlier equal-treatment
law, a gender-related molestation, as well as a harassment based on one of the facts
constituting an act of discrimination is now also regarded as discrimination. Moreover, the
demand for non-discriminatory criteria in job offers, including sanctions, has now also been
introduced into the new facts constituting an act of discrimination. A ban on any
disadvantageous treatment has been introduced as a measure to strengthen the protection
against discrimination. It does not only cover the complainant (staff member) but also other
employees such as witnesses or colleagues who support the complaint.
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The scope of tasks of the existing Equal-Treatment Commission that was previously
responsible for the equal treatment of the sexes was expanded to include the aforementioned
facts constituting an act of discrimination. It now consists of three senates. The scope of
activities of the Equal-Treatment Ombudsman Service, which is responsible for providing
advice and support to persons feeling exposed to acts of discrimination, was expanded in
analogy.

The federal law on equal treatment must also be observed in connection with employees of
the federal authorities. With regard to employees of the federal provinces, the municipalities
and the associations of municipalities, separate laws have been adopted by the individual
federal provinces which transpose the anti-discrimination directive.

Ad paragraphs 2 and 3: Supporting measures and the principle of equality

The general principle of equality enshrined in paragraph 1 does not prevent the legislator from
giving preference to members of a national minority over members of the majority
population. According to the case law of the Constitutional Court, the principle of quality
requires the legislator to apply the same legal consequences to the same facts, and different
legal consequences to different facts (objectivity rule). Especially in connection with the
protection of minorities, the Constitutional Court has held (file number V{Slg. 9224/1981)
that the various provisions of constitutional standing relating to national minorities in their
entirety imply an evaluation by the constitutional legislator in favor of protecting the
minorities. It is up to the (simple) legislator to take into account this evaluation when adopting
rules and regulations. Putting members of national minorities on an equal footing with
members of other social groups, by relying more or less on a specific pattern, will not always
satisfy the requirements of such a constitutional evaluation. Depending on the issue to be
determined, the protection of members of a minority vis-a-vis members of other social groups
may — from an objective point of view — justify or even require a more favorable treatment of
that minority in certain cases.

Article 8 (2) of the Federal Constitution Act:

This is also the aim of the above-mentioned basic policy clause in the constitution, enshrined
in Article 8 (2) of the Federal Constitution Act. It contains a mandate for the state organs,
requiring them to act in accordance with this provision.

The Constitutional Court also considers such basic policy clauses in the constitution to be a
useful tool for any legal interpretation, as they give regulations serving that aim an objective
justification.

Article 8 (2) of the Federal Constitution Act reads as follows:

"The Republic (federal, regional and local authorities) is committed to its linguistic
and cultural diversity, which has evolved in the course of time and finds its
expression in the autochthonous ethnic groups. The language and culture, the
continued existence and protection of these ethnic groups are to be respected,
safeguarded and promoted."

A number of studies on this subject indicate that segments of the population, who grow up

bilingually, often reach a higher educational level. This is also true of persons belonging to
the national minorities in Austria. At present, the Roma are still the only exception to this
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finding. Special promotional programs (in-school and extra-curricular attention to children
and juveniles), with direct or indirect public funding, serve to eliminate the still existing
deficits.

Those national minorities, whose autochthonous settlement areas are situated in economically
disadvantaged regions, are affected by this disadvantage in the same way as the majority
population in those regions. The national minorities are, however, particularly affected by
such a situation if the exodus of the younger members of the national minorities to the large
industrial conurbations leads to a disproportionate over-ageing of the national minorities in
the autochthonous settlement areas. All national minorities, except those living in Vienna,
face this problem.

According to Item 5.5 of the Code of Ethics of the Austrian press media, any discrimination
for racial, religious, national, sexual and other reasons is inadmissible. This Code of Ethics is
a set of principles when working in the publishing business that the Austrian media have
imposed upon themselves.

Article5

1 The Parties undertake to promote the conditions necessary for persons belonging
to national minorities to maintain and develop their culture, and to preserve the
essential elements of their identity, namely their religion, language, traditions and
cultural heritage.

2. Without prejudice to measures taken in pursuance of their general integration
policy, the Parties shall refrain from policies or practices aimed at assimilation of
persons belonging to national minorities against their will and shall protect these
persons from any action aimed at such assimilation.

Ad paragraph 1. Promotion of national minorities

By providing financial assistance, both the federal and regional authorities make a
considerable contribution towards helping the members of the national minorities to maintain
and further develop their culture.

In connection with Austria’s national minorities, a person's religious belief plays only a minor
role in determining his or her identity. Nevertheless, efforts in the past and at present by
religious institutions, aiming at maintaining the language skills of the members of national
minorities, play a major role.

Development of the funding by the Federal Chancellery for the promotion of the
national minorities:

State funding, in particular, helps to maintain the cultural heritage and to further develop the
culture. Since the entry into force of the National Minorities Act, the financial assistance
provided by the Federal Chancellery for the promotion of the national minorities has
developed as follows:

The considerable increase in the year 1989 is due to the fact that the Slovene Minority
Advisory Council was set up in that year.

The increase in promotional funding in the early nineties is due to the expansion of the
National Minority Advisory Council for the Hungarian minority by including the Hungarian
population of Vienna (constituting session in February 1993), the setting up of the National
Minority Advisory Council for the Slovak minority (constitution session in May 1993), and
the setting up of a National Minority Advisory Council for the Czech minority (constituting
session in May 1994).

The originally budgeted amount of ATS 42.72, as contained in the government bill, was
increased by ATS 10 million to ATS 52.72, on account of the fact that the Roma minority, in
particular, needed financial assistance in order to catch up.

Every year, the full amount of the annual promotional funding is spent.

It should be mentioned that, in contrast to most other items for promotional funding in the
budget, it has been possible to maintain the promotion for national minorities essentially on
the same level since 1995, without any budget cuts. It was in the years 1998 to 2000 that the
sum was increased, as the radio programs for the national minorities were promoted. This
financial assistance was subsequently replaced by the possibilities offered by the amended
Austrian Public Broadcasting Act (Federal Law Gazette I No. 83/2001), on account of the
newly established program mandate in favor of the national minorities.

The organizations of the national minorities receive considerable financial support from the
budget available for promotional funding in order to maintain the language and culture of the
respective national minority. The general trend with national minorities is that of a difficult
restructuring phase, in account of the fact that the population is decreasingly ready to join
associations as active or passive members and that the national minorities are becoming
increasingly over-aged. Without the availability of promotional funding for the national
minorities, efforts would be much more difficult to achieve, namely to attach also the younger
segment among the members of the national minorities on a lasting basis to the national
minorities and thus to implement the objectives of the National Minorities Act, which are to
maintain and preserve the national minorities. The organizations of the national minorities
must set priorities and must offer an attractive cultural and language program. They are able
to accomplish this goal only by utilizing to the promotional funding for the national
minorities.

Beyond the cultural aspect, the promotional funding for the national minorities is also
deployed in a constructive manner, as it contributes towards raising the level of knowledge
about the languages of the national minorities. As almost all the languages of the national
minorities are official languages of the European Union, members of the national minorities
with a good level of education in their mother tongue are also a major potential for Austria as
an economic and cultural location.

Criteriafor thedistribution of promotional funding

Many factors need to be taken into account in order to distribute justly the total amount of
money among the six national minorities.

Increases in the budget for promotional funding due to the fact that new national minority
advisory councils were set up led, as a rule, to an increase in the funding for the new national
minorities, for which national minority advisory councils had been set up for some time
already.

The National Minorities Act defines the objective of promotion as “to maintain and secure the
existence of the national minorities, their folklore, as well as their characteristics and rights.”
The National Minorities Act does not provide for promotional funding to individual persons
but to organizations of the national minorities which prepare specific activities for their
national respective national minority. In consequence, this means that the amounts of funding
in their relation to the different national minorities is not determined by a head count (to be
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determined in whatever form), but that the actual need for promotional funding of the specific
activities for the respective national minorities, offered by the organizations of the national
minorities, and the demand for these activities, are the decisive criteria.

One reason why a distribution of the promotional funding according to quotas is difficult to
achieve is the fact that it is difficult to establish the number of members of the national
minorities, as the national census only inquired about the language used everyday, and as
future national censuses according to the Register Calculation Act will no longer
automatically inquire about the everyday language.

It should also be mentioned that not all national minorities have the same interest in
participating in the activities available to their respective national minority, as well as that the
need of the national minorities for specific activities is determined by different political and
social framework conditions (think, for example, of the social and educational problems of the
Roma population). Furthermore, the national minorities have different possibilities to obtain
funding from other sources.

It should ultimately be mentioned that in line with self-determination, every member of a
national minority is free to become integrated into an organization of his/her national minority
and to inquire about its activities, or to refrain from any active attachment to or participation
in the organizations of the national minorities.

Just like all other promotional funding schemes, the promotion of the national minorities
serves the general goal of facilitating the implementation of projects for which the financial
means of the interested population segment would not be sufficient and which it would thus
be impossible to implement without public funding. This applies, by way of example, to
research activities regarding the national minorities such as, inter alia, research into historical
sources, applied scientific studies on the learning of a second language, the codification and
teaching methods for the varieties of the Roma language spoken in Austria.

It is worth mentioning that the needs of the profiles of the six national minorities are
surprisingly different. The Roma minority, for example, has other priorities to set, on account
of the more difficult social and educational situation than national minorities that must mainly
fight over-ageing and assimilation and search for attractive ways in which to create a
sustainable interest among the younger segment of the national minority for the language and
culture of the national minority.

On the occasion of the discussions between the Federal Chancellor and the chairpersons and
the deputy chairpersons of the national minority advisory councils in the year 2000, the
Federal Chancellor pointed out expressly that — for reasons of budget consolidation — it would
not be possible to increase the promotional funding for the national minorities. He therefore
asked the chairpersons and deputy chairpersons of the national minority advisory councils to
increasingly establish priorities and to submit recommendations for promotional funding to
the Federal Chancellery in a weighted structure according to facts and not according to the
“watering can” principle (a little money for every project). The Federal Chancellery would
consider a different approach to distributing the budget for promotional funding among the
national minorities if a fact-based justification were submitted which, in particular, could be a
joint proposal by the national minority advisory councils.

Statutory basisfor providing the national minorities with promotional hunding

Chapter III of the Federal Law of 7 July 1976 on the Legal Status of the National Minorities
in Austria, Federal Law Gazette 1976/396 (National Minorities Act), is the statutory basis for
providing the national minorities with promotional funding. § 1 (2) of the National Minorities
Act defines “national minorities in the meaning of the present federal law as the groups of
Austrian citizens with another language than German as a mother tongue and their own
folklore tradition who live on and are natives of parts of the federal territory”.

§ 8 of the National Minorities Act stipulates: “The Federal authorities shall promote —
irrespective of general promotional measures — the measures and projects that serve to
maintain and secure the existence of the national minorities, their folklore and traditions, as
well as their characteristics and rights.”

According to § 9 (2) of the National Minorities Act “associations, foundations and funds that
serve to maintain and secure a national minority, its specific folklore and tradition, as well as
its characteristics and rights (organizations of the national minorities)”, as well as “churches
and religious denominations, together with their institutions” (paragraph 3) are eligible for
receiving money from the budget available to promote the national minorities.

According to § 9 (5) of the National Minorities Act, territorial corporations may only receive
financial funding under the National Minorities Act for such measures as are necessary to
implement provisions on topographical signs and the official languages and that exceed the
economic capacities of the respective territorial corporation.

Process of awarding promotional funding

At the beginning of every year, the Federal Chancellery sends out application form to the
organizations of the national minorities and/or, in analogy, the churches — to the extent that
they are known to the Chancellery as potential applicants for promotional funding. In
addition, the Federal Chancellery publishes the application forms on its homepage, indicating
the deadline for applications. The purpose of the deadlines for applications is to allow the
Federal Chancellery and the members of the respective national minority advisory councils to
deal with the substance of the applications before the meetings of the national minority
advisory councils in which they are called upon to issue their recommendations. Whenever
organizations of national minorities are not yet known to the Federal Chancellery, or were
newly founded, evidence of the bylaws of the association is required.

According to § 10 (2) of the National Minorities Act the “responsible national minority
advisory council shall issue a recommendation by 15 March of every year .... on the use of
the promotional funds” (the so-called “recommendation for promotional funding”) in
connection with the individual applications for promotional funding. Irrespective of the
foregoing, the Federal Chancellery is responsible for checking the applications with regard to
the legal admissibility of applicants to receive grants and for preparing the agreements on the
grants.

The grants for the promotion of the national minorities are dispersed with the federal
authorities acting as private-economic administrator for the money. According to § 11 of the
National Minorities Act, the recipients of promotional funding must be required by contract to
report on the use of the money (a reporting form, which is part of the agreement, is used for
this purpose) and to provide proof of the payments (the so-called “payment settlement’). The
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reports of the recipients of grants must be brought to the attention of the respective national
minority advisory council.

In addition to the “grants on the basis of the National Minorities Act”, for which
recommendations of the national minority advisory councils must be obtained, “other grants”
of a minor volume are also available, for example, for preparing teaching methods and
codifying the varieties of the Roma languages spoken in Austria, or grants as support for the
printing costs of publications by a specific national minority, or support for scientific research
projects relating to a specific national minority, as well as projects covering several national
minorities, or support for projects regarding a specific national minority, for which no
application was filed by the organizations of the national minorities. In addition, in past years
budget funds assigned to specific expenses were covered from the amount budgeted for “other
grants” in order to avoid that these measures affected the organizations of the national
minorities. In recent years, though, the promotional funding for the national minorities was
excluded from assigning budget funds to specific expenses — as a token of the special
appreciation for he work done by the organizations of the national minorities — and the
amounts saved were debited to other budget items.

Guidelinesfor special promotional grants

Both the National Minority Advisory Council for the Hungarian Minority and the Court of
Audit suggested the publication of guidelines for special promotional grants. At first, the
Federal Chancellery tried to take account of this request by drawing up agreements —
according to a uniform standard — for the promotional grants, which were as detailed as
possible and increased the legal certainty for the recipients of the grants. In addition, the
Federal Chancellery has made major efforts to test, together with the advisory councils for the
national minorities, pre-versions of texts for guidelines in connection with special
promotional grants for their practical use, which are in the form of an information sheet
enclosed with the application form for promotional grants for national minorities, as well as to
optimize them.

However, already when presenting the government bill for a law on the national minorities,
file number RV 217 BIgNR 14. GP, page 12, the difficulties encountered in this connection
were highlighted (“When describing the projects to be promoted, it was practically impossible
to give a list. The measures range from supporting the publication of books and journals in the
language of a national minority to a variety of cultural events and contacts. The common
feature, though, of all of these projects, which are to be supported in the framework of
promoting the national minorities, is that they are suited to contribute towards maintaining
and securing the national minority and its special characteristics and rights.”)

On the basis of the experience made by the Federal Chancellery when giving explanations and
assistance in preparing the application forms, which were sent along together with the
application forms for the years 2005 and 2006, a more highly developed draft for guidelines
for special promotional measures will be drafted, in cooperation with the national minority
advisory councils, in order to obtain the approval of the Court of Audit.
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Structure of the minority associationsin Austria
The Burgenland Croats:

Due to their settlement structure, the Burgenland Croats do not have a cultural or economic
center. It was thus at a very early stage that local activities in the cultural field constituted a
pillar for developing their identity. Local associations (music bands, theater groups, choirs,
and local cultural associations) therefore play a particularly important role. For the past 60
years, the Burgenland Croats have had a number of associations and organizations operating
on the national level. In Vienna, too, cultural associations have been active during the past
few decades.

Furthermore, the Eisenstadt diocese, the Croatian Section of the Pastoral Services, received
considerable promotional funding for the national minority in connection with the publication
of “Glasnik” the church magazine of the Burgenland Croats.

The work of these associations for the national minorities cover the following areas:
maintaining and strengthening the local cultural activities (music, theater, literature), scientific
assistance and evaluation of bilingual instruction, preparation of new text books and
educational materials for schools and nursery schools, special training programs for bilingual
pedagogues, school projects and participation in school partnerships, developing new,
contemporary forms of cultural work (youth culture, contemporary literature, the new media,
etc.), establishing documentation and information centers on the history of the respective
minority (promoting scientific work, etc.), ensuring and extending the provision of
information by the media in the respective minority language, promoting a further linguistic
standardization, and developing strategies for introducing bilingualism into economic life (by
providing translation services and student-exchange services, etc.) as well as publishing
materials. In addition, a wide range of courses are organized for adults as part of adult
education programs, and international contacts and cooperation are maintained.

Finally, it must be pointed out that the Croat villages in Burgenland have a large number of
colorful and different associations, which - apart from those dedicated to the preservation of
the Croat language and culture - hardly differ in their structure from associations in German-
speaking villages. The activities of these associations are organized and carried out on an
honorary basis by volunteers. Cultural activities on the level of the villages serve primarily to
satisfy the cultural needs of a specific village and are therefore confined to the respective
minority. In some areas (e.g. folklore, amateur theater) the elementary structures need a
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degree of professionalism and an inter-linkage of the activities, as this work largely depends
on individuals, so that there are no guarantees for a further development of a long-term basis.

The study "Cultural Management in the Village: An Examination of the Cultural Activities in
Croat Villages, Structural Analysis of the Associations" ("Kulturmanagement im Dorf:
Untersuchung der kulturellen Aktivititen in den kroatischen Dorfern, Strukturanalyse des
Vereinswesens"), which was published in 1998, proposed a new approach and a new
presentation for existing activities, on the basis of concrete projects, by using a professional
cultural management. This professional approach to cultural management was applied, for
example, to specific projects (“Stinatz Heinmathaus” and the ancient burial grounds at
Schandorf).

The Central Association of Slovene Organizations (Zveza slovenskih
organizacij/Zentralverband slowenischer Organisationen in Kédrnten) — founded in 1955 - is an
umbrella organization that represents the Slovene population in Carinthia on the political
level. Its anti-fascist orientation is not only a reflection of its historical roots in the resistance
movement during World War II, but constitutes today a determined rejection of those political
and nationalistic efforts that regard the Slovene minority as a homogenous, national and
ethnic structure or question its importance to society. The Central Association therefore
advocates a broader and open understanding of the concept of national minorities, which
rejects efforts of an overall integration, based on the principle of stating one’s ethnic
affiliation.

The Council of Slovenes in Carinthia (Narodni svet koroskih Slovencev/Rat der Kérntner
Slowenen) has been in existence since 1949. It is not an umbrella organization but works in
close cooperation with a number of organizations of the Slovene minority and has about 20
local committees. The chairperson and the members of the national minority assembly are
elected directly and constitute the most important decision-making body. The Council
advocates an autonomous policy and supports Slovenes in Carinthia who run as independent
candidates at elections, especially elections to the municipal councils and the regional
government, and/or it works for a statutory guarantee for a representative of the Slovene
minority in the Carinthian regional government. The objective of its activities is, in particular,
to maintain the ethnic identity of the Slovene minority.

The Community of Slovenes in Carinthia (Skupnost koroskih Slovencev in

Slovenk/Gemeinschaft der Kdrntner Slowenen und Sloweninnen) — it was founded when a
group split off from the Council of Slovenes in Carinthia — presented itself to the public on 27
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June 2003 for the first time. The Community of Slovenes in Carinthia has set for itself the
priority of representing and strengthening the national minority, as well as of conducting a
political and social dialogue in order to solve open problems and conflicts. Three years after it
was founded, the Community of Slovenes in Carinthia has become well established with a
large number of regular members.

The Slovene Cultural Association (Slovenska prosvetna zveza/Slowenischer Kulturverband)
had its origin in the Slovenian Christian Social Association, founded in 1908, and took on its
present-day name in 1933. On account of ideological difference, the Christian Cultural
Association (Christlicher Kulturverband) split off in 1945. The Slovene Cultural Association
is an umbrella organization of about 45 local cultural associations and owner of four cultural
centers and the Library of Slovene Studies in Klagenfurt. The association offers member
associations a range of services such as, for example, helping them to sign up cultural groups
or theater groups, helping them with organizational work, providing financial support to
implement cultural programs, preparing invitations, applications or providing advice on
cultural issues. Comprehensive archives of theater literature and music sheets can be found at
the association’s head office, which are made available to member associations free of charge.
In addition to services for member associations, the association is involved in a broad range of
activities of its own. One important concern is to promote artists. The production of
compositions and texts for theater plays, for example, are commissioned, in order to give
musicians and authors the possibility to work also in the bilingual field. Every year, two
theater productions are produced in this manner, and concerts and author’s readings are
organized. In November of every year, the numerous choirs participate in a “performance
competition”. In addition, the association organizes lectures on topical issues (minority
policy, health, the arts and culture, EU), continuing-training seminars for members and
association officials, dance, language, painting, theater and pottery workshops for adults and
young people. The association has published approximately 40 books in the course of the past
ten years.

The Christian Cultural Association (KrSéanska kulturna zveza/Christlicher Kulturverband)
split off from the Slovene Cultural Association after 1945. The purpose of the Christian
Cultural Association is to maintain, represent and promote the cultural achievements, needs
and interests of the Slovenian population in Carinthia, to promote scientific and research
projects in this area, to provide educational and training opportunities, to help exchange
cultural goods between the two national groups living in Carinthia. 52 local Slovene cultural
associations are associated to the Christian Cultural Association.

The “Artikel VII-Kulturverein fiir Steiermark” (Article VII Cultural Association for Styria)
represent the Slovene population in Styria. The association was founded in 1988. One of its
main concerns is to implement the rights of the Slovene-speaking population in Styria, as
enshrined in Article 7 of the State Treaty of Vienna (Federal Law Gazette No. 152/1955). In
1998 the Pavel House was established at Bad Radkersburg as the cultural center of the
Slovene population in Styria. The association also works towards extending the teaching of
the Slovene language at schools in southern Styria. According to information provided by the
association, Slovene language courses, taught as an optional subject, are accepted by the
population on a broad basis.

The Slovene Music School (Slovenska glasbena Sola) is of particular importance to the
Slovene minority.

The Hungarian Minority:

The Burgenland Hungarians have several associations with the objective to maintain and
preserve the language, as well as the folklore and culture of the Hungarian minority. The
Burgenland-Hungarian Cultural Association at Oberwart is the central cultural organization.
Local cultural associations, as well as other organizations work in various cultural fields.

The Burgenland-Hungarian Cultural Association has set itself the goal of preserving the
Hungarian culture and language. Contributions to reach this goal are support to folklore dance
groups, training programs for students, language courses for children (including the
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publication of “Hirhozo” — a newspaper for children), as well as publications and work on
contemporary cultural projects. In addition, bilingual teaching and extra-mural coaching of
children in Hungarian are promoted by the association. Cultural events and a study tours to
Hungary are organized on a regular basis.

The Adult Education Center of the Burgenland Hungarians offers, inter alia, Hungarian
courses and organizes cultural events. In addition, the cultural activities of the Theater Group
Unterwart, the “Heimathaus Unterwart’” and the activities of the church communities deserve
mentioning.

The Umbrella Organization of Independent Hungarian Associations was founded in 1983 and
unites several non-political Hungarian associations of long standing of the Hungarian
population living in Vienna. The organization is regarded as an important factor of Hungarian
culture outside Burgenland.

The Hungarian Workers’ Association was founded as early as in 1899. The association
undertakes activities to maintain the Hungarian language.

The Hungarian School Association was founded in 1921 and has set itself the objective of
offering professional language contacts through high-quality language courses.

D¢élibab, the cultural association, (formerly called the “Hungarian Cultural and Sports
Association”) was founded in 1949 and promotes the preservation and communication of
traditional Hungarian folks dances on a high cultural level.

Ever since its foundation in 1980, the Central Association of Hungarian Associations and
Organizations in Austria has made efforts to organize the Hungarian population living outside
of Burgenland and to obtain recognition for Vienna as an autochthonous settlement area of the
Hungarian minority. It is the umbrella organization of those associations that were founded by
Hungarian refugees after 1945.

The UMIZ, Hungarian Media and Information Center, is a future-oriented association that
offers services in the field of the electronic media and data-base development, as well as
special collections. The UMIZ has the largest Hungarian-language library in Austria and is
the site of events and the location for trans-frontier projects.

The Slovak Minority:

In 1848/49 the first Slovak associations were established in Vienna — Vzajomnost, Tatram
Jednota and others.

The Austrian-Slovak Cultural Association, which was founded in 1982, is the link to the
tradition of the Slovak associations. Its efforts focus on the cultural and social concerns of the
Slovak population in Austria. It organizes children’s programs, literature evenings, lectures,
exhibitions, film showings and slide projections and has its own Slovak library, partly with
material from Slovak associations dating to the 19" century.

The Slovak School Association SOV A also makes efforts to maintain the Slovak popular
language, and the Archdiocese of Vienna provides pastoral services to the young Slovak
population.

The Roma Minority

Against the background of the Year of Commemoration celebrated in 1988 (50 years of the
Anschlussin 1938), the Roma minority began to organize itself. Studies on the historical and
the current situation of this minority were initiated.
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The first association, the “Roma Association”, was founded in 1989 at Oberwart. For many
years, it had supported a learning assistance project and set up an advisory service for Roma.
To this very day, it supports Roma in labor-law issues, as well as in their social and
educational policy.

In 1991 the “Cultural Association of Roma in Austria” was founded, and the “Romano
Centro”, representing several Roma groups, was set up. On account of the joint activities of
these associations, the statutory basis for setting up a national minority advisory council for
the Roman minority was created, which convened for the first time in 1995.

Moreover, there is the “Association Ketani” in Linz, the association “Verein der
Volkshochschule der burgenlédndischen Roma* (Adult Education Association of Roma in
Burgenland) at Oberwart and the association “Romano-Drom” in Vienna. The Association
“Roma Service” was started by a split-off from the “Roma Association”. It especially takes
care of the Burgenland-Roma language, including teaching Romany in a number of schools,
and provides mobile services with its “RomBus”.

In the most recent past, additional associations (mostly by younger migrants in Vienna) were
founded such as, for example, the “Gypsy Information Society for the Maintenance and
Promotion of the Roma culture” in Vienna, as well as the “Romania Union” in Vienna.

The department for ethnic groups of the Eisenstadt diocese takes care of Roma adolescents, in
particular, and makes special efforts to organize joint activities for Roma and non-Roma.

In this connection, one should also mention the cooperation with scientific institutions. In
addition to politological and historical projects dealing with the Holocaust, but also with the
post-war period, the Romany language is also in the center of scientific interests, especially as
part of the activities of the Linguistic Institute of the Karl Franz University in Graz (the so-
called Romany project). It deals with the codification, didactic implementation, as well as the
maintenance of the five variatieties of the Romany language that are spoken most frequently
in Austria.

The “Cultural Association of Austrian Roma” issues a quarterly journal (“Romano Kipo™) and
focuses its work on documentation and information, with the Holocaust and its effects being
at the center of its activities. A permanent exhibition on the history of the Austrian Roma
takes account of this fact. In addition, the association also works in the field of providing
information regarding the educational policy.

The association “Romano Centro” holds a special position among the Roma associations in
Europe in that it represents several groups of Roma. The work in connection with social and
educational policies should be mentioned in the first place. The model learning assistance to
Roma children and their families contributed, inter alia, to a rise in the number of Roma
children in Vienna who complete their school education. In addition, one must also mention
the comprehensive social care and support, as a result of which the association is today not
only a contact point for the Roma population but also a partner to contact for the authorities.
Furthermore, on account of a large library specializing on the Roma, the association is a
service institution for any kind of scientific studies. In addition to the media work (bilingual
newspaper, radio programs), one should also mention the international linkages of the
association which become manifest, inter alia, in the cooperation with the “European Roma
Rights Center” in Budapest and with the OSCE.
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The “Association Ketani” in Linz engages both in social and advisory activities, as well as
cultural tasks. It handled the compensation payments, due on account of Nazi persecution,
took care of refugees and engaged in other social activities, and also conducted information
activities on the socio-historical situation of the minority. In this connection one should
mention the exhibition “Roads to Ravensbriick. Recollections of Austrian Survivors of the
Women Concentration Camp”, as well as readings on this group of subjects.

The “Adult-Education Association of Burgenland Roma” at Oberwart works on
communicating the language and culture of the national minority, on the one hand, by
offering special courses for Roma and non-Roma students. On the other hand, the
documentation of the socio-historical and socio-cultural situation of the Roma population is
an important focus of its work. One result of these efforts is the exhibition “Roma 2000”
which is also meant to be presented in schools.

I should be noted that the phenomenon “escaping from one’s identity through social
emancipation” could especially be noticed with the Roma minority in recent decades. Many
Roma left their traditional settlements in order to become “submerged” in the anonymity of
large towns. Those who succeeded by their own efforts to embark on a social and
occupational career did not want to be recognized as members of a national minority.

Thanks to the activities of the aforementioned associations, as well as of other groups, it has
been possible to strengthen the identity of the Roma within the national minority during the
past 15 years.

Please refer to Articles 12 and 14 regarding efforts in connection with schools concerning the
preservation of the language.

Ad paragraph 2: Protection against assimilation

The Framework Convention tries to prevent practices and objectives among the Contracting
Parties that are geared to assimilation. In Austria, it is especially the funding made available
to the national minorities that is meant to counteract trends at assimilation. In addition,
Austria’s laws for the national minorities provide for the setting up of national minority
advisory councils which serve to advise the Federal Government and which could also be
used by the regional governments.

A major problem faced by most autochthonous minorities in Austria today is the strong
pressure exerted on them, with a view to their assimilation. This is due to the fact that they are
relatively few in members, that they do not live in closed settlement areas and have to cope
with changes in living conditions (marginalization of the agrarian lifestyle, more
communication with persons speaking other languages and mobility, as well as mixed
marriages). Economic and social problems (e.g. commuting, rural exodus) may result from
the geographical location of these settlement areas on the periphery, which basically also
affects the local majority population.

Assimilation tendencies are enhanced by a lack of adequate facilities in important social fields
such as the media, for example, on the one hand, which are not always sufficiently available
in the languages of the national minorities, whereas, on the other hand, mixed marriages have
increased considerably, with their special problems of teaching the children the minority
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language. Moreover, the internationalization of interests among young people is also partly in
conflict with the traditional perception which the national minorities have of themselves.

On the other hand, the expansion of the European Union has had considerable positive effects
regarding the languages of the national minorities. In terms of commercial exchanges, persons
with a good knowledge of the EU languages — and this includes four of the six minority
languages — are among the potential winners within the European Union, on account of the
expanded possibilities.

Article 6

1 The Parties shall encourage a spirit of tolerance and intercultural dialogue and
take effective measures to promote mutual respect and understanding and co-
operation among all personsliving on their territory, irrespective of those persons
ethnic, cultural, linguistic or religiousidentity, in particular in the fields of
education, culture and the media.

2. The Parties undertake to take appropriate measures to protect persons who may be
subject to threats or acts of discrimination, hostility or violence as a result of their
ethnic, cultural, linguistic or religiousidentity.

Ad paragraph 1: Encouraging a spirit of tolerance and mutual respect

An important prerequisite for a spirit of tolerance, for an intercultural dialogue and for mutual
respect is a close cooperation between the State, the majority population and the members of
national minorities. All educational measure to that effect (civics, school partnerships, etc.)
are therefore of particular relevance in this respect.

In order to ensure respect for human rights, a "Human Rights Advisory Council"
(Menschenrechtsbeirat) was established at the Federal Ministry of the Interior as an
independent agency, designed to review and monitor the activities of the security services.
Moreover, since 1998 coordinators for human-rights issues have been appointed at the
Austrian federal ministries and the regional governments of the nine Austrian federal
provinces.

At the Federal Ministry of the Interior various training courses and projects have been carried
on human rights issues and tolerance for other ethnic groups. In the course of the initial
training courses, seminars were held on the subject of “Strange in this Country” (Fremd bei
uns) in the period 2000 to 2005. (Although the title does not address the autochthonous
national minorities, the substance is also interesting with regard to the national minorities).
These seminars focus on the subject of integration, but also on encounters with people of
different cultures. The police and the minorities are also among the topics that are addressed
and discussed. For example, excursions were made to the Cultural Association of the Roma in
Vienna.

It is mentioned as a reminder that in 1998 and 1999, a project week, the so-called "Human
Rights Week", with follow-up measures was organized for members of the security and law-
enforcement forces. Both in-house lecturers and external experts from non-governmental
organizations such as amnesty international or Caritas were recruited. The goal of the project
is to enable the participants to act as multipliers and to pass on their experience and
knowledge through a "snowball system" to the various organizational units of the security and
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law-enforcement forces. In the fall of 1999, the International Study Center of the Adult-
Education Association in Vienna began a two-semester training course entitled "Police
Activities in a Multicultural Society" that is designed to strengthen police competencies in
dealing with other ethnic groups.

On the occasion of the United Nations Year for Human Rights in 1998, an amount of ATS
five million was made available to support organizations and projects. These were special
funds provided by the Federal Government. The sponsored projects were proposed by a board
composed of NGO representatives and selected by an inter-ministerial working group.

At the end of 2004 the unit “Consumer Protection” at the Federal Ministry for Social Security,
Generations and Consumer Protection published a booklet “Sie haben Recht” (You are
right/have a right) which was translated, inter alia, into the Hungarian and Slovak languages.
This standard publication informs consumers about their rights and obligations and offers
assistance and answers to the most frequently asked questions and problems that occur in
everyday life. This publication can also serve as an important tool for the members of the
Czech and Slovak minorities.

With a view to preparing young people for a life in a pluralistic democracy, human-rights
education plays a special role in the field of education. Informing pupils and students about
fundamental and human rights is an essential element of political education. This educational
task is meant for teachers of all subjects and at all school levels.

In this connection, the school bodies and educational institutions were requested to contribute
towards developing an adequate methodology for education in the human rights. On the
occasion of the UN Decade for Human-Rights Education, the Federal Ministry of Education,
Science and Culture set up a special service point for human-rights education and political
education, together with the Ludwig-Boltzmann-Institute for Human Rights, in order to
actually implement this request.

The Federal Ministry of Education, Science and Culture did not only disperse funding for
specific research projects but mainly also to the national minority organizations. In the year
2005 the total amount was EUR 572,374 of which EUR 347,694 went to the Slovene
minority, EUR 87,590 to the Croat minority, EUR 59,120 to the Roma minority, EUR 33,585
to the Hungarian minority and EUR 44,385 to the national minorities in general. The expenses
for the Slovene minority focus on the publication of text-books. There were no separate items
of funding for the Czech and Slovak minority in the years 2002 to 2005.

For the first time, a special human-rights course was offered by the Federal Academy of
Public Administration (Verwaltungsakademie des Bundes) in its 1999/2000 study year. It
offers interested civil servants of the public sector in all areas of the administration the
possibility to deal with the different aspects of protecting human rights throughout the world
and to systematically examine their implementation in Austria.

The Roma minority is in a special position in many respects. First of all, it is a significant fact
that the number of autochthonous Roma was drastically reduced by way of persecution during
the National Socialist times. This persecution also led to a major break in the linguistic and
cultural tradition. There are occasional reports on disadvantages which are often an interaction
of lacunae in education and poor integration into the labor market. Austria is making major
efforts in order to promote success at school, as well as the integration into the labor market.
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e In this connection, one must also mention the coaching services provided by the
Association Roma at Oberwart and by the Romano Centro association.

e In addition, Austria finances a labor-market assistant which is employed by the Roma
Association and whose primary task is to advise on issues of occupations and
education. The goal of this counseling service is to support integration into the labor
market of the national minority, especially of those members living in southern
Burgenland.

e The labor market project “Mri buti”, which began as an EU project under the “equal”
program is now continued with domestic financing. This project offers jobs on an
hourly or daily basis and takes account of the respective performance capabilities and
inclinations of a group of the population which frequently faces difficulties on the
labor market.

e The “Initiative THARA House” was already discussed in detail in the first part of the
present report. This is an organization that helps adolescents of the Roma population
to become integrated into the labor market.

The Federal Ministry for the Economy and Labor also promotes international Roma-specific
networks. For example, the Roma center at Nagykanisza in Hungary received EUR 30,000 in
2004 and 2005 in order to set up an innovation agency for the further development of
instruments of labor-market policy in order to support jobless Roma and to establish national
and international networks of successful employment and education projects for the Roma
population.

The “EQUAL” program received funding budgeted to amount to EUR 376,451.79 in the years
2002 to 2005, as part of the development partnership with “IdA” (Extended Labor market —
Integration through Work).

In line with the mandate to promote equal opportunities also for the national minorities, the
Labor Market Service designs and applies integration measures in this respect, with a view to
finding the best-possible solutions for the problems of this group of persons.

In addition to funding from the federal budget, the organizations of the national minorities can
also receive financial resources from the regional budgets of the federal provinces in which
they live, especially Burgenland, Carinthia, Styria and Vienna.

The Office of the Carinthian Regional Government set up a National Minority Office as part
of the Directorate of the Regional Government. This administrative unit serves as a service
point for citizens, especially to provide better communication between members of the
Slovene minority, as well as their organizations and the Carinthian regional administrative
authorities. The National Minority Office also organizes and carries out a European congress
for the national minorities which is held every year, as well as an annual cultural week of the
Slovene population in Carinthia. The National Minority Office has budget funds that are used
to promote and support specific projects and initiatives for the national minorities. The two
Slovene cultural umbrella organizations (Slovene Cultural Association and Christian Cultural
Association) and a great number of cultural, literary, school and trans-frontier projects receive
funding every year.

The Carinthian Academy for the Administrative Services included language courses in its

programs during the past five years in order to take account of the fact that Slovene is an
additional official language, next to German.
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Burgenland has expanded the relations to its national minorities. The regional school board
published the book “Vorteil Vielfalt — 10 Jahre Minderheitenschulwesen” (Diversity an
Advantage — 10 Years of Schools for the Minorities) during the period between 2000 and
2005. At present, the project “Immersion — Rotation” (Immersion — Rotation) is being
published by an organization of the national minorities, in cooperation with the regional
school board for Burgenland. The other activities by Burgenland are undertaken in close
cooperation with the associations of the national minorities, when promoting and
implementing the respective projects.

The City of Vienna provides financial support to a range of cultural activities by associations
belonging to the Roma, Croat, Czech and Slovene minorities. It also supports educational
projects of the Romano Centro association. Within the framework of the “Assisted Learning”
scheme, for example, Roma children are given assistance and coaching free of charge. The
City of Vienna has also supported the Romano Centro association in the implementation of
measures designed to promote the acquisition of language skills (German language courses).
The project “Roma-Assistenz”, which pursues the goal of improving communication between
Roma children, schools and the families, is now financed by the Ministery of Education.
Roma assistants are active in three compulsory schools in Vienna. The above-mentioned
projects “Roma-Assistenz” and “Assisted Learning” have also met with considerable
international attention.

Ad paragraph 2: Protection against discrimination and violence

The protection of persons belonging to national minorities, as required by Article 6 (2), is first
and foremost guaranteed by the general provisions of the Austrian Penal Code
(Strafgesetzbuch), which — in its first chapter of the special section - covers punishable
offences against life and limb, and comprises, inter alia, § 105 (coercion), § 115 (defamation).

With Article 7 item 5 of the State Treaty of Vienna, Austria has committed itself to prohibit
the activities of organizations that aim at depriving the Croat or Slovene population of their
character and rights as national minorities.

The Associations Act (Vereinsgesetz) requires the Security Directorate to prohibit unlawful
associations. This would include associations within the meaning of Article 7 item 5 of the
State Treaty of Vienna.

A special provision that serves, inter alia, to secure the protection of ethnic minorities is
contained in § 283 of the Penal Code (incitement to hostile action). It stipulates that any
person who, inter alia, urges or incites others to commit a hostile act against a group defined
by its affiliation to a nation or people, or who publicly stirs up hatred against such a group, or
insults or seeks to disparage it in a manner that violates human dignity shall be liable to
punishment.

Finally, it should also be pointed out that anyone who discriminates persons in an unjustified
manner on the sole ground of their national or ethnic origin or prevents them from entering
places or from resorting to services intended for general public use, commits an
administrative offence under Article IX (1) item 3 of the Introductory Law to the Laws on
Administrative Procedure.
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Article7

The Parties shall ensure respect for the right of every person belonging to a
national minority to freedom of peaceful assembly, freedom of association,
freedom of expression, and freedom of thought, conscience and religion.

This principle, which is implemented on an international level in Articles 9 to 11 of the
European Convention on Human Rights, applies equally to members of national minorities
and persons belonging to the majority population. In Austria, these freedoms are also
guaranteed by the pertinent provisions of the Basic State Law of 21 December 1867 on the
General Rights of Citizens in the Kingdoms and Countries Represented in the Imperial
Council (Imperial Gazette 1867/142).

The following individual fundamental rights are guaranteed by the Basic State Law of 1867
(Staatsgrundgesetz):

Article of the Basic | Guaranteed right

State Law

11 right to petition

12 freedom of association and freedom of assembly

13 freedom of expression, freedom of the press, ban
on censorship

14 freedom of conscience and religion

A resolution adopted by the Provisional National Assembly on 30 October 1918, which is of
constitutional standing, abolished all forms of censorship.

In addition, Article 66 (2) of the Treaty of St. Germain guarantees all persons living in Austria
the right to freely exercise — in private or in public — any form of belief, religion or
confession, unless such exercise is incompatible with maintaining public order or violates
moral standards.

Article 7 (1) of the State Treaty of Vienna specifically states that the Slovene and Croat
minorities shall enjoy the same rights as all other Austrian nationals, including the right to
have their own organizations, as well as to hold meetings and publish media in their own
language.

Article8

The Parties undertake to recognize that every person belonging to a national
minority has the right to manifest hisor her religion or belief and to establish
religious institutions, organizations and associations.

This right is available to persons belonging to national minorities in the same way as to all
other Austrian nationals. As explained in connection with Article 7, freedom of conscience
and religion is guaranteed by Article 9 of the European Convention on Human Rights and
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Article 14 of the Basic State Law, as well as by Article 63 (2) of the Treaty of St. Germain.
Moreover, under Article 67 of the State Treaty of St. Germain, Austrian nationals who belong
to racial, religious or linguistic minorities have, inter alia, the right to establish, run and
control their religious institutions at their own costs, together with the right to use their own
language at their discretion and to exercise their religion freely.

Under the Federal Act on the Legal Status of Religious Communities (Bundesgesetz Uber die
Rechtspersonlichkeit von religidsen Bekenntnisgemeinschaften), any denomination may
acquire legal status when complying with general conditions.

It must be added, however, that national minorities in Austria do not differ significantly from
the majority population, in terms of their religious belief (see also Article 5).

Article9

1 The Parties undertake to recognize that the right to freedom of expression of every
person belonging to a national minority includes freedom to hold opinions and to
receive and impart information and ideas in the minority language, without
interference by public authorities and regardless of frontiers. The Parties shall
ensure, within the framework of their legal systems, that persons belonging to a
national minority are not discriminated against in their accessto the media.

2. Paragraph 1 shall not prevent Parties from requiring the licensing, without
discrimination and based on objective criteria, of sound radio and television
broadcasting, or cinema enterprises.

3. The Parties shall not hinder the creation and the use of printed media by persons
belonging to national minorities. In the legal framework of sound radio and
television broadcasting, they shall ensure, asfar as possible, and taking into
account the provisions of paragraph 1, that persons belonging to national
minorities are granted the possibility of creating and using their own media.

4, In the framework of their legal systems, the Parties shall adopt adequate measures
in order to facilitate access to the media for persons belonging to national
minoritiesand in order to promote tolerance and permit cultural pluralism.

In this connection, reference is made once again to the statutory situation in Austria regarding
fundamental rights, as described under Article 7 of the Framework Convention. It applies
equally to members of national minorities.

Statutory Situation:

Press Promotion Act of 2004

In connection with the promotion of the press, one should refer to § 1 (2) of the Press
Promotion Act of 2004, Federal Law Gazette I No. 136/2003, which stipulates that the media

of the national minorities have convenient access to promotional funds. Whereas the law
requires a minimum circulation of 5,000 copies and the full-time employment of at least two
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journalists for weekly newspapers, in order to be eligible for receiving promotional funding,
there are no such requirements for weekly newspapers published in a minority language.

The Austrian Broadcasting Corporation (ORF) Act

On 1 January 2002 amendments of the federal law regarding the Austrian Broadcasting
Corporation (ORF Act) entered into force which related to radio and television broadcasts. § 5
(1) of the ORF Act requires the Austrian Broadcasting Corporation (ORF) to broadcast an
adequate proportion of its broadcasts in the languages of the national minorities for which
national minority advisory councils have been set up. Every year, the broadcasting periods
dedicated to these programs must be determined after hearing the Audiences’ Council
(Publikumsrat). Furthermore, one seat on the Audiences’ Council (representing viewers and
listeners) is reserved to a representative of the national minorities (§ 28 (4) of the ORF Act).
According to § 30 (1) of the ORF Act, the Audiences’ Council proposes measures, inter alia,
in order to comply with the statutory requirements and comments on the allocation of
program shares to the national minorities. With the amendment of the ORF Act, cooperation
between the ORF and private radio stations has also become possible, and the programs
offered to national minorities have also been modified considerably in their favor. As was
stated before, in the first part of the national report, the ORF offers a comprehensive program
to Austria’s national minorities.

The programs offered by the ORF in detail
Burgenland

The national minorities in Burgenland hold a special position in the programs produced by
Radio Burgenland. The cultural and linguistic diversity of Burgenland is thus also taken into
account in the production of broadcasts. At the beginning of the year 2003, a broadcasting slot
on radio and television was created for the first time for transmitting broadcasts in the mother
tongue of the Roma population. Since the year 2002, the programs offered to the national
minorities in Burgenland have been clearly expanded.

Radio broadcasts:

Since the beginning of the year 2002, Radio Burgenland broadcasts the daily news in the
Hungarian language, and a new radio feature was introduced which provides background
reports on specific topics of the national minorities in Burgenland-Croat and Hungarian (an
additional 2,900 broadcasting minutes per year). As of January 2003, this magazine-type
program for the national minorities was re-designed once again and extended by 15 minutes
of broadcasting in Romany per week.

Television broadcasts:

At the beginning of the year 2002, a new multilingual, 45-minute television broadcast on the
local level was developed which is offered four times per years. In the program “Servus Szia
Zdravo Deltuha” German, Burgenland-Croat and Hungarian and — since 2003 — also Romany
is spoken. The broadcast follows an integrative approach and also serves the national
minorities as a platform to present themselves to the majority population. The number of
television magazines in the Hungarian language was also increased in 2002, namely from
previously four to currently six editions per year.
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Every Sunday between 13.30 and 14.00 hrs., the Regional Studio Burgenland broadcasts its
30-minute television magazine “Dobar dan Hrvati” in Burgenland-Croat on ORF, locally for
Burgenland. The broadcast is run again on Mondays on the night program of the ORF, which
can be received throughout Austria. It is also available on the Internet as a real-video for
downloading. As a result, Burgenland-Croats who do not live in Burgenland also have the
possibility to watch the program or to record it by receiving it via ORF ditigal.

Six times per year, on Sunday at 13.05 hrs., ORF2 broadcasts the Hungarian magazine
“Adj’Isten magyarok” locally in Burgenland. On four further dates per year (always on
Sunday between 14.20 and 15.05 hrs.) the Regional Studio broadcasts the television magazine
“Servus Szia Zdravo Deltuha” in four languages, in the course of which contributions in the
German, Burgenland-Croat, Hungarian and Romany languages alternate. Both the Hungarian
and the multilingual magazine can also be accessed via the Internet as real-videos.

In addition to supplying the national minorities in their mother tongue, Radio Burgenland also
follows an integrative program approach. Topics of relevance to the national minorities are
consistently part of all program slots of Radio Burgenland. This makes sure that German-
speaking listeners are also informed about topics regarding the national minorities.

This open-minded approach also includes a glance beyond frontiers and the effort to have a
better understanding of our neighbors. In 2004, for example, a Euroregio magazine was
integrated into the program broadcast by Radio Burgenland throughout the federal province.
This magazine is intended to deepen the understanding for the new region around Burgenland
by broadcasting stories about everyday life, everyday culture, as well as economic and socio-
political interactions. This should also help to remove possible prejudices.

In the off-air area, initiatives in favor of the national minorities are also taken time and again
by the Regional Studio Burgenland (CD productions, a range of events, etc.).

Carinthia
Radio broadcasts:

As part of the cooperation with AKO Lokalradio GmbH, the ORF has been producing an
information and entertainment program in the Slovene language, broadcast throughout the day
and covering a total daily period of eight hours, since 21 March 2004. It is broadcast by
“Radio DVA-AGORA” in the time slots 6.00 to 10.00 hrs., 12.00 to 13.00 hrs., and 15.00 to
18.00 hrs. Radio dva and/or Radio AGORA are responsible for the time slots 10.00 to 12.00
hrs. and 13.00 to 15.00 hrs., for which they produce the programs, and during the period
between 18.00 and 6.00 hrs. in the morning, “Freies Radio AGORA” produces the program.
There is thus a full 24-hour program for the Slovene national minority.

During the ORF program periods, the ORF news broadcast in German is taken over (except at
12.00 hrs.). News in the Slovene language are broadcast at 6.30 hrs., 7.30 hrs., 8.30 hrs., 9.30
hrs., 15.30 hrs. and 16.30 hrs. In addition, the ORF news broadcast at the full hour in German,
transmitted by the Regional Studio Carinthia is also broadcast by “Radio DVA-AGORA”
during the period 10.00 to 12.00 hrs. As a result, a uniform “news coverage” is ensured
throughout the day (6.00 to 18.00 hrs.). The music programs comprise hits, oldies and folklore
music, with a focus on Slovenian titles. The information broadcasts of the ORF on “Radio
DVA-AGORA? are also available on the Internet for downloading. So far, the response from
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the Slovenian minority regarding this new and very comprehensive program offered by the
OREF on “Radio DVA-AGORA” has been very positive.

In addition to the programs offered by the ORF on “Radio DVA-AGORA” in the Slovene
language, Radio Carinthia continues to broadcast a magazine in the Slovene language every
Wednesday between 21.03 and 22.00 hrs. Every Sunday and holiday, the very popular
morning program in Slovene and German is broadcast, always from 6.06 to 7.00 hrs.

These programs are rounded off by the three-language magazine “Servus — Sre¢no — Ciao”.
Since 22 March 2004, it has been lengthened by one hour per day, and it is now broadcast
from Monday to Friday between 16.03 and 19.00 hrs. The magazine lives up to the idea of an
Alpine-Adriatic region. The programs deal with topics from Carinthia, Friuli-Venezia Giulia
and Slovenia. News programs in the three languages are always broadcast at 18.30 hrs. The
weather in the neighboring countries is also dealt with in sufficient detail.

Television broadcast:

“Dober dan, Koroska” is a 30-minute television magazine in the Slovene language by the
Regional Studio Carinthia, which celebrated its 15-year anniversary on 2 April 2004. It is
broadcast by ORF 2 every Sunday at 13.30 hrs. on the local level in Carinthia. The program is
broadcast again on Monday in the night program of the ORF, which can be received
throughout Austria and is available on the Internet as real-video for downloading. Thus,
members of the Slovene minority who do not live in Carinthia have the possibility — by
receiving the program via ORF digital — to watch the program or to record it. In addition,
“Dober dan, Koroska” is also repeated on the television programs of RTV Slovenija
(Slovenia).

Radio 1476

In early 2003 two new magazines in the Slovak and Czech languages were launched on Radio
1476, the medium-wave program of the ORF. On account of the positive reaction from
listeners, this program was clearly enlarged in early 2004 and a regular broadcasting slot for
the Slovak and Czech magazine was launched on weekdays (Monday to Friday, 19.05 to
19.30 hrs.). Since early 2004, Radio 1476 has broadcast a weekly magazine in Romany -
always on Friday between 20.00 and 20.30 hrs. In addition, programs for the national
minorities broadcast by the Regional Radio Burgenland and the Regional Studio Carinthia
have been repeated on Radio 1476 since July 2003. Since September 2004, Radio 1476
broadcasts a 30-minute magazine in the Hungarian language for the Hungarian population in
Vienna (every Saturday at 20.00 hrs.), which Radio 1476 produces itself. The broadcast
“Csip0s nyelv” wants to offer a platform for the exchange of information among the members
of the national minority. Depending on the subjects of topical interest, the broadcasts with
guests at the studio deal mainly with the policy regarding national minorities, with the cultural
identity and the mother tongue. Twice per month the focus is put on subjects for adolescents.
Since September 2004, Radio 1476 has also repeated the Friday magazine in Romany of the
week before, which is broadcast every on Saturday at 20.30 hrs.

From Monday to Saturday, always at 12.38 hrs., two minutes of news are broadcast in
Burgenland-Croat. From Monday to Sunday at 18.25 hrs., the Burgenland-Croat evening
journal is on the air, followed by a half-hour magazine in Burgenland-Croat, always at 18.25
hrs. For the Hungarian minority a half-hour magazine is offered every Sunday at 19.30 hrs. In
addition, five minutes of news in Hungarian are broadcast every day at 18.55 hrs.
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The programs offered to the national minorities in Burgenland are supplemented by a weekly
magazine in three languages (Monday, 20.04 to 21.00 hrs.), which comprises regular
programs in Burgenland-Croat and Hungarian, as well as in Romany.

In June 2003 the radio broadcasts in the Burgenland-Croat language were further developed,
both in terms of form and content. The broadcasts were geared even more clearly to the target
audience. They now present a new content, a new layout, as well as new moderators and are
very well received by the national minority.

Since July 2003 the broadcasts for the national minorities, produced by Radio Burgenland,
have been repeated on Radio 1476 (medium-wave radio station). Those members of the
national minorities who live outside the area covered by Radio Burgenland can also receive
the programs via terrestrial broadcasting, in addition to the possibility of receiving them via
Radio digital or via Live-Stream on the Internet.

Radio Vienna

Radio Vienna broadcasts a German-speaking version of “Heimat, fremde Heimat” once every
week (Sunday, 19.30 to 20.00 hrs.). However, this program is primarily geared to migrants;
nevertheless, specific subjects of the national minorities can be found there on a regular basis.

ORF 2

The German-speaking television broadcast “Heimat, fremde Heimat” (e3very Sunday, 13.30
to 14.00 hrs.) communicates information on subjects to the minorities living in Austria and
pursues an integrative approach with the goal of familiarizing the German-speaking
population with topics relating to the national minorities living in Austria. Occasionally, the
programs are broadcast in the languages of the national minorities (with German sub-titles).

On Monday, the television magazines “Dobar da, Hrvati” of the Regional Studio Burgenland
and “Dober dan, Koroska” of the Regional Studio Carinthia are repeated on the night program
of ORF 2.

3sat

“Heimat, fremde Heimat” is also broadcast on 3sat every 14 days (3sat, Thursday, 11.45 to
12.10 hrs.). It is broadcast alternatively with a Slovene magazine (supplied by RTV Slovenija)
under the editorial management of the ORF).

The programs offered by the ORF to the national minoritiesin the year 2005:

e In Burgenland: 30 radio and television broadcasts every week, supplemented by ten
special time slots per year on television in Burgenland-Croat, Romany and Hungarian.

e In Carinthia: eight radio and television broadcasts per week (including “Servus —
Sre¢no — Ciao”), supplemented by ten special time slots per year on Radio Carinthia,
plus eight hours of programs every day in the Slovene language, as part of “Radio
DVA-AGORA”.
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e Radio 1476: 19 radio broadcasts per week in all six languages of the national
minorities. The magazines in Romany, Slovak and Czech, as well as the magazine in
the Hungarian language for the Hungarian population in Vienna on Saturday are new
productions of Radio 1476. In addition, the broadcasts for the national minorities are
taken over from the Regional Studio Burgenland and the Regional Studio Carinthia.

e OREF 2: Three television broadcasts per week, which can be received throughout
Austria, “Heimat, fremde Heimat”, the German-speaking magazine for and about
migrants and national minorities, which pursues an integrative approach and also
wants to familiarize the German-speaking majority with subjects relating to the ethnic
minorities. “Dobar dan, Hrvati”, the Burgenland-Croat television magazine of the
Regional Studio Burgenland, and “Dober dan, Koroska”, the television broadcast in
the Slovene language of the Regional Studio Carinthia.

e Radio Vienna: once per week (Sunday, 19.30 to 20.00 hrs.) a radio version of the
television broadcast “Heimat, fremde Heimat”.

e 3sat: one television broadcast per week (Thursday, 11.15 to 12.15 hrs, 3sat version of
“Heimat, fremde Heimat” every 14 days, alternating with the magazine in the Slovene
language from RTV Slovenija).

e Internet: Every day topical information from society, politics, culture, with a special
focus on “national minorities, minorities, human rights” in German, Burgenland-
Croat, Slovene, Hungarian and occasionally Slovak, Czech, Romany. All broadcasts
on Radio 1476 in Romany, Slovak, Czech and Hungarian, and by the Regional Studio
Burgenland in Burgenland-Croat, Romany and Hungarian, as well as the Slovene
television broadcast of the Regional Studio Carinthia and the information programs of
ORF Carinthia on “Radio DVA-AGORA?”, as real-audio and/or real-video for
downloading. Live-stream from Radio Burgenland, Radio Carinthia, Radio Vienna
and Radio 1476.

e Teletext: Daily program information about all radio and television programs of the
ORF of relevance to the national minorities, as well as daily topical information about
events of relevance to the national minorities on page 639 (“Ethno Tips”).

e All aforementioned programs broadcast by Radio Burgenland, Radio Carinthia, Radio
Vienna, as well as by ORF 2 (including the local program slots in Burgenland and
Carinthia, as well as Teletext) can be received throughout Austria via ORF digital,
which ensures that the members of the national minorities who live outside the
respective settlement areas can receive these programs.

Internet

The on-line platform of the ORF http://volksgruppen.ORF.at underwent a complete re-
launch in May 2004. In consequence, the platform was adapted to the growing requirements
of a comprehensive multilingual Internet portal; its content was expanded, and it was made
even more user-friendly, on account of its modern on-line design and simpler navigation. A
new Content Management System (CMS) clearly improved and made the technical structure
easier (entering and processing texts, pictures and charts). This also facilitated an increase in
the number of available reports and also a correct presentation for the so-called diacritic
characters, which is of great importance for a multilingual portal.
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The most up-to-date and important information from all the six autochthonous national groups
have now been integrated into the access page http://volksgruppen.ORF.at, which are
produced, coordinated and serviced by the Central Minorities Editorial Desk, in cooperation
with the regional editorial desks for the national minorities of the Regional Studios
Burgenland, as well as the Slovenian editorial desk of the Regional Studio Carinthia. In
addition, the new construction of the pages makes it possible for members of the national
minorities to access directly the languages in their respective mother tongues, as well as the
area “integration”. Moreover, the newly designed platform also offers more comprehensive
services such as, for example, a calendar of events that is oriented towards the target groups.

With the new structure, which was prepared by the one-line department, ORF.at,, and the
Regional Studios Burgenland and Carinthia and which coincides with the four years of
existence of the web site, the platform “volksgruppen.ORF.at” meets the requirements of an
attractive multilingual Internet portal.

Already since May 2000 “volkgruppen.ORF.at” has offered services in German and in the
mother tongues of the national minorities. It offers relevant information such as news, detailed
background reports and commentaries, program announcements, information about events, as
well as audio and video services. The new design, together with the user-friendly navigation
and structure, ensure a swift, clear and simple use of the platform, in spite of the great volume
of content. On the start page of http://volkgruppen,ORF.at all news of importance to the
autochthonous national minorities can be accessed in German. When using the navigation,
one can quickly access the information in the mother tongue of the respective national
minority (Burgenland-Croat, Slovene and Hungarian), as well as access the services offered
by the portal. In some cases, the content is also provided in Romany, Slovak and Czech.

The goal of “volksgruppen.ORF.at” is to contribute towards maintaining and stimulating the
language and culture of the autochthonous national minorities in Austria, as well as to provide
topical information about events and their background that are of relevance to these groups.
The site continues to be produced by the on-line editorial desk with its specifically established
functional unit “Ethnic Projects”, as well as the Regional Studios Burgenland (national
minority editorial desk Burgenland) and Carinthia (Slovene minority editorial desk).

Teletext

The ORF TELETEXT offers program information about all radio and television programs of
relevance to the national minorities on a daily basis, as well as — since 2003 — information
about events of interest to the national minorities on its page 639 (“Ethno Tips™), which is
updated on a daily basis.

Private Radio Stations

Radio Agora/Radio dva

For the period 1 April 1998 to 31 March 2005, the Private Broadcasting Authority granted the
license to “Agora Korotan Lokalradio GmbH”, a group of operators, in order to organize a
local radio program that provides the settlement area of the Slovenian minority in Carinthia.

In keeping with the decree by the authority, 50% of the spoken programs offered must be
broadcast in the Slovene language.
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When the Private Broadcasting Authority granted the broadcasting frequency to the group of
operators comprising Radio Agora and Radio Korotan, both had to provide evidence that they
had the commercial means to run the radio operations. In this connection, Radio Korotan
emphasized that it obtained its economic basis with revenues from advertising spots, and
Radio Agora stated that its philosophy was to work with volunteers and to rely on revenues
from donations. In spite of their initial statements regarding their commercial viability, the
Federal Chancellery supported the two radio operators with considerable financial resources
during the initial phase 1998 to 2000 from the budget earmarked to promote the national
minorities, especially in order to create the infrastructure for the new radio operations and
thus to ensure the provision of minority programs to the national minority. The promotional
funding was meant as start-up support. In 2001, an agreement was then reached between the
private radio stations and the ORF, which gave financial support to the radio operators. As
this agreement expired at the end of 2002, and as the ORF was unable to continue the support,
on account of its own savings measures, the Coordination Committee of the Slovene minority
in Carinthia supported the Slovenian private radio station with EUR 35,538.00 and Slovenia
with EUR 11,000.00, which reflected about 7% of the financial support previously granted by
the ORF.

In 2003 further negotiations took place with the ORF, which resulted in a coordination
agreement, on the basis of which the ORF has broadcast 8 hours per day on the frequency of
the private radio operators since 21 March 2004 and again reached an agreement on funding
with the radio operators. As a result of the agreement with the ORF, the ORF now broadcasts
and finances an all-day Slovenian radio program on the frequency of the private radio station,
but discontinued its previous news slots in the Slovene language at Radio Carinthia, It is
pointed out expressly that the ORF is an independent corporation and that it is in its sole
discretion whether it wishes, and is in a position to enter into a cooperation with a private
radio operator, in keeping with § 5 of the ORF Act.

The editorial desk for the Slovene program of ORF Carinthia now broadcasts eight hours of
radio programs per day in the Slovene language on the frequency of “Radio DVA-Agora”.
Freies Radio / Svobodni radio “Radio AGORA” broadcasts a Slovene-language and
multilingual program which is designed mainly by free-lance staff. A new feature is the
information and magazine broadcasting slot from Monday to Sunday between 19.00 and
20.00 hrs,

In early October 2005, the ORF general manager presented the results of a survey to the
Audiences’ Council regarding the Slovene-language broadcasts of the ORF and Radio dva —
Agora. The study was conducted by the Institut Fessl-Gtk which had sent out bilingual
questionnaires for this purpose (they were also enclosed, inter alia, with the journal
NOVICE). More than 10,000 questionnaires were distributed; about 6% were completed and
returned. Half of the interviewees indicated that they used both Slovene and German as their
everyday language, 29% indicated to use Slovene and 20% said they used German as their
everyday language. 60% of the interviewees said they heard Radio DVA — Agora every day,
and 24% said they did so at least once per week. Fessl-Gfk stated that the listeners identified
very positively with the radio station. 69% stated that the radio station is extraordinarily
important for the Slovene minority. 85% would miss it “very much” or “quite much”, if the
radio station did not exist.
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Radio MORA — A multilingual, open radio station

In Burgenland a private radio company was also granted a license to operate a local radio
station for the same period of time. The organization “Radio MOTA — Mehrsprachiges
offenes Radio”, an organization of the national minority was involved, and it designed the
broadcasts in the three languages spoken by the national minorities in Burgenland
(Burgenland-Croat, Hungarian and Romany). Here, too, difficulties emerged in connection
with the transitions of ownership to other private companies that did not belong to a national
minority and now produced programs in the languages of the majority. Consequently, the
application for re-orientation of the license of the radio operator, to operate an almost
exclusively German-language format and only a minimum of minority programs during the
night, was not approved by the authorities, and because of the financial difficulties the
program providers discontinued their program almost completely (only music programs).

ThePrint Media

As a matter of principle, all national minorities have the possibility to publish various print
media. However, it is often a lack of personal resources that prevents the implementation and
regular editing of publications. In spite of support from the funds of the Federal Chancellery
earmarked for the national minorities, it is often not possible to finance a newspaper or
magazine that is published regularly. This is probably also the decisive reason why no daily
newspapers are published in the minority languages. As a matter of principle, funds are
available from the budget of the Federal Chancellery promoting the national minorities for
periodicals and other printed publications. The specter ranges from newspapers and
information bulletins, scientific works and literature, monographs, a variety of books on
specific subjects to publications for children and juveniles.

The Burgenland-Croat minority
The Burgenland-Croats have the following periodicals in the area of the print media:

e Hrvatske Novine / Croat weekly newspaper: published by the Croat Press Association.
The newspaper is published in the Burgenland-Croat language to a large extent (there
are also articles, published regularly, in the standard Croat language). It comes out
every Friday and covers 16 to 28 pages. The reports focus on the situation and
problems of the Burgenland-Croats, they also deal regularly with other national
minorities in Austria and in other countries.

e Crikveni Glasnik / Croat Church Newspaper: The “Glasnik” (messenger) is published
by the Eisenstadt diocese on a weekly basis and has 8 pages. Sometimes two issues are
published together. The publication is in color. The editor in chief is the head of the
Croat section of the pastoral service of the Eisenstadt diocese. The “Glasnik” is the
communication and information instrument in the Croat language of the Eisenstadt
diocese.

e (lasilo: The publication of the association Hrvatsko Kulturno Drustvo / Croatian
Cultural Association in Burgenland. It is published regularly every quarter on 12 to 20
pages in color. The paper is written and revised by the board members of the Croatian
Cultural Association in Burgenland. The paper reports about events in the Croat and
mixed-language villages, about concerns and problems of the national minorities in
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Austria and Europe, as well as about the various activities of the cultural association
and other organizations of the national minority.

e Novi Glas (The new voice): The publication of the association HAK / Croatian Club
of University Graduates. It is published quarterly and in a variable volume (appr. 40
pages). The editors are board members of the Club. The subjects relate to the general
minority policy and especially to the policy relating to the Burgenland Croats,
Croatian literature, and topics for students and adolescents, as well as topics relating to
the social policy and with a cultural background. The Burgenland-Croat and the
Croatian language, as well as German and English (occasionally) are used as
languages. Novi Glas is defined as a discussion forum of the Burgenland Croats. It
tries to present problems of topical interest from the fields of minority policy, culture,
science and language in a controversial fashion.

e Put (The path): The publication of the Croat Cultural Association in Vienna. It is
published twice per month and covers approximately 40 pages. The editors are the
board members of the cultural association. The topics range from minority policies
and culture to reports about the Burgenland-Croat community in Vienna, as well as

poetry.

e (Gradis¢e Kalendar (Burgenland calendar): It is published by the Croat Press
Association. The publication comes out once every year, always at the beginning of
the year. The publication covers about 300 pages in A-5 format. The content includes
the calendar, literature and poetry, history, biographies, articles on the language and
about social science.

e Panonska ljetna knijga (Pannonian yearbook): It is published by the Pannonian
Institute on an annual basis and has about 500 pages. The editor is the chairman of the
Pannonian Institute. The content comprises articles about important historical events
and anniversaries, texts on exhibitions and articles about the peoples and national
minorities in the Pannonian region.

The Slovene minority

The publication of the weekly newspaper “Slovenski vestnik™ of the Central Association of
Slovenian Organizations and the weekly newspaper “Nas tednik” of the Council of the
Carinthian Slovenes was discontinued. Instead, the two organizations jointly publish a new
weekly newspaper “Novice” by way of a joint limited-liability company. The paper is
published in a printed version and also on-line. Yearbooks and numerous information
bulletins for members are also published by the associations of the Slovenian minority.

In addition, the following publishing houses in Carinthia are of special importance for

publications in the Slovene language: Drava Druck und Verlags-GesmbH,
Hermagoras/Mohorjeva and the Wieser Verlag.

For the Slovene minority in Styria, the “Article VII Cultural Association for Styria” publishes
“Signal”, a comprehensive information bulletin.
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The Hungarian minority

“Bécsi Naplo” is published every second month in the Hungarian language by the Central
Association of Hungarian Associations and Organizations in Austria. The Burgenland-
Hungarian Cultural Association (Burgenlandi Magyar Kultaregyesiilet) regularly publishes,
inter alia, its information bulletin “Orvidéki Hirek” in two languages. Many Hungarian
organizations publish yearbooks and other information bulletins. The “Hungarian Media and
Information Center”, which was founded as an Interreg project, publishes the first on-line
newspaper for the Hungarian minority.

The Czech minority

The minority council is the publisher of “Videnske Svobodne Listy” (Vienna Free Papers),
which are published every second week. The culture club publishes the journal “Klub” every
other month. The School Association Komensky is the publisher of the monthly journal
“Ceska a Slovenska Viden Dnes” (Czech and Slovak Vienna Today). The Catholic Mission
regularly publishes its newspaper “Rozhledy” (Outlooks). In addition, the various
organizations of the Czech minority publish information bulletins. The School Association
Komensky publishes annually its “Rocenka” (Yearbook) and a calendar.

The Slovak minority

The Slovak minority publishes a quarterly journal “Pohlady” (Insights) which is gaining in
diversity, regarding content, ever since its foundation in the year 1985. It is the media voice of
the Slovak population in Austria and is published four times per year. The information
bulletin covers topics from the life, culture and social activities of the Slovak minority. The
bulletin “Pohlady” is politically independent and focuses on culture and a diversity of
opinions. For example, Slovak artists and their works are presented. The Austrian-Slovak
Culture Association has published several books about Slovaks living in Austria. In 2005, the
first German-Slovak calendar was published.

The Roma minority

The “Roma Service” publishes a children’s newspaper “MRI TIKNI MINI MULTI” in
Romany with funding from the budget for the promotion of the national minorities. It is
published six times per year and is used in the “optional exercise in Romany” and also sent to
interested persons and Roma organizations, as well as distributed in Roma settlements. In
addition, the “Roma Service” also publishes a bilingual newspaper (“dRom”) four times per
year which is used in adult education (Romany course at the Karl Franz University in Graz)
and the lower-level secondary school at Oberwart in the “optional exercise in Romany”.

In this connection, one should also mention the bilingual association newspaper “Romani
Patrin” (“Roma Papers”) of the Roma association at Oberwart and the bilingual journal
“Romano Centro”, which is internationally renowned, of the Romano Centro association — the
association for the Roma population in Vienna. The German association paper “Romano
Kipo” (“Roma Picture”) is published by the Cultural Association of Roma in Austria.
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Article 10

1 The Parties undertake to recognize that every person belonging to a national
minority has theright to use freely and without interference his or her minority
language, in private and in public, orally and in writing.

2. In areas inhabited by persons belonging to national minorities traditionally or in
substantial numbers, if those persons so request and where such a request
corresponds to a real need, the Parties shall endeavor to ensure, asfar aspossible,
the conditions which would make it possible to use the minority languagein
relations between those persons and the administrative authorities.

3. The Parties undertake to guarantee the right of every person belonging to a
national minority to be informed promptly, in a language which he or she
understands, of the reasonsfor hisor her arrest, and of the nature and cause of
any accusation against him or her, and to defend himself or herself in this
language, if necessary with the free assistance of an interpreter.

Ad paragraph 1: Free use of one'slanguage

According to Article 8 of the Federal Constitution Act, "German is the official language of the
Republic without prejudice to the rights granted by federal law to the linguistic minorities."
However, this regulation only applies to the use of German when dealing with public
authorities. However, Article 8 of the Federal Constitution Act does not govern the use of a
specific language among persons living in Austria, irrespective of whether in private or
business conversations, so that it is up to each and every individual to use a language of
his/her choice. Just like all other persons, the members of a national minority thus have the
right to choose the language in which they want to communicate. A restriction of this right
would interfere with the right contained in Article 8 of the European Convention on Human
Rights, which is guaranteed by Austrian constitutional law, and would also be in conflict with
the general principle of equality laid down in the constitution, since a differentiation between
legally "admissible" and "inadmissible" languages would require a - highly questionable -
objective justification.

In addition, reference is made to Article 66 (3) of the State Treaty of St. Germain, according
to which no restriction shall be imposed upon any Austrian national regarding the free use of
any language in private or business communications, nor in matters of religion, the press or
other publications of any kind, or at public meetings.

Ad paragraph 2: Official language

In connection with paragraph 2, it should first be mentioned that the use of minority
languages is not confined to relations with the administrative authorities but this right also
exists before Austrian courts. Under Article 7 (3) of the State Treaty regarding the Re-
establishment of an Independent and Democratic Austria (State Treaty of Vienna), which is of
constitutional standing, the Slovene and Croat languages shall be admitted as official
languages in administrative and court districts with a mixed population, in addition to
German.
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The Constitutional Court stated in its decision of 12 December 1987, file number G 55/87,
V1Slg. No. 11.585/1987, that this right shall be applied directly and that a member of the
Slovene or Croat minority may assert this right directly when dealing with an authority. The
Constitutional Court argued that the absence of an implementing ordinance for the
Burgenland-Croat minority at the time of the decision did not prevent a member of the Croat
minority to assert this right. A text section in the law on the national minorities, which
restricted this right, was therefore revoked by the Constitutional Court as being
unconstitutional.

The Constitutional Court's arguments in this decision are therefore of particular importance.
They state that while it is admissible to issue implementing provisions, in order to clarify, for
example, before which public authorities and agencies the respective minority language may
be used as an official language, this does, however, not prevent persons belonging to national
minorities from also using their minority language in relations to a public authority not
mentioned in the ordinance, if that authority is situated in an administrative and court district
with a Slovene, Croat or mixed population. This right does not derive from the implementing
provisions but directly from Article 7 (3) of the State Treaty of Vienna.

§ 2 (1) item 3 of the National Minorities Act requires the designation by ordinance of the
public authorities and agencies before which the use of a minority language — in addition to
German — as an official language is permitted. Persons belonging to national minorities have
the right to use the language of their national minority, orally and in writing, before such
public authorities. The decisions issued by these authorities shall be served on the members of
a national minority in German and in their minority language. The Constitutional Court has
held repeatedly (decision of the Constitutional Court of 1 July 1983, file number B 457/82;
decision of the Constitutional Court of 28 June 1983, file number B 499/82; decision of the
Constitutional Court of 26 September 1994, file number V{Slg. No. 13.850/1994) that in such
cases a decree shall only be deemed to have been served and become legally effective when
communicated in both official languages.

The records on the civil status of persons shall be kept in the German language (§ 18 of the
National Minorities Act). Whenever documents are presented in one of the languages of the
national minorities for an entry in the records on civil status, the authority shall have them
translated. By the same token, excerpts from the records on civil status shall be issued in the
respective minority language upon request (§ 20 of the National Minorities Act). According to
the case law of the Constitutional Court (for example file no. V{Slg. 14.452/1996), this shall
also apply to cases in which the act resulting in an entry (e.g. a marriage) was not conducted
in the language of the national minority, in the absence of a request to this effect by the
member of the national minority.

The following ordinances on official languages are currently in force:

“Ordinance of the Federal Government designating the courts, administrative authorities and
other agencies before which the Slovene language is admitted as an official language, in
addition to the German language” (Federal Law Gazette No. 307/1977 in the version of
Federal Law Gazette II No. 428/2000)

“Ordinance of the Federal Government designating the courts, administrative authorities and
other agencies before which the Croat language is admitted as an official language, in addition
to the German language” (Federal Law Gazette No. 231/1991 in the version of Federal Law
Gazette No. 6/1991)
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“Ordinance of the Federal Government designating the courts, administrative authorities and
other agencies before which the Hungarian language is admitted as an official language, in
addition to the German language” (Federal Law Gazette II No. 229/2000 in the version of
Federal Law Gazette 11 No. 335/2000)

a) the Croat minority:

For the Croat minority, the ordinance on official languages has been in force since 9 May
1990. On the basis of this ordinance, the Croat language has been admitted as an official
language before the municipal authorities and municipal agencies of the municipalities listed
by name, as well as before the district administrative authorities of almost all political districts
of Burgenland (except for the district of Jennersdorf, as well as the two towns of Eisenstadt
and Rust). Moreover, the Croat language is also held to be an official language before the
Office of the Burgenland Regional Government, as well as before a number of regional
federal authorities such as tax offices, as well as the local courts of Eisenstadt, Giissing,
Mattersburg, Neusiedl am See, Oberpullendorf and Oberwart, and the regional court at
Eisenstadt.

b) the Slovene minority:

For the Slovene minority, the ordinance on official languages has been in force since 1 July
1977. The Slovene language is thus an official language before the district administrative
authorities of Klagenfurt-environs, Villach-environs and Vélkermarkt, as well as before the
municipal authorities or certain municipalities in these political districts, especially before the
Office of the Carinthian Regional Government, as well as before regional federal authorities
such as tax offices. Moreover, the Slovene language is an official language before the local
courts of Ferlach, Eisenkappel and Bleiburg, as well as before the regional court at
Klagenfurt.

¢) the Hungarian minority:

For the Hungarian minority the ordinance on official languages has been in force since 1
October 2000. On the basis of this ordinance, the Hungarian language has been admitted as an
official language before the principal district authorities and local courts of Oberpullendorf
and Oberwart, as well as before the authorities of the municipalities of Oberpullendorf,
Oberwart, Rotenturm an der Pinka and Unterwart. Moreover, the Hungarian language is an
official language before the Office of the Burgenland Regional Government, the regional
court at Eisenstadt and other regional federal authorities such as tax offices.

d) the Roma minority:

On account of the linguistic situation of the Roma it is not conceivable — in the opinion of the
persons concerned — that the language of this national minority is used as an official language.
This is the result of a scientific survey among the Roma on their attitude towards language
and on the use of language, conducted in the year 1994. The use of the Romany language for
public purposes is gradually but continuously being expanded, as part of the codification and
preparation of teaching materials — facilitated by promotional funding for the national
minority — as well as by the use of the written language in association newspapers of the
organizations of this national minority.
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The languages at court

The Federal Ministry of Justice provided the following statistical material on the number of
persons working at courts who also are fluent in the languages of the national minorities, as
well as on the number of proceedings conducted in the Slovene language before the courts in
Carinthia (the data relate to the year 2004):

Number of public servants with Slovene language skills:

Local Court Bleiburg: 3 persons, including the head of the local court and the head of the
court office.

Local Court Eisenkappel: 4 persons, including the head of the local court and the head of the
court office.

Local Court Ferlach: 5 persons, including the head of the local court, another judge and the
head of the court office.

Number of public servants with Hungarian language skills:

Local Court Oberwart: 7 persons, including 3 judges of the local court.

Number of public servants with Croat language skills:

Local Court Oberwart: 1 Rechtspfleger (higher-level court official)
Regional Court Eisenstadt: 4 persons, including 2 judges of the regional court.

Statistics from the year 2004 on the handling of the provisions of the National Minorities Act
and the ordinance on official languages shows the following picture, by way of example, for
the Slovene language:

During the period under review, no proceedings before the Regional Court Klagenfurt were
conducted in the Slovene language. This correlates with the figures for the previous years. It
was only in the year 2002 that one case (criminal media law) was conducted in the Slovene
language.

Before the local courts of Bleiburg, Eisenkappel and Ferlach, a total of 100 proceedings were
conducted, in the course of which — partly completely — hearings and examinations were
conducted in the Slovene language and/or actions and submissions were filed in the Slovene
language. Moreover, advice on legal matters was given in the Slovene language — especially
at the court days of the local courts at Eisenkappel and Ferlach.

A comparison with the figures for the year 2003 shows an increase in the number of cases
before the Local Court Bleiburg (+4), as well as the Local Court Ferlach (+10) and a slight
decrease before the Local Court Eisenkappel (-3). The total number of cases continued to
increase, as compared to the year before. The strong downward trend of earlier years therefore
appears to have been stopped (total number of cases in the years 2000: 158; 2001: 83;
2002:69; 2003: 89; 2004: 100).
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A submission for being granted the fee according to § 22 (4) of the National Minorities Act
was filed in three cases (Local Court Eisenkappel 2; Local Court Ferlach — 1). For the sake of
comparison: 2003 — Eisenkappel — 1; 2002 — Eisenkappel — 2; 2001 — Eisenkappel — 1).

§ 22 (4) of the National Minorities Act reads as follows:

“1f a party (a person involved) in court proceedingsis represented or defended by a lawyer,
acounsel in criminal mattersor a notary public, the fee for that lawyer, counsel in criminal
matters or notary public for the last third of such proceedings (hearings) that are also
conducted in the language of a national minority shall be borne by the federal authorities.
Payment of this contribution to the fees shall be claimed before the end of a hearing by
submitting a list of expenses, with the claim being forfeited otherwise; the judge shall
determine the amount of the fee immediately and instruct the court accountant to pay this
amount to the lawyer, counsel in criminal matters or notary public. This extra expense for
the fee shall be calculated as if the opponent of the person entitled to this claim were obliged
by law to refund these costs.

Constitutional - court case law

Decision of the Constitutional Court of 4 October 2000, file number V 91/99-11

In this decision on official languages, the Constitutional Court stated that an administrative
district, as defined by Article 7 item 3 of the State Treaty of Vienna, which has constitutional
standing, also includes municipalities. In the reasons given to explain this decision, the
Constitutional Court stated that the concept of an administrative district with “a mixed
population” also includes a municipality — such as the municipality of Eberndorf, as in the
case in hand — in which the share of the Slovene-speaking population in the total population
amounted to 10.4% at the last census. The results of earlier censuses were included in these
considerations.

Ad paragraph 3

This right already can be derived by everybody — thus also by members of a national minority
— from Article 5 (2) and Article 6 (3) letters a) and e) of the Human Rights Convention which
has constitutional standing in Austria. The first half sentence is also guaranteed by Article 4
(6) of the federal constitutional law on the protection of personal freedom.

Article 11

1 The Parties undertake to recognize that every person belonging to a national
minority hastheright to use his or her surname (patronym) and first namesin the
minority language and the right to official recognition of them, according to
modalities provided for in their legal system.

2. The Parties undertake to recognize that every person belonging to a national
minority has theright to display in hisor her minority language signs, inscriptions
and other information of a private nature visible to the public.

3. In areastraditionally inhabited by substantial numbers of persons belonging to a

national minority, the Parties shall endeavor, in the framework of their legal
system, including, where appropriate, agreements with other States, and taking
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into account their specific conditions, to display traditional local names, street
names and other topographical indications intended for the public also in the
minority language when thereis a sufficient demand for such indications.

Ad paragraph 1. Use of on€ snamein the language of the national minority

According to § 21 of the Civil Status Act, in conjunction with § 154 of the Austrian Civil Law
Code, the child is generally given his or her first name by the parents. There is no requirement
under Austrian law that the name must be in German, nor does the surname have to be in
German. This also derives from § 5 (3) of the Civil Status Ordinance, according to which a
person's names, which are to be registered on the basis of a document presented in Latin
letters, must be recorded in the original letters and characters. This means that diacritic
characters not used in the German language must also be used.

An amendment of the Names Modification Act (Federal Law Gazette No. 25/1995) resulted
in a large measure of liberalization concerning the possibility to modify one’s name. The
members of a national minority, who already have a name, converted into German, have the
possibility to assume once again their original name in the language of the national minority.
An important reason need no longer be indicated.

However, an important reason is required if this change of name is to be carried out free of
charge. In certain cases a member of a national minority may have an important reason stating
that the intended change of name is necessary in order to avoid unreasonable disadvantages in
his/her social relations and that these drawbacks cannot be avoided in any other way.
According to § 2 (2) of the Names Modification Act, this reason also applies to a change of
the first name.

Ad paragraph 2: Private information visibleto the public in the language of the national
minority

Just like the right according to Article 10 (1) of the Framework Convention, this right is also
protected by Article 8 of the Human Rights Convention. Austria’s legal system does not have
any stipulation according to which signs, inscriptions, indications and communications of a
private nature may only be affixed in one specific language. Everybody therefore has the right
to announce communications in whatever language. Signs and indications may only be
prohibited for general reasons, such as that their content would be contrary to law — for
example in the case of violations of the law prohibiting National Socialism — or because the
affixing of signs in certain places — for example on account of building regulations — is
prohibited. However, the ban can certainly not be pronounced on account of the fact that a
certain language was chosen to disseminate the information. A restriction of the languages
admitted in private use — although visible for the public — would be in conflict with the
principle of general equality, as laid down under constitutional law, as a statutory distinction
between “admissible” and “inadmissible” languages would require a factual justification,
which as such would by highly questionable.

Ad paragraph 3: Bilingual topography
According to Article 7 (3) of the State Treaty of Vienna signs and indications of a
topographical nature shall be affixed both in the language of the national minority and in

German in the administrative and court districts with a mixed population of Carinthia,
Burgenland and Styria. For the sake of implementing this constitutional provision, § 2 (1) of
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the National Minorities Act stipulates that those parts of the regions shall be designated by
ordinance in which topographical indications shall be affixed in two languages. This provision
also applies to certain parts of regions and accrues to the benefit of the Hungarian minority in
Burgenland.

So-called topographical ordinances therefore exist for the Croat, the Slovene and the
Hungarian minorities. These ordinances list the sections of regions with municipalities for
which signs and indications of a topographical nature shall be affixed, and they stipulate the
names of those parts of the regions in the respective language of the national minority.

The Topographical Ordinance Burgenland (Federal Law Gazette I No. 170/2000) went into
force on 22 June 2000. The scope of application of the ordinance covers a total of 28
municipalities with Croat as a language, as well as with mixed languages (and there 47
places) and four municipalities and/or places with Hungarian as a language, as well as with
mixed languages. On 31 July 2000 the last of the altogether 260 municipal signs was put up in
Burgenland. In the course of placing the signs, there was not a single negative act or act of
vandalism by anyone. All political forces in Burgenland cooperated in connection with the
municipal signs — not only the regional government of Burgenland but also all persons
concerned, the principal district authorities and the police officers, as well as mayors and the
population at large. They were all informed in advance and contributed to the success of the
campaign.

The Topographical Ordinance for Carinthia, Federal Law Gazette II No. 245/2006 has been in
force of 30 June 2006.

Case law of the Constitutional Court

Decision of the Constitutional Court of 13 December 2001, file number G 213/01-18, V 62,
63/01-18 “Municipal Signs Decision”:

In the reasoning of its decision, the Constitutional Court stated that in connection with
topographical signs a place is also held to be an “administrative district with a mixed
population”, as defined by Article 7 item 3 of the State Treaty of Vienna. In the reasons
explaining the decision, the Constitutional Court stated that this is the case whenever the place
— as in the case at issue St. Kanzian am Klopeiner See in Carinthia has a Slovene-speaking
population share of more than 10%, compared to the total population, in censuses, when
observed over a longer period of time.

This model is thus based on the share of the Slovene-speaking population in a place,
indicating in censuses over a longer period of time that the language of a national minority is
the everyday language. However, this model is only one of the models that can be used to find
a solution for topographical issues in conformity with the State Treaty.

The consequences of the court decision

It has not been possible for the legislator, as yet, to find new regulations as a follow-up to the
so-called “Municipal Signs Decisions”.

The Federal Chancellor regards a lasting solution for the municipal-signs issue in Carinthia as

an important matter. He therefore repeatedly asked representatives of the federal and regional
political bodies, as well as of the Slovene population in Carinthia and of the Carinthian
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homeland associations to sit down at the negotiating table to seek a consensus in a conference
in order to work out a solution that will find the broadest possible acceptance. In addition, the
Federal Chancellor invited the mayors involved in the issue of the municipal signs to the
Federal Chancellery in order to discuss the matter with them.

In June of this year, it was then possible to find a compromise, as a result of intensive
deliberations and negotiations which — quite rightly — was regarded as a historic event. The
solution obtained on that occasion consists of two elements:

1. A new Topographical Ordinance for Carinthia which provides that, in line with the stages
of a timetable (until the end of 2009), bilingual topographical indications will be placed in a
total of 141 places in Carinthia.

2. A constitutional provision that confirms the compromise reached. The 15/10 model, a
guarantee on legal continuity, a time schedule in stages, and the much-discussed opening
clause are the essential core elements of this provision.

A solution was thus presented that takes account of the justified concerns of the Slovene
minority in Carinthia and complies with the State Treaty of Vienna, but also does not
overstress the German-speaking majority population in the municipalities concerned.

Subsequently, this new topographical ordinance for Carinthia was adopted by the Federal
Government on 17 July 2006 (Federal law Gazette 11 2006/263). However, according to its §
6 (1) it will only enter into force “at a point in time to be determined by federal constitutional
law”.

Further case law of the Constitutional Court

Decision of the Constitutional Court of 9 October 2004, file number B 9/03

When giving the reasons for this decision, the Constitutional Court stated that the immediate
applicability of the State Treaty of Vienna — namely also as a yardstick for checking
procedures based on laws or ordinances — can only be invoked if there are no simple-law
provisions on implementation.

Decision of the Constitutional Court of 14 December 2004, file number V 131/03

With this decision, the Constitutional Court dismissed the application by individual members
of the Slovene minority in Carinthia for lack of a subjective law of the petitioning members of
the national minority to bilingual municipal signs.

According to Article 7 item 3, second sentence, of the State Treaty of Vienna, which has
constitutional standing, it is merely an international obligation on the part of the Republic of
Austria and/or an “order” directed at one of its bodies “to draw up” topographical signs and
indications in the thus required manner, i.e. in two languages. However, no subjective right of
an individual person can be derived from Article 7 item 3, second sentence, of the State
Treaty of Vienna, for lack of a sufficiently individualized interest of the parties when
complying with this objective constitutional standard. (See also a similar decision of the
Constitutional Court of 10 October 1984, file number B 629/78 and the decision of the
Constitutional Court of 9 October 2004, file number B 9/03.)
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Decision of the Constitutional Court of 12 December 20035, file number V 64/05,
Decision of the Constitutional Court of 26 June 2006, file number V 20/06

In these decisions, the Constitutional Court confirmed its case law, as expressed in its
decision of 13 December 2001. In the latter decision the Court specified that the character of a
place as an “administrative district with a mixed population” may also be lost if — as in the
case giving rise to the action in question — the Slovene-speaking share of the population living
in that place was below 10% at two last censuses and if the trend is in the downward
direction.

Article 12

1 The Parties shall, where appropriate, take measures in the fields of education and
research to foster knowledge of the culture, history, language and religion of their
national minorities and of the majority.

2. I n this context the Parties shall inter alia provide adequate opportunities for
teacher training and access to textbooks, and facilitate contacts among students
and teachers of different communities.

3. The Parties undertake to promote equal opportunities for accessto education at all
levelsfor persons belonging to national minorities.

Article 14

1 The Parties undertake to recognize that every person belonging to a national
minority hastheright to learn hisor her minority language.

2. In areasinhabited by persons belonging to national minorities traditionally or in
substantial numbers, if thereis sufficient demand, the Parties shall endeavor to
ensure, asfar as possible and within the framework of their education systems,
that persons belonging to those minorities have adequate opportunities for being
taught the minority language or for receiving instruction in thislanguage.

3. Paragraph 2 of thisarticle shall be implemented without prejudice to the learning
of the official language or the teaching in thislanguage.

General Comments:

As part of the present national report, Austria wishes to give a comprehensive overview of the
legal, political and practical situation of its minority school system. It therefore appears to be
meaningful to address Articles 12 and 14 jointly.

Education is essential for any community. This, of course, is particularly true for those groups
that are concerned about maintaining their language, identity and culture. Education is thus a
specifically sensitive area for all national minorities in Austria and a very important
cornerstone for their future.
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The right to education is one of the fundamental human rights, and it is guaranteed in Austria
by Article 2 of the 1st Protocol to the European Convention on Human Rights, which has
constitutional standing in Austria.

The principle of equal access to education is laid down in Article 14 (6) of the Federal
Constitution Act: "Access to public schools is generally open to all, without distinction of
birth, sex, race, status, class, language and religion, and — in addition — within the limits of the
statutory requirements. The same applies, in analogy, to nursery schools, day-care centers and
dormitories for pupils." This specific interpretation of the principle of equality ensures that
access to public schools cannot be made subject to non-objective criteria.

The minority school system is integrated into the general system of Austrian public education.
Separate curricula exist for the respective minority languages, which deviate from those of the
other schools mainly only with regard to the language.

The concept of integration is not only a fundamental principle of Austria's general education
policy but also the basis of the bilingual education and training in Austria’s bilingual schools.
Primary schools in Austria — not only those within the scope of application of the minority
school laws, offer intercultural learning as a general educational goal. The primary school
curriculum reads as follows:

"A special social and educational task accrues to primary schools
whenever they can facilitate intercultural learning because children with
German and non-German mother tongues are taught together. The
aspects of intercultural learning, with special emphasis on the cultural
heritage of the respective national minority, are most likely to be
developed in those federal provinces of Austria where children belonging
to a minority and/or Austrian and foreign children are taught together. In
the course of dealing with the respectively other cultural heritage such
aspects as lifestyle habits, language, customs, texts (for example stories,
tales and legends), traditions, songs, etc., must be dealt with, in
particular. Intercultural learning is not restricted to learning about other
cultures. Rather, the issue is to learn and to understand together, to
experience and help shape cultural values. What is also required is to
arouse interest in and curiosity for the cultural differences, so that not
only cultural unity but also cultural diversity can be experienced as
something valuable. In this connection, intercultural learning is meant to
contribute towards a better mutual understanding and/or to better mutual
appreciation, to help pupils realize what they have in common, so that
they can overcome prejudices. One must ensure the linkages to the
didactic principle of social learning and the educational principle of
political education, including education to peace.”

Various models of language learning exist for the respective languages of the
national minorities, as part of the Austrian laws on minority schools.

The rights of the minorities in the field of school education are laid down in the
State Treaty of St. Germain and the State Treaty of Vienna.

With the State Treaty of St. Germain, Austria accepted the obligation contained in
Article 68 to provide for adequate support in those towns and districts in which a
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relatively large number of non-German-speaking Austrian nationals live, in order
to ensure that the children of these Austrian nationals can be taught classes in
primary school in their own language.

According to Article 7 item 2 of the State Treaty of Vienna, Austrian nationals of
the Slovene and Croat minorities in Carinthia, Burgenland and Styria have the
right to obtain elementary schooling in the Slovene and Croat languages, as well
as to have a proportionate number of secondary schools. The provision also
stipulates that the curricula should be reviewed from this angle, and that a
department of the school inspectorate be set up for Slovene and Croat schools.

While the State Treaty of St. Germain only called for adequate support for
education at primary schools, the State Treaty of Vienna — to the extent that it can
be applied directly — contains the right to elementary education in the Slovene and
Croat languages, which is ensured under constitutional law. Implementing laws
governing bilingual education at school must not contradict the provision of
Article 7 item 2 of the State Treaty of Vienna, which has constitutional ranking, in
order to ensure equally and effectively the minority rights contained in the State
Treaty.

Bilingual education in Carinthia and Burgenland is governed by the minority
school laws. The number of pupils attending the bilingual classes is stable and
actually rising, relatively speaking. However, a closer look shows that the
language competencies of the children beginning to attend school are on the
decrease. The reason for that is not only that the use of the minority languages in
the families is on the decrease, but also that monolingual parents decide to sign up
their children for a bilingual education. The latter development is to be welcomed
for the sake of integration and the acceptance of the languages of the national
minorities by society.

The minority school system in Burgenland

Teacher training:

The Minority School Act for Burgenland, Federal Law Gazette No. 64/1994 in the version of
Federal Law Gazette I No. 136/1998 also ensures the training of pedagogical staff for
bilingual classes. Teachers who teach Croat are trained at the Pedagogical Academy in
Eisenstadt, and students actually enroll in these courses. Similar courses are available for
students training to become teachers of Hungarian. However, it has not been possible to date
to organize a course for Hungarian teachers at the academy.

Croat-language students at the Pedagogical Academy were offered the possibility to spend a
semester abroad in Croatia (2000 — 5 persons, 2001 — 3 persons). In addition, teachers at
general upper-level secondary schools and vocational secondary and upper-level secondary
schools are offered the possibility by the Republic of Croatia to attend further training courses
in Croatia during the summer recess. Every year, 2 to 3 persons take part in these programs.

Every year, 1 to 2 persons from Croatia are available as native speakers for one school year to
teach at general upper-level secondary schools in Burgenland. During the 2003/2004 school
year (11 participants) and the 2004/2005 school year (23 persons), language courses for
teachers of Burgenland-Croat were held in Croatia. Bilingual teachers work in Croatia by
giving bilingual lectures.

One should also mention the EU Comenius project 2.1 “Promoting minority languages in
multilingual areas in the course of teacher training programs.”

Access to textbooks:

Textbooks are available both for teaching Croat and Hungarian. They are also available
during the text book campaign, as they are indicated on the list of text books. Additional
teaching materials are developed and produced on an ongoing basis by the Burgenland-Croat
associations, with the regional school council for Burgenland coordinating these activities
which are financed with promotional funding available for the national minorities. Teaching
materials in Romany were also produced and are being used.

The Croat school systems and its educational success were accompanied and evaluated by
academics in the past few years. The further improvement of instruction in the classes, as well
as measures to cope more easily when transferring from one level to the next, were at the
center of these activities. In 1998 a new curriculum entered into force which facilitates a more
flexible design of classroom teaching. A Croat association — the Croat Cultural and
Documentation Center — is working on new text books, based on modern methodological and
didactic principles, in working groups of teachers.

Studies have shown that the national minority of the Burgenland Croats is overwhelmingly of
the opinion that Burgenland-Croat should be taught at school. At the same time, the teachers
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are confronted with the problem that increasingly fewer children have a sufficient basic
knowledge of the language of their national minority when entering school.

In keeping with § 15 of the Minority School Act for Burgenland a department was set up in
the regional school council for the minority schools. Special inspectors were appointed for the
inspection of the bilingual schools, who are licensed to teach in German and Croat and/or
Hungarian, whenever the district or regional school inspectors do not have the respective
language competencies (see § 16 of the Minority School Act for Burgenland). In this specific
case, the regional school inspector for minority schools also supervises the Croat school
system.

Time and again, school supervisory officials provide information and are available for
interviews to various project sponsors and institutions, whenever topics relating to the
national minorities are dealt with.

A special service offered by the regional school inspectorate for Burgenland is the electronic
platform “Education Server Burgenland”. At the address www.bildungsserver.com news on
pedagogical subjects and about the national minorities can be found under “Hrvatski” (=
Croat) or “Magyarul” (= Hungarian), and one may also obtain the list of bilingual schools, as
well as teaching aids for Croat and Hungarian classes. “ARGE Bildungsserver Kroatisch” also
uses the possibility of the web organizer for communication purposes.

Several research projects are being implemented by the regional school inspectorate for
Burgenland and the ministry of education:

1. (Bilingual schools in Burgenland) “Das zweisprachige Schulwesen in Burgenland -
Dvojezi¢no skolstvo u Gradi§¢u” — an evaluation of the bilingual (German-Croat) primary
schools; publication by the same name;

2. (Flexible Joints — A Project on the Interface Problems) “Scharniergelenke — Projekt zur
Nahtstellenproblematik™, publication of the folder “Mehr als eine Sprache — Ve¢ nego jedan
jezik” (More than one language), as a guide for bilingual teachers;

3. “Bildungschance Zweisprachigkeit” (Bilingualism — An Educational Opportunity) —
evaluation of a school project (Hungarian-German) at the bilingual schools at Siget an der
Wart and Unterwart, a publication by the same name;

4. In the fall of 2004, the occasion of “10 Years of the Minority School Act for Burgenland”
was used to publish “Vorteil Vielfalt” (Diversity — An Advantage), in cooperation with the
Croat Cultural and Documentation Center, which examines the practical implementation of
the law;

5. During the 2004/2005 school year, the teaching project “Immersion und Rotation”
(Immersion and Rotation) was started at five primary schools with German-Croat as the
language used in classes. The project is continued during the 2005/2006 school year. The
results will be published in cooperation with the Croat Cultural and Documentation Center.

Time and again, schools organize exhibitions on the relevant topics in the course of trans-
frontier projects, as part of school partnerships with Hungary.

Language weeks, exchange programs
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Groups of pupils of the higher school grades often go on language trips to Croatia or Hungary
or have groups of pupils from these countries as their guests. In connection with primary
schools, there are also numerous trans-frontier partnerships, in the course of which a
minimum of one common activity and/or mutual visit is organized.

Nursery schools:

On the basis of the Burgenland Nursery School Act of 1998, bilingual nursery schools were
set up in about 30 Croat bilingual municipalities, as well as in Hungarian bilingual
municipalities. The regional government makes available assistant nursery school teachers to
nursery schools that do not employ a bilingually trained nursery-school teacher.

With the amendment of the Burgenland Nursery School Act of 8 July 2005, the use of the
Burgenland-Croat and/or the Hungarian language in bilingual nursery schools was extended
from a minimum of nine to twelve hours per week. Parents who do not want their children to
take part in the bilingual program can sign their children off from these activities.

The Training Institute for Nursery School Teachers runs training courses in Croat and
Hungarian, as well as in bilingual didactics.

The school situation of the Croat minority in Burgenland

The right of the Burgenland Croats to receive a school education in their native language,
which is guaranteed by international and constitutional laws, is specifically laid down in the
Minority Schools Act for Burgenland (Minderheiten-Schul gesetz fur Burgenland).

Already before the integration of Burgenland into Austria, the Croat population had the right
to be given tuition at the primary-school level in their minority language. First, the Hungarian
school laws were used as a basis. It was only in 1936, when the federal law on the principles
of education at primary schools was enacted, that § 5 stated specifically and exclusively for
Burgenland: "German is the language used at schools, notwithstanding the rights in favor of
the linguistic minorities in this federal province, as they derive from the Constitution. It is for
the implementing laws to define additional rights of greater scope for the benefit of these
minorities. In any case, the German language must be taught as a mandatory subject." In the
Regional Schooling Act of 1937, which was issued to implement the aforementioned federal
law, additional rights were stipulated. Both the Croat and the Hungarian minorities agreed to
that law which contained provisions that served as a model at that time.

In 1994, this law was replaced by the new Minority Schools Act for Burgenland, which
guarantees class-room teaching in the minority language up to the university level. In
particular, the compulsory provision of bilingual classes in elementary schools was stipulated.

§ 1 (1) stipulates the following constitutional provision:

"The right to use the Croat or Hungarian languages for class-room
teaching or to learn these languages as a compulsory subject in
Burgenland shall be granted to Austrian nationals of the Croat and
Hungarian minorities in such schools as are defined in § 6, § 10 and §
12 (1) of the present federal law.”
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The law provides that in the primary schools of the autochthonous settlement area, Croat may
be used as the only language of instruction; a minimum of six hours per week of German
classes is required, though. In practice, however, the minority does not make use of this
option available to minority schools. Primary schools in the autochthonous settlement area
are, as a rule, run as bilingual schools on a mandatory basis. As the children entering school
have a highly inconsistent level of language proficiency, the degree of bilingualism is rather
variable, but becomes roughly balanced in the fourth school year. Parents who do not wish to
have their children taught in two languages have the right to sign off their children from
enrollment in a particular course, although they continue to be part of the same class.

In case of a sustained demand outside the autochthonous settlement area it is also possible to
establish bilingual schools or to offer classes in Croatian to classes or groups of pupils,
provided that a minimum of seven students registers for such a class. To facilitate bilingual
teaching, the maximum number of pupils per class is 20, while the minimum number is seven
pupils per class. Upon request, school certificates must also be issued in the minority
language.

The Minorities School Act provides for bilingual lower-level secondary schools, as well as
lower-level secondary schools at which Croat is required as a compulsory subject. Whenever
there is demand, departments are to be run in the two languages. In contrast to primary
schools, it is the principle for lower-level secondary schools to sign up for Croat, which
means that pupils wishing to attend Croat classes must sign on for these classes.

The course of international business relations at the University for Applied Sciences in

Eisenstadt requires that one Eastern European language is attended on a compulsory basis.
Next to Hungarian, Czech, Russian and Slovak, Croat is another one of the languages offered.
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As a matter of principle, there are no differences regarding the level of education of the Croat

population and the other population groups. However, on account of the age structure, there

are statistical differences. The Croat minority has an above-average share of persons beyond

the age of 60, though.

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Austrian school laws ensure that education in the Hungarian language is ensured by the public
school system from the pre-school stage up to the secondary school-leaving examination.

The Minorities School Act for Burgenland, as well as the relevant implementing laws provide
that in municipalities with a Hungarian-speaking population, classes at primary schools must
be taught in the Hungarian language or in two languages. The proportion of the two languages
in bilingual education must be kept more or less on the same level. Parents who do not wish
that their children are taught in the Hungarian language have the possibility of signing them
off. These children will, however, remain with their classes. In case of a sustainable demand,
there is a title to obtain in the language of the national minority also at schools outside the
autochthonous settlement area.

Lower-level secondary schools outside the schools covered by bilingual primary schools must
also offer their classes in the Hungarian language, in which case the pupils must sign up for
the classes in the language of the national minority. The classes must be run as of the first
pupil that signs up for it.

The bilingual upper-level secondary school (Gymnasium) at Oberwart offers classes in
Hungarian/German and/or Croat/German up to the level of admission to university. At several
upper-level general secondary schools, Hungarian is also offered in various forms as
additional education. This may range from Hungarian as an optional compulsory subject to
Hungarian as an optional exercise. Similar options are also available at higher-level
vocational schools.

In keeping with the Minorities School Act for Burgenland, the regional school council has set
up a separate department for issues relating to the national minorities. A special inspector is
responsible for inspecting the Hungarian classes in compulsory schools. For the other school
types, a school inspector with the respective language competencies has been appointed with
the inspection responsibilities.

The school situation of the Roma minority in Burgenland

It was decided in October 2005 to put EUR 1.1 million (spread out over ten years) from the
Reconciliation Fund to usefor the Roma minority and to earmark these funds for educational
activities and working with juveniles of the Roma population.

The Minorities School Act for Burgenland of 1994 (Federal Law Gazette No. 641/1994), as
well as the relevant implementing laws in Burgenland provide that there is a legal title to
Romany classes if there is demand for them.

As the Romany language became a written language only very late, this right can only be
implemented in steps. The language of the Burgenland Roma is a language with an oral
tradition which thus had not been recorded in writing, It was only a few years go that as part
of a scientific project of the University of Graz, in cooperation with the Roma Association at
Oberwart, work was begun to establish a written language and to codify it. In the course of the
Romany project of the University of Graz, the varieties of the Romany language spoken in
Austria were compiled and processed on a scientific basis and laid down in writing for the
first time. As a result of this work, newspapers of Roma associations can be published in two
languages, and bilingual collections of Roma stories and teaching games were produced, and
classes taught in Romany were set up at Oberwart and Unterwart, for which curricula and
teaching materials had to be produced. Ongoing scientific support is required for the
production and publication of bilingual association newspapers and for the preparation of the
Romany classes.

On account of the very difficult and comprehensive work regarding the codification of the
language and the production of the necessary teaching materials, this is therefore a major
achievement, which the public authorities support with the necessary emphasis.

In the meantime, first teaching materials have been completed and put to use. However, there
is still not a sufficient volume of materials available which would allow teaching the Romany
language. As a result, no courses can be offered to train teachers at a teachers-training
institute. “Native speakers” are therefore used on a substitute basis for the Romany classes
who are given a basic pedagogical training.

The bilingual children’s bible “O Del use per fatschuvtscha vakerel/Gott spricht zu seinen

Kindern” (God speaks to his children) was produced by the Roma Service, in cooperation
with the desk for the ethnic groups of the Eisenstadt diocese, which was funded from the
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budget for the promotion of the national minorities. This children’s bible was published in the
years 2004 and 2005 in 5 volumes/booklets each. This material is used for teaching (both for
religion classes and in the optional exercise Romany), as well as in adult education.

The desk for the ethnic groups of the Eisenstadt diocese is doing outstanding work in taking
care of Roma juveniles during their spare time.

The “RomBus” of the association Roma Service is responsible for supporting educational
activities for Roma children on a mobile basis. It also serves to provide public relations work.

The school situation of the autochthonous national minoritiesin Vienna

Although Vienna is the autochthonous settlement area for the Czech, Slovak and Hungarian
minorities, there is no school legislation for the national minorities in Vienna. It should be
pointed out that the minorities’ school acts for Carinthia and Burgenland are laws
implementing the State Treaty of Vienna.

Teacher training

As part of the teacher training course at the University of Vienna, future teachers can enroll
for the languages Croat/Serbian, Czech, Slovak and Slovene at the Institute for Slavic Studies.
Hungarian is also taught at the University. There are no courses to train teachers in Romany.

It should particularly be mentioned that teachers and/or educational experts in the broader
sense can resort to the facilities offered at the CERNET language center of the Federal
Teacher Training Institute in Vienna. In cooperation with the Municipal School Council for
Vienna the CERNET project has promoted trans-frontier cooperation with the neighboring
regions of Brno, Bratislava and Gyor. As a result, since 1996 more than 120 school
partnerships and a multitude of seminars, meetings and conferences could be organized.

A special focus in this connection is on intensifying the communicative competences of the
future EU citizens in the region of CENTROPE. One should mention the development of the
joint Central European language portfolio in this context, which is made available to students
so that they can document their language skills.

The school situation of the Burgenland-Croat minority in Vienna
2 bilingual teachers, who run a bilingual class, are available at one primary school. Several
attempts to introduce Burgenland-Croat/German have failed in the past, as the national

minority did not succeed in activating a sufficient number of children with Burgenland-Croat
as a mother tongue.
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The school situation of the Hungarian minority in Vienna

In connection with the educational situation of the Hungarian population living in Vienna one
should mention that the Municipal School Council for Vienna developed the project
“Hungaricum”, together with the Central Association of Hungarian associations in Austria.

The project is an additional offer, to be used on a voluntary basis (as part of an optional
exercise) by four primary schools, two middle-level schools and one upper-level secondary
school in Vienna.

In line with the curriculum provisions on additional, mother-tongue educational courses, the
pupils with Hungarian as a first or second language can deepen and expand their language
skills. The German-speaking pupils acquire elementary language skills for oral
communication, in line with the curriculum provisions for the compulsory/optional exercise
“living foreign language Hungarian”. The project “Hungaricum” takes mainly account of the
aspect of intercultural learning.

The school situation of the Czech and Slovak minoritiesin Vienna

The private bilingual educational facility under public law of the Komensky School
Association is the only school in Vienna that offers bilingual classes and an education in
Czech/Slovak and German beginning with nursery school and ending with an upper-level
secondary-school diploma. The teachers are paid from public funds and are a “living
subsidy”. In addition, the school association receives support from the funding available at the
Federal Chancellery for promoting the national minorities.

In the 2005/2006 school year 380 juveniles attended this educational facility. Nursery school
starts at the age of 2 in a total of three groups; there are classes of primary school (the first
and the second grade are run in parallel), four classes of secondary school and four classes of
the upper section of the upper-level secondary school. In 2004, pupils entered for the upper-
level secondary-school leaving examination at the Komensky School for the first time in 50
years.

The “European Middle School” in Vienna offers courses in German and English, as well as in
Slovak, Czech and Hungarian as a third language. In the course of stays abroad and project
week, acquiring language skills and experience the respective cultures are in the foreground.
Special attention is paid to intercultural learning, to educating pupils to tolerance and
openness to the world, as well as acquiring social and integrative skills. School partnerships
have been established with upper-level secondary schools in Bratislava, Brno and Gyor. The
“European Middle School” is a member of “CERNET” (Central European European Regional
Network for Education Transfer).

Hungarian, Croat, Slovak and Czech are taught as living foreign languages in courses for
several schools (usually optional compulsory subjects or optional subjects). These language
courses available at upper-level general secondary schools in Vienna are mainly directed at
migrant children and/or meant to be foreign-language courses that are not explicitly offered to
national minorities. Upper-level general secondary schools in Vienna have entered into school
partnerships with Czech, Slovak and Hungarian schools.

The Hungarian and Czech languages are taught at the Federal Commercial College in the
tenth district of Vienna, and Hungarian is taught at the Higher Institute for Business
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Occupations in the third district of Vienna. The courses are run as optional exercises. At
present, about 40 pupils are enrolled in these courses. For the next school year it is also
planned to expand the foreign-language courses available at the Commercial College in the
first district of Vienna, at the Vienna Business School and at the Commercial College in the
tenth district of Vienna.

The school situation of the Roma population in Vienna

With the 2004/2005 school year, two teachers for Romany have taught mother-tongue
Romany at primary schools.

The City of Vienna provides financial support to a range of cultural activities by associations
belonging to the Roma, Croat, Czech and Slovene minorities. It also supports educational
projects of the Romano Centro association. Within the framework of the “Assisted Learning”
scheme, for example, Roma children are given assistance and coaching free of charge. The
City of Vienna has also supported the Romano Centro association in the implementation of
measures designed to promote the acquisition of language skills (German language courses).
The project “Roma-Assistenz”, which pursues the goal of improving communication between
Roma children, schools and the families, is now financed by the Ministery of Education.
Roma assistants are active in three compulsory schools in Vienna. The above-mentioned
projects “Roma-Assistenz” and “Assisted Learning” have also met with considerable
international attention.

The minority school system in Carinthia

The title under international and constitutional law to school instruction of the Slovene
population in their mother tongue is implemented in Carinthia by the Minorities School Act
for Carinthia of 1959.

With regard to the schools (classes, departments) within the scope of application of the
Minorities School Act for Carinthia, the provisions applicable to Austrian primary and lower-
level secondary schools are also applied in general, together with a few additional provisions.
The latter includes the stipulation contained in § 16 (1) of the Minorities School Act for
Carinthia.

Bilingual education in Carinthia, the basis of which is the Minorities School Act, is essentially
supported by three pillars:

- In general, the demand of the national minorities in Austria for education is met by the
state-run, public schools.

- A major basic philosophy is the concept of integration which provides for the joint
teaching of different groups of pupils.

- In Carinthia bilingual education is organized as provided by § 12 letter b of the
Minorities School Act for Carinthia, which reads as follows:

“Primary schools with German and Slovene as languages of
instruction (bilingual primary schools) also include — for the purposes
of the present federal law — primary schools with German as a
language of instruction that have classes taught in German and
Slovene as languages of instruction (bilingual primary-school classes)
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and primary-school classes with German and Slovene as languages of
instruction (bilingual primary-school departments).”

§ 7 of the Minorities School Act defines the principle of registration, namely registration for
participation in the bilingual classes, as the expression of the parental right:

“The right to use the Slovene language as a language of instruction or
to learn it as a compulsory subject shall be granted to every pupil in
the territories defined in accordance with § 10 (1) of the present
federal law in the schools to be determined in keeping with § 10 (1) of
the present federal law, if this is the will of the legal representative. A
pupil may only be required to use the Slovene language as a language
of instruction or to learn it as compulsory subject if this is the will of
his/her legal representative.”

With the registration of their children, the persons entitled to provide for a child’s education
state that they accept for their children the special education offered by the Austrian school
system. It is prohibited to check on whether the child belongs to the Slovene minority or to
urge a child to express its affiliation to an ethnic group.

On account of various initiatives which initially were geared to intensify the German-
language teaching (section) at bilingual primary schools (e.g. by using assistant teachers),
there was eventually a major reform discussion, and several commissions were set up. The
main problem that was identified was that children who had been registered for bilingual
education and monolingual children were taught together in classes and departments of
bilingual primary schools. It was feared that the monolingual pupils would be disadvantaged
during the periods in which the teacher was addressing the bilingual pupils in the Slovene
language. Another problem was that the children who are registered for bilingual education
increasingly have no prior knowledge of the Slovene language because they come from
German-speaking families or are members of the Slovene minority, whose parents leave the
teaching of the Slovene language — for whatever reasons — to the schools.

The comprehensive preparatory work of these commissions was taken into account when
ultimately amended the Minorities School Act for Carinthia in 1988. This amendment
improved the organizational framework conditions for bilingual primary schools. It contains
essentially the following novel features:

- smaller numbers of pupils per class,

- setting up parallel classes,

- asystem of having two teachers in classes with a monolingual and a bilingual

department.

Both groups of pupils, i.e. the monolingual and the bilingual one, are taught together and
encounter good conditions for their education. There are certainly pedagogical challenges.
Efforts are undertaken to cope with them by applying new forms of teaching and by giving
adequate thought to the methodology and didactics of instruction, by teaching the language in
a communicative form, as well as by designing the teaching with comprehensive
differentiation and/or individualization.

The smaller classroom units and the fact that a second teacher is assigned to classes in which

registered and non-registered pupils are taught together, ensures good learning and teaching
conditions, as well as the possibility of looking pupils individually. For a time, the two-
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teacher system was unique in the Austrian school system. Now it is also applied to other areas
of practical pedagogical work, especially to heterogeneous groups, as well as to situations
where integration is an important motif.

The locations of primary and lower-level secondary schools especially for the Slovene
population were determined for those municipalities in which there was bilingual instruction

at the beginning of the 1958/1959 school year.

Decision of the Constitutional Court of 9 March 2000, file number G 2-4/00-7

In this decision the Constitutional Court stated that “elementary education” in the meaning of
Article 7 item 2 of the State Treaty of Vienna, which has constitutional standing, refers to the
first four years of school education. In these grades, instruction must therefore be given in two
languages in the schools under consideration. In its decision the Constitutional Court
explained that elementary education in the Slovene language will not be ensured whenever
Slovene — as well as other foreign languages — is only taught as a compulsory subject,
whereas all other subjects are taught only in German. As this was the case to date in the fourth

grade of primary school, the limitation of the bilingual education to the first three grades was
lifted.

This decision has been fully implemented. Elementary education is now in the first four
grades of primary school.

Decision of the Constitutional Court of 27 June 2002, file number B 1230/01:

One should first point to the decision of the Constitutional Court of 27 June 2002, file number
B 1230/01, in which the Constitutional Court dealt with the constitutionality of the closing
down of a primary school within the scope of application of the Minorities School Act for
Carinthia. In the aforementioned decision the Constitutional Court stated, inter alia, that on
account of Article 7 item 2 of the State Treaty of Vienna there are no reservations under
constitutional law concerning the provisions of the Carinthian school law with regard to
setting up and continuing the operation of primary schools, their closing down or the setting
up of classes as school branches (Expositurklasse), because these arrangements did not affect
§ 1 (3) of the Carinthian regional law enacted to implement the basic principles of the
Minorities School Act for Carinthia. According to the relevant implementing provisions for
Carinthia, every pupil living on the territory of municipalities at which instruction at primary
and lower-level secondary schools was given in two languages at the beginning of the
1958/1959 school year was entitled to being taught at a bilingual primary and lower-level
secondary school. However, with these arrangements Article 7 item 2 of the State Treaty of
Vienna has been implemented. The provision of the State Treaty requires that — in line with
the objective of Article 7 of the State Treaty of Vienna — elementary schools for the national
minority must be designated for every municipality in the autochthonous settlement area of
the Slovene minority in Carinthia, as it derives from the Article 7 item 3 of the State Treaty of
Vienna (see file number CfSlg. 12.345/1989). There is also compliance with Article 7 item 2
of the State Treaty of Vienna and § 1 (3) of the aforementioned Carinthian regional law if in a
municipality (that of Zell in the case of this court decision) there is (any) one bilingual
primary school for the pupils of that school district. The further existence of an (additional)
primary school in a designated municipality (namely the primary school at Zell-Pfarre) is
therefore not required. There is even less reason for reservations whenever a class is set up as
a school branch (Expositurklasse) at the location of the former primary school, at which
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elementary instruction is offered in the Slovene language. After all, the organization of the
instruction under school law does not matter in this context.

This decision has made it clear that Article 7 item 2 of the State Treaty of Vienna there are no
obstacles to closing down a bilingual primary school, at least not in those cases in which the
bilingual classes are continued at the respective school site in a school branch. In the
meantime, the small number of pupils (less than 10 pupils per school location) has led to the
closing down of the primary schools at Ebriach, Windisch Bleiberg and Zell-Winkel.

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Within the scope of application of the Minorities School Act for Carinthia (and if there is
a sustainable demand also beyond it), the persons responsible for their children’s education
have the possibility of registering them for bilingual instruction (primary school) and
Slovene education (as of secondary school gradel).

General compulsory secondary schools:

Within the territorial scope of application of the Minorities School Act for Carinthia there are
74 (77) primary schools, of which 6 (7) are classes at school branches (Expositur) and 2 (2)
bilingual primary schools in Klagenfurt which were attended by a total of 5183 (5296) pupils
during the 2005/2006 school year. (The figure in brackets indicates the comparable figure for
the 2004/2005 school year).

1819 (1720) pupils, which corresponds to 36.25% (33.39%), have been registered for
bilingual instruction at 64 (66) primary schools, of which 5 (7) are classes at school branches
(Expositur). In Klagenfurt, 165 (146) pupils are taught in two languages at another 2 (2)
primary schools. Altogether, 1984 (1866) pupils obtain a bilingual education at primary
schools.

The optional exercise in Slovene is attended by 37 (55) pupils in Carinthia. At 10 (11)
primary schools within the scope of application of the Minorities School Act for Carinthia
there were no registration for bilingual instruction.

The Slovene language is taught on the secondary-school level I at 13 (14) lower-level
secondary schools and attended by 339 (337) pupils. 53 (42) attend Slovene courses as a
living foreign language, 164 (163) pupils chose Slovene as an optional subject.

General and vocational upper-level secondary schools:

541 (542) pupils attended the federal upper-level secondary school (Bundesgymnasium and
Bundesrealgymnasium) for Slovenes in Klagenfurt during the 2005/2006 school year. At the
bilingual Federal Commercial College in Klagenfurt, 141 (139) students are enrolled, at the
private bilingual upper-level teaching institute for commercial occupations and the one-year
course in economics a total of 134 (140) pupils are enrolled.

558 (494) students at the other general and vocational upper-level secondary schools have
registered for Slovene as an optional subject or attend Slovene as an optional compulsory
subject.

Bilingual education during the 2005/2006 school year:

Altogether 3734 (3573) pupils/students attended Slovene classes and/or obtained bilingual
instruction during the 2005/2006 school year:

The number of pupils/students in Slovene classes is on the increase; yet, at the same time,
most pupils/students of the first grade do not have any or only very limited language skills.

Altogether, there are 22 lower-level secondary schools within the scope of application of the
Minorities School Act for Carinthia.

As a matter of principle, Slovene can be offered as an optional/compulsory exercise
(unverbindliche/verbindliche Ubung), as an optional subject (Freigegenstand) or also as a
compulsory subject (Pflichtgegenstand) at every primary and lower-level secondary school, as
well as at general and vocational middle-level and higher-level schools, whenever there is
demand for it and the respectively qualified teaching staff is available, as well as the
necessary number of lessons are available. The same applies to schools outside the scope of
application of the Minorities School Act.

The knowledge of the Slovene language obtained while attending compulsory school can be
deepened and extended by continuing to attend general or vocational middle-level or higher-
level schools.

Article 7 item 2 of the State Treaty of Vienna provides for a “proportionate number of own
higher-level secondary schools” for the Slovene minority. As a result, the federal upper-level
grammar school (Bundesgymnasium) (now also an upper-level secondary school =
Bundesrealgymnasium) for the Slovene population was founded in Klagenfurt in 1957, where
classes are taught in the Slovene language. With the establishment of the so-called Slovene
Upper-Level Secondary School, significant educational dynamism set in for the Slovene
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minority. This was further reinforced when the University of Klagenfurt was founded in the
seventies.

Since the 1999/2000 school year the so-called “Kugy Class” was introduced at the Slovene
upper-level secondary school, which is a unique pedagogical innovation. This is an
autonomous school project in the course of which new methods are used for multilingual
education so that pupils and students from Carinthia, Slovenia and Friuli-Venezia can attend
classes. The main languages of the project are Slovene (the common language of all children),
German and Italian, as well as English.

According to the amendment of the Minorities School Act,
“a bilingual commercial college shall be set up in Carinthia, especially
for Austrian nationals of the Slovene minority. (...) At the bilingual
commercial college, instruction in all classes shall be given equally in
the Slovene and German languages. As to the languages taught,
German, Slovene, English and another living foreign language shall
be the compulsory subjects.”

Since the 1990/1991 school year a bilingual commercial college has been operated in
Klagenfurt. In addition, the bilingual teaching institute for business occupations of the
Convent of the School Sisters (denominational private school) at St. Peter near St. Jakob im
Rosental has been established.

According to Article 7 item 2 of the State Treaty of Vienna, a department of the school
inspectorate shall be set up for the Slovene schools. According to § 31 of the Minorities
School Act for Carinthia, a department for matters a) of the primary and lower-level
secondary schools with Slovene as the language of instruction, b) relating to instruction in the
Slovene language at the bilingual primary schools and the Slovene-language departments of
lower-level secondary schools, and c) of the federal middle-level school with Slovene as the
language of instruction and the bilingual commercial college is to be set up with the Regional
School Council for Carinthia. The latter complied with this provision by setting up a separate
department for the minority school system which is responsible for supervising the schools
and for publishing an annual, comprehensive report on the situation of the minorities school
system in Carinthia.

Teacher training:

A high-quality initial and continuing training of the teachers is an important requirement for
the smooth functioning of the bilingual school system and for communicating the Slovene
culture and history. In addition to the specific qualification of the teachers, a good
pedagogical training is very important. Today, team work, conflict management, inter-cultural
learning and knowledge and skills regarding the new communication technologies are more
important than ever before.

The Federal Pedagogical Academy in Carinthia offers additional study courses, in addition
to the general professional qualification for teachers at compulsory schools. With these
courses, the future teachers can obtain qualifications for teaching in two languages at primary
schools, as well as for teaching Slovene at lower-level secondary schools. In addition, a
special training is offered for team teachers as part of the university teacher training. This
qualification can be used when cooperating with the classroom teacher in determining the
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teaching material, in accordance with the Minorities School Act. (The relevant curricula and
examination regulations are published on the Internet.)

Every semester a total of four teachers are employed.
In addition, language courses were offered that were attended by the students.

In its continuing and further training program the Pedagogical Institute in Klagenfurt offers a
large number of activities for bilingual teachers and Slovene teachers. In addition, there are
many activities on intercultural education, as well as integration and promotion of the national
minorities and migrants.

Access to teaching materials:

A considerable number of approved textbooks are available for bilingual instruction, for
teaching in the Slovene language and for teaching Slovene. These can be obtained by the
respective pupils as part of the campaign “free textbooks” outside the limits. Working groups
at the Center for School Development of the Federal Ministry of Education, Science and
Culture work on developing new didactic materials and teaching aids on an ongoing basis.

Scientific publications are produced mainly as part of the research and instruction on the
university level. Contributions, for example to the minorities school system, on bilingualism
and multilingualism as a basis for a regional educational concept, on trans-frontier
cooperation and on intercultural encounters are published in many different publication in
Austria ( e.g. “Erziehung und Unterricht”) and in Slovenia (e.g. “Pedagoska obzorja”).

The annual reports of Department VII of the Regional School Council for Carinthia are a form
of internal evaluation in keeping with Article 8 (1,i) of the European Charter on Regional and
Minority Languages. They are a basis for quality assurance and school development.

The three-language publication “1 + 1 = 2” of the Federal Ministry of Education, Science and
Culture and the Regional School Council for Carinthia is available to inform parentsand
interested persons. Replies to numerous detailed questions on the pedagogical principles
used for the national minorities can be found on the homepage of the Regional School
Council for Carinthia.

Nursery schools:

The Carinthian Nursery-School Fund Act of 12 July 2001 provided the possibility to grant
financial support to bilingual or multilingual private nursery schools in the settlement area of
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the Slovene minority in Carinthia. In addition, it also stipulates quality-assurance measures
for the bilingual education. In addition to private nursery schools, there are also bilingual
groups in public nursery schools in Carinthia.

Numerous studies and, primarily, statistical facts and practical experience with the Carinthian
educational system show very clearly that pre-school bilingual education is becoming
increasingly important. A large number of children of members of the Slovene minority has
only few to none language skills when entering school. As a result, bilingual nursery schools
play a particular role in Carinthia.

The statutory basis in Carinthia for setting up and operating nursery schools is the Nursery
School Act of 1992. This law does not distinguish between public and private nursery
schools; it only distinguishes between functions, namely general nursery schools and special
nursery schools. Everybody opening a nursery school in Carinthia (private individuals,
associations, denominational institutions or municipalities) is treated and evaluated equally
under this law.

There is no positive legal title in Carinthia requiring the public sector to set up a bilingual
nursery school. It is up to the entity operating the nursery school to set up a bilingual nursery
school. The law of 12 July 2001, which created a fund for the promotion of bilingual or
multilingual nursery schools (Carinthian Nursery-School Fund Act, Regional Law Gazette
No. 74/2001), resulted in an improvement of the situation regarding private nursery schools,
as the private nursery schools in question need no longer cover their deficits from the funds
available for the promotion of the national minorities but receive that money from the federal
province of Carinthia.

There are altogether 17 bilingual nursery schools in Carinthia, 8 nursery schools are
municipal nursery schools and 9 are private nursery schools. The multilingual nursery school
Kekec at Volkermarkt went into operation in September 2004; all other nursery schools have
existed for a longer time already.

The responsible special department of the regional government of Carinthia organizes
continuing-training activities in the form of workshops in order to ensure the best-possible
continuing education of bilingual nursery-school teachers.

Slovene Music School:

The Slovene Music School, which has existed for 27 years, currently teaches approximately
540 children and juveniles at 21 locations in the traditional settlement area of the Slovene
population in Carinthia. The Slovene Music School is a private operation, because

- it communicates the traditional songs of the Slovene population in Carinthia,

- the music education is held mainly in the Slovene language, if necessary also in two
languages and thus promotes the language skills of children and juveniles,

- the independent appointment of the teachers by the national minority is maintained,

- the cultural level of the young people can be raised, and the necessary music teachers,
choir leaders and future cultural workers can be trained from among the young pupil
generation.
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The school situation of the Slovene minority in Styria

There is not separate school law for the national minorities in Styria. At present, Slovene is
taught as a foreign language in Styria at the general compulsory schools of the three school
districts in southern Styria, i.e. the districts of Deutschlandsberg, Leibnitz and Bad
Radkersburg.

For many years the school district of Deutschlandsberg has successfully offered Slovene
classes as an optional exercise at the primary school of Eibiswald. During the 2005/2006
school year, 14 pupils attended these courses.

In the Leibnitz school district the primary school at Arnfels (6) and the primary school at
Ratsch (13) offer Slovene classes as an optional exercise. 19 pupils attended the courses
during the 2005/2006 school year. At the lower-level secondary school
(Hauptschule/Realschule) Arnfels, Slovene is taught as an optional compulsory subject, and
77 pupils enrolled in that class during the 2005/2006 school year.

In the school district of Bad Radkersburg, Slovene classes were offered as an optional
exercise during the 2005/2006 school year. 14 participants attended them at the primary
school of Bad Radkersburg, as well as 26 students at the lower-level secondary school of Bad
Radkersburg. 31 pupils went to these courses at the primary school of Mureck, and 9 pupils
attended such classes at the lower-level secondary school of Mureck. The lower-level
secondary school at Straden had 9 participants. As compared to the 2004/2005 school year,
the pupil numbers have clearly gone up.

Mother-tongue instruction in the Slovene language is not offered at any of the general
compulsory schools in Styria, nor is it possible to organize a multi-school course including the
Slovene language for general or vocational upper-level schools in the Graz area.

Nursery schools:

According to the language census taken in the fall of 2004, only 4 children with a bilingual
background (German/Slovene) attended the nursery schools in the district of Bad
Radkersburg, and only 8 children in the Leibnitz district during the nursery-school year
2004/2005.

Languages are not “taught” at nursery schools, and/or there is no bilingual “instruction”, as
any type of instruction is inadmissible according to the provisions of the Styrian Nursery-
School Act (Regional Law Gazette No. 22/2000 in the version of Regional Law Gazette No.
58/2004). Rather, the acquisition of language skills is promoted in keeping with the age of the
children and in the context of situations from everyday life.

There are no nursery schools and/or groups that are run explicitly in two languages and to
which a German-speaking nursery-school teacher would be assigned to work with a nursery-
school teacher with Slovene as a mother tongue.

There is a partnership between the municipal nursery school at Bad Radkersburg and the
nursery school at Gornja Radgona (Slovenia). As part of this partnership, joint projects are
realized, and/or small groups of the nursery schools spend some time at the respectively other
nursery school on a regular basis. Of course, the children and the staff (nursery-school
teachers) of the respective institutions take part in these exchanges. The municipal nursery
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school of Bad Radkersberg is a facility with two groups and authorized for a total of 50
authorized nursery-school attendants.

The other federal provinces

M other-tongue instruction is offered to pupils having command of another first language
than German, as well as to pupils growing up bilingually in their families. On the basis of a
special curriculum, the courses are currently run as optional exercises or optional subjects in
18 languages. During the 2004/2005 school year, a total of 309 teachers taught 26,208 pupils
in the course of 5,749 hours/week in the course of instruction given in the mother tongue of
the pupils. 89.3% were classes in the Bosnian/Croat/Serbian language and Turkish, and more
than half of all pupils attending classes in their mother tongue lived in Vienna.

Languages of the neighboring countries as living foreign languages:

In Lower Austria, pupils at more than 250 schools made use of the possibility to acquire basic
language skills in Slovak, Czech or Hungarian during the 2005/2006 school year. The courses
were offered as optional exercises, optional compulsory subjects or optional subjects. In
Upper Austria, the upper-level secondary school (BORG) at Bad Leonsfelden and the upper-
level secondary school (BG/BRG) at Rohrbach offered Czech classes and organized
cooperation and exchange programs with schools in the Czech Republic. In addition, the
boarding school at the vocational school at Rohrbach also offers a course in Czech. These
courses are available as optional exercises, optional subjects or optional compulsory subjects.

At the University of Salzburg, Czech courses for a total of 7 hours per semester were offered
during the 2004/2005 study year. In the 2005/2006 study year, this will be increased to 8
hours per semester. During the 2004/2005 study year, approximately 20 students attended the
Czech courses per semester.

At the University for Natural Sciences and Applied Life Sciences, foreign-language courses in
Hungarian, Czech and Slovak are being offered.

At the Vienna University of Economics and Business Administration, Czech is taught as a
compulsory course; Croat, Hungarian, Slovene and Slovak are taught as optional courses.
Since the 2002/2003 winter semester Slovene has no longer been taught, and since the 2003
summer semester Slovak has no longer been offered.

At the University of Vienna the Croat, Slovene, Hungarian, Czech and Slovak languages are
taught, namely as a diploma study course for Slavic studies, a bachelor study course for
translation and interpreting (2005 summer semester: 270 students), a teacher-training course
(Croat, Czech, Hungarian: 2205 summer semester: 78 students), as well as in the framework
of the languages taught by the Language Center of the University of Vienna (348
participants). There is also a wide range of studies offered by the University of Vienna in
connection with the languages of the national minorities.

At the University for Applied Science / Business Relations in Eisenstadt it is compulsory to
study an Eastern-European language. Students can choose among Hungarian, Croat, Czech or
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Slovak. The University for Applied Science at Pinkafeld offers Hungarian as a second living
language.

In 1958 the Austrian Institute for Eastern and Southeastern Europe was founded, which the
Science Ministry has been funding ever since. In 1990 the locations of the Institute at
Ljubljana, Bratislava, Brno, Budapest and Sofia were set up. The Austrian Institute for
Eastern and Southeastern Europe (OSI) was the responsible umbrella organization for the
Austrian Science and Research Liaison Offices (AOSs) until 31 December 2003. The
objectives of the ASOs have been re-defined, and since 2004 the science offices in Bulgaria,
Slovakia, Slovenia, the Czech Republic and Hungary are run by a new umbrella organization.
As part of their activities, the ASOs in Sofia (Bulgaria) and Ljubljana (Slovenia) deal and
support issues relating to national minorities, in cooperation with the responsible units in
southeastern Europe.

The University of Innsbruck offers the following activities:

* Croat (language, linguistics, literature, civilization) as part of the course in Slavic Studies:
Study course Bosnian-Croat-Serbian”

* Czech language courses (basic principles) (2 semesters each — 2 hours/week/semester) until
2003 at the Institute and 2 hours/week/semester on the language and culture; since 2004

language courses at the International Language Center of the University of Innsbruck (ISI)

“EuroCom courses in Czech (developing receptive skills by teaching basic grammar and
establishing links to already known other Slavic languages) since 2002

* 4 hours/week/semester — introduction (every year) “The Slavic languages and cultures in
Europe”

* 1998 inter-disciplinary series of lectures at the Liberal Arts Faculty “Languages in Europe”
regarding the respective languages

* In the 2005/2006 winter semester courses in Romany, Czech and Hungarian were offered.
Possible studies at the Alpen-Adria University at Klagenfurt:

* diploma course in Slavic studies (transition to BA/MA beginning in the 2005/2006 winter
semester) for the study courses Slovene and Bosnian/Croat/Serbian

* teacher-training course for teaching the Slovene language as a subject

* Slovene can be chosen as a foreign language for the diploma study course in applied
business administration (transition to BA/MA beginning in the 2005/2006 winter semester)

* Slovene is also offered to students of all study courses.

As was mentioned before, setting up the University of Klagenfurt had and has a positive

impact on the educational situation of the Slovene minority. The research activities on issues
of the national minorities in general and/or the Slovene population in particular has become
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successfully established both at the University of Klagenfurt and at several research institutes
outside the university.

The acitivities at Klagenfurt in education science, for example, began already 15 years ago to
deal with the subject of “ethnic minorities” and “intercultural learning”. In addition, research
into the national minorities has become established at several institutes of the University of
Klagenfurt such as the Institute for Education Science and Education Research, Department
for InterCultural Education, or at the Institute for Psychology, the Institute for Slavic Studies,
the Institute for the Media and Communications Science, as well as at the Institute for
History. The University of Klagenfurt is known and internationally renowned both for its
basic research and its applied, practice-oriented research in the area of the linguistic and
ethnic minorities. At the Institute for Psychology, the association “Apsis” developed a special
method for the psychological treatment of refugees from the war zones who find refuge in
Austria. This research focus of the University of Klagenfurt has received much national and
international acclaim.

The Working Unit for InterCultural Studies of the Council of Europe is located at the
University of Klagenfurt and conducts, inter alia, minority research. This research unit is
financed with funding from the Council of Europe and the Federal Ministry for Education,
Science and Culture. This unit cooperates closely with the program “Confidence-Building
Measures” that promotes intercultural projects in Europe in which minorities and majorities
are involved. A focus of the work of this agency for intercultural studies is in Southeastern
Europe (media, education, social issues, and trans-frontier cooperation).

The Slovene Ethnographic Institute “Urban Jarnik™ focuses its research activities on studies
on the life of the Carinthian Slovenes in the bilingual region, both in the past and in the
present days.

The Slovene Study Library is a public library. It has more than 74,000 books, as well as about
700 non-inventorized newspapers and journals. Moreover, the Slovene Study Library looks
after a mobile library and supports the local member associations in setting up their respective
libraries.

Summary: The development of the linguistic minorities on both sides of the Styrian-Slovene
border reflects the eventful history of this border region with a history of less than 100 years.
Beginning with the creation of the administrative borders and their impact on the region, the
basic issue of language-statistical surveys is discussed within the framework of the censuses.
Since the year 1880, a census has been held at regular intervals, inquiring about the everyday
language. The census results, however, may not be regarded as a correct image of the actual
language situation; rather, they show a public commitment to one’s nationality. In addition,
the censuses held before World War I already exerted pressure on the linguistic minority,
namely on the Slovene population. The figures for the national minorities were clearly on the
decrease during the period between the wars on either side of the national boundary that was
created in 1919, and especially after World War II. The official results of the censuses
indicate much lower quotas than in reality, both in Styria and in Slovenia. At present, the
Slovene-speaking population on the Styrian side of the border is concentrated on five closed
settlements in the area of Radkersburg/Radgonski kot, to the south of Leutschach, as well as
in the south-west of the Deutschlandsberg district.

At the Institute for Folklore Music Research and Ethno Music of the University for Music
and the Performing Arts in Vienna there has been a “focus on minorities” since 1990, and
scientific research work has been conducted in this connection, the results of which are
published. By ongoing field research a remarkable collection of audio and video documents
regarding the music of the national minorities has been compiled and is now available for
scientific and pedagogical purposes.

The results of the field research in southern Styria are of particular importance. Here, the
focus was on the Slovene population in Styria. In a cooperation project with the Styrian
Folklore Songs Office, the Institute for Musicology of the University of Graz and the Pavel
House, it was possible to conduct this project which was subsidized from EU funds. Although
the Slovene population in Styria was mentioned expressly in the State Treaty of Vienna, there
was no active policy for this national minority in Styria for a long time. As most of the
Slovenes in Styria did not live in a closed settlement area, there was big pressure to assimilate
on the members of the national minority. In the course of the field research, no one-
dimensional questions were asked deliberately with regard to ethnicity; rather, this form of
folklore music expression was perceived without any value judgment and nobody was pushed
into any role. It was discovered that people felt much less exposed to threats when singing
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songs in Slovene than when speaking the Slovene language. Often, any knowledge of the
Slovene language was denied initially, but then songs were sung in Slovene.

The results of this ethno-music research were also presented in music form. In November
2000, the Styrian Folklor Songs Office organized an evening of songs performed by the
singers HaBmann, Sopinger and Kure at a wine tavern at Schlossberg, and on the occasion of
the bilingual celebrations of th 75" birthday of Pepika Prelog at the Pavel House both parts of
the collected songs were presented/performed and the autobiography of Pepika Prelog was
presented. Both events proved to have a very positive impact on the field research work. The
bilingual celebration for Pepika Prelog was a great success, and the subsequent positive media
reports of the ORF in “Styria today”, “O1” and “Heimat Fremde Heimat”led to positive
results and had a certain mass effect so that, on the occasion of the 3" field research project in
2000 reliable persons, who still had openly denied all Slovene roots during the first research
projectin 1999, now spoke quite openly about the fact that they had only sung in the Slovene
language when they were young.

One should particularly mention the Pavel House for the Slovene population in Styria, which
is maintained by the “Article VII Cultural Association”.

The Pavel House defines itself as an intercultural center for encounters between Austria and
Slovenia and as a cultural cluster for the Slovene minority domiciled in Styria.

The Pavel House stands for cultural work away from the big towns, for intercultural cultural
work and — merely on account of its existence — for an expanded concept of art.

The House is geared to minority systems and addresses such minorities. There are no

hesitations to form links to established systems, or to explore unknown terrain. There is
therefore room enough for a micro cosmos in the mainstream of minorities and majorities.
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The federal province of Styria dispersed promotional funding to the “Article VII Cultural
Association” with a total volume of more than EUR 140,000.00 during the period 2001 to
2005.

Generous financial support also came from the budget of the Federal Chancellery for the
promotion of national minorities.

The anthology is a contribution to the image that has been created by inquiring about the
Vienna topos from the Czech perspective. It sheds light on the educational processes and the
withdrawal of stereotypes and provides valuable insights into the socio-historical problems of
foreign people coming to Vienna in search of work, as well as on the problems of integration
from a historical perspective. By processing a chapter in history and literature, which is

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On account of the assimilation pressure, the Romany represented in Austria by several
varieties was exposed to becoming an extinct language. The Romany project pursued since
the fall of 1993 conducts work on a scientific basis upon the request of the national minority
in order to counteract the extinction of the language and thus to contribute to maintaining the
culture and identity of the national minority.

Working areas: codification and development of didactics for the Austrian Romany varieties
(completed), assisting in teaching activities and language courses, editing the bilingual
newspaper, etc.

Web offers: On-line editions of “Romani Patrin” and the journal of the Romano Centro.
Broadcasts by Radio Romano Centro (expired in the meantime), bibliographical data base
“Romane Lila”, information and downloads regarding Romany linguistics, as well as an on-
line dictionary for Austrian Romany varieties.

RomlLex is a comprehensive documentation of the Romany encyclopaedia with translations
into English, German and — depending of the respective Romany variety — another European
language such as, for example, Bulgarian, Czech and Hungarian. Users can access the
RomLex via a web page (see link above). A search tool, developed especially for this
purpose, facilitates the search not only for lexemes and morphemes but also for similar
expressions and takes account of the various dialects of the Roma, as well as of the needs of
the users of individual Romany varieties. RomLex is a work in progress and currently still in
an early stage of construction. At present, RomLex has about 22,000 encycoplaedical Romany
entries from four different Romany varieties (Kalderash Romany, Lovara Romany,
Burgenland Romany, and Sepechides Romany) with translations into English and German. In
the course of the project year 2003, RomLex was enlarged by another 13 Romany varieties
with translations into altogether 12 languages.

RomBase is a “work in progress”. The primary goal of this project — currently planned for
three years — is to contribute towards overcoming the socio-economic marginalization of the
Roma by improving the information available about the Roma, while at the same processing
the material for pedagogical-didactic purposes. RomBase has four segments:

¢ RB-Data is the web-based data base documenting the culture. It is the core area of
RomBase. RB-Data offers an overview of the history and culture of the Roma in the
form of an illustrated encyclopaedia.

e RB-Ped guarantees a meaningful pedagogical-didactic use of the materials, on account
of a manual and its implementation as training modules for teachers and Roma
mediators.

e RB-Game offers computer games, on the one hand, in different Romany varieties, and
a quiz, on the other hand, that implements the material contained in RB-Data.

e RB-Media is a media package with films, CDs, books, etc., which can be used as
additional materials in classroom teaching.

Summary: This study, committed to qualitative social research, describes the relations
between the majority population and the Roma minority in the Oberwart region. The source of
the data stems from interviews conducted mainly during the year 2000. A questionnaire
completed by 113 students at vociational schools in Burgenland in the years 1999 and 2000,
also offers some quantitative aspects on the dissemination of common prejudices. This work
is dedicated to a group of the population that was the preferred victim of marginalization and
persecution until only a few decades ago. The gypsies living in Burgenland remained much in
the background in recent decades. It seems now that they wish to exchange this “life in
obscurity”, as Ceija Stojka, one of the most prominent representatives, calls it against another
life. Especially in connection with the assassinations in the year 1995, in the course of which
four Roma from Oberwart died, there have been repeated reports in the media that this
national minority is being discriminated against and marginalized by the so-called “majority
population”. There was even mentioning that racism is springing up again. The study
described what strategies the national minority uses in order to become established in social
life, how the majority reacts to the changed situation, but also what the “social cohesion” is
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made of that keeps the ethnically heterogeneous mix of the majority population together in
their contacts with the Romany minority.

Article 13

1. Within the framework of their educational systems, the Parties shall recognize that
persons belonging to a national minority have the right to set up and to manage
their own private educational and training establishments.

2. The exercise of thisright shall not entail any financial obligation for the Parties.

It must also be mentioned in this connection that this right has been granted to members of the
national minorities to same extent as all Austrian nationals. According to Article 17 of the
Basic State Law, every national who has given proof of his/her abilities in the statutorily
required manner has the right to set up educational and teaching institutes and to teach at
these facilities.

In addition, according to Article 67 of the State Treaty of St. Germain, Austrian nationals who
belong to a racial, religious or linguistic minority have the right, inter alia, to set up schools
and other educational facilities at their own expense, as well as to manage and supervise them,
and to use their own languages according to their discretion at these facilities.

The detailed regulations on the prerequisites for setting up a private school are governed yb
the Private School Act.

In the federal province of Carinthia there ist a private bilingual primary school, namely the
primary school “Mohorjeva — Hermagoras™ in Klagenfurt. The “Higher Teaching Institute for
Business Occupations of the Convent of the School Sisters” at St. Peter near St. Jakob im
Rosental is a (denominational) private school. A one-year specialized commercial school is
associated to it.
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The Komensky School Association operates the only bilingual Czech private school under
public law in Austria. At the Komsenky School bilingual instruction and Czech/Slovak and
German are offered from the nursery-school level to the secondary school-leaving
examination. Maintaining this private school is a major concern of the national minority.
Although the Komesky School Association is supported by the public sector, it is struggling
with financing problems. Securing the financing of refurbishing works on a second school
building is currently the topic of — basically positive — discussions between representatives of
the Federal Ministry of Education, Science and Culture, as well as the City of Vienna and the
Komensky School Association. It is expected that a contractual guarantee will be obtained in
the next few months. The financing of the overhead costs of the Komensky School has not
been ultimately solved. These costs have gone up on account of the growing number of pupils
and the need to run parallel classes, as well as the development from a bilingual secondary
school to a higher-level secondary school. Possibilities for a solution are currently being
examined with potential financing partners for their eventual implementation.

The right to set up private educational and teaching institutions was used in Burgenland as
part of the adult education program of the “Burgenland-Hungarian Adult Education Center”.
In Vienna, the Hungarian School Association, set up in 1921, regards it as its main task to
communicate the national language of the Hungarian minority by way of language courses.

The right to set up private educational and teaching facilities is exercised by the Roma
association at Oberwart and by the Association Roma Service in the form of extra-mural
assistance in teaching school children. This assistance is meant to ensure that pupils become
emancipated in their learning achievements and, if possible, do not slide down to the level of
the special schools. The success of these measures is confirmed by the fact that since the
beginning of the extra-mural assistance in connection with teaching Roma children, Roma
children no longer attend special schools in any above-average numbers, but that they instead
succeed in delivering the same achievements at school as all other children. The project
“RomBus” of the Roma Service association has by now come to be described under the
concept of the “rolling classroom”. An adapted mini bus serves to give mobile coaching to
Roma children and juveniles, to teaching Roma and — in cooperation with school principals
and teachers — to provide intensive assistance to pupils of the Roma minority. The extra-mural
assistance in learning is funded from the budget earmarked to support the national minorities.
In connection with adult education, the Adult Education Center of the Burgenland Roma is
offering a program of courses.

Article 15

The Parties shall create the conditions necessary for the effective participation of
persons belonging to national minorities in cultural, social and economic life and
in public affairs, in particular those affecting them.

Article 7 item 4 of the State Treaty of Vienna ensures the participation of Austrian nationals
of the Slovene and Croat national minorities in the cultural, administrative and court
institutions in these areas, on account of equal conditions, as they apply to all other citizens.

According to § 3 of the National Minorities Act, National Minorities Advisory Councils shall
be set up with the Federal Chancellery. These advisory councils shall maintain and represent
the cultural, social and economic overall interests of the national minorities, and they shall
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especially be heard before any legal provisions are enacted and general plans regarding the
area of promotion are adopted, which affect the interests of the national minorities. They may
also submit proposals for improving the situation of the national minority and their members.
Upon request by the governments of the federal provinces, the national minority advisory
councils may also provide advice to the former.

The national minorities for which advisory councils are set up, and the number of members of
an advisory council shall be determined by way of ordinances. At present, an ordinance of the
Federal government on national minority advisory counsils set up six advisory councils for
the national minorities:

National minority.: Number of council members
Croat: 24

Roma: 8

Slovak: 6

Slovene: 16

Czech: 10

Hungarian: 16

One half of the members of a national minority advisory council is nominated on the basis of
suggestions by associations that represent the interests of the national minority, according to
the purpose of the association, as laid down in the bylaws, and that are representative of the
respective national minority. The other members shall be selected from members of general
representative organs who were elected on account of their affiliation with the respective
national minority or who belong to that national minority, on the one hand, and from members
of the national minority who were proposed by a church or religious denomination, on the
other hand. One may expect from all members that they will advocate the interests of the
national minority and the objectives of the National Minorities Act, and they must all be
eligible for election to the National Council (Nationalrat).

The members of advisory councils are appointed by way of decree, issued by the Federal
Government, for a period of four years. In this connection, representative associations of the
national minorities have the right to make proposals, and they may also contest the
composition of their national minority advisory council before the Administrative Court.

In its decision, file number VwSIgNF 14.878/A/1998, the Administrative Court stated its
views on this right of complaint of the representative organizations of national minorities and
said that the “right to be heard” did not only refer — as it is customary otherwise — to giving
the representative associations of the national minorities an opportunity to state their opinion,
but that they also had the right to address legal concerns, arising in connection with the
National Minorities Act, about members of a national minority advisory council, whose
appointment is being considered. In this respect, a representative organization of a national
minority has “full” party standing in the appointment procedure according to § 4 (1) of the
National Minorities Act. This means that they shall not only be served the decrees regarding
the appointment of members of the national council, but that in connection with an
appointment, any reservations in an appointment procedure shall be formally settled.

In connection with the composition of a national minority advisory council, the Federal
Government shall see to it that the main political and ideological opinions are adequately
represented.
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The Council of Slovenes in Carinthia filed a complaint with the Administrative Court
regarding a decree of the Federal Government dated 16 December 2003, file number GZ 600
963/020-V/2003, relating to the appointment of members of the national minority advisory
council for the Slovene minority. In its decision dated 15 December 2004, file number ZI.
2004/18/0011, the Administrative Court revoked parts of the appointment decree in
connection with the appointment of a member from the so-called “association fraction”
(Vereinskurie) and two members of the so-called “party fraction” (Parteienkurie).

One main task of a national minority advisory council is to set up a plan on the desirable
promotional measures for its national minority for the respectively following year. Giving due
consideration to the respective plan, the advisory council shall make proposals regarding the
use of the promotional funding available from the budget for its national minority.

It must be stated with respect to the representation of political interests of the Burgenland
Croats that attempts to set up their own party failed already in the period between the two
wars, which accelerated their integration into parties in general. The regional parliament and
the regional government for Burgenland has, in fact, members belonging to this national
minority. On account of the aforementioned factual activity of members of the national
minority in all bodies of party politics, it became possible on the regional level to successfully
defend and implement the interests of the national minority. It can be stated, by way of
summary, that the Burgenland-Croat minority is represented and has influence to a very
satisfactory extent on the regional and municipal level. Both in politics and in the
administration, all positions are open to Croats and were filled in the past — and are filled at
present — with members of this national minority (e.g. regional governor, members of the
regional government, president of the regional parliament, presidents of the chamber of labor,
the chamber of commerce, head of department in the office of the regional government, etc.).
As was mentioned before, these positions were, however, always obtained through the general
parties and organizational structures and not because of the affiliation to an ethnic group
and/or by being a candidate of a party of that national minority.

During the period between the wars, the Carinthian Slovenes were represented in the
Carinthian regional parliament by two members. However, during the Second Republic all
attempts have failed to date to put up an autonomous political party being represented in the
regional parliament. Since the Constitutional Court stated in a decision that the regional
territory is to be divided into four electoral districts and that, in conjunction with this
arrangement, residual seats can only be obtained by parties that already won a seat in one of
the electoral districts, the threshold of about ten per cent of the votes must also be mastered.

The “Democratic Front”, which was the predecessor organization of the “Central Association
of Carinthian Slovenes” only put up a candidate for the regional elections in 1949.
Subsequently, there were recommendations to vote for the SPO (Socialist Party) until 1970.
The deputy regional chairperson of the Central Association also was a member of the regional
parliament on the SPO ticket between 1970 and 1974. In the aftermath of the conflict
regarding municipal signs, the recommendation to members in 1975 was to vote either for the
KPO (Communist Party) or the KEL (Carinthian Unity List). At the subsequent elections
there were no more official recommendations. However, the Christian Slovenes put up a
candidate on several occasions, namely at the elections of 1949, 1953 and 1965. Prior to the
elections to the regional parliament in 1970, closer contacts were also established to the
regional section of the OVP (People’s Party). At that time, the “Council of Slovenes in
Carinthia” made a recommendation to vote for the OVP. The close relations ended with the
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conflict over municipal signs in 1972. The “Council of the Slovenes in Carinthia” played a
decisive role when the “Carinthian Unity List” (Kértner Einheitsliste/Koroska Enotna lista =
KEL) was established. Only a few votes were missing in 1975 which would have taken that
party to the regional parliament — according to the old election law. When putting up
candidates for the Carinthian regional parliament subsequently, the party — which now refers
to itself as “Einheitsliste/Enotna lista” (Unity List) — clearly failed to reach this target. At the
1999 elections to the regional parliament, the Unity List put up candidates together with the
Liberal Party and the two Green Parties. However, they failed to be elected to the Carinthian
regional parliament. At the last elections to municipal councils in March 2003, the Unity
List/Enotna lista was successful in municipalities in southern Carinthia. The EL holds the
position of vice-mayor in the municipalities of Globasnitz and Zell, and that of town councilor
at Bleiburg. In addition, the party holds a number of seats on municipal boards. On the
municipal level, Slovene lists appeared as lists with specific candidates, carrying various
names (EL, Business List, Election Community, etc.). Altogether, these lists obtained 5632
votes.

Members of the Slovene minority also put candidates within the political parties (SPO, OVP
and Green Party). At the most recent municipal elections, numerous members of the Slovene
minority put up by party lists were elected as mayors, vice-mayors and municipal councilors.
The National Council and the Federal Council also have members belonging to the Slovene
minority.

The Hungarian minority has refrained to date from forming its own political structures and
have joined the existing political, social and economic structures. Members of the national
minority participate (actively and passively) in elections, as part of the existing general
political parties. In the autochthonous settlement areas, members of the national minority are
active in the respective representative bodies on the municipal level (municipal bodies).
Members of the Hungarian minority are represented on the regional (regional parliament) and
national (National Council, Federal Council) bodies representing the population, where they
hold offices for the respective parties. In this connection, affiliation to the national minority is
not the decisive criterion.

Political office-holders belonging to the Czech minority are also known. Again, it applies that
affiliation with a national minority was not the decisive criterion for their election.

The Slovak minority does not have any political umbrella organizations of its own.

The Roma have not developed any political organizations. The current chairman of the
advisory council for the Roma population is a councilor in one of the districts in Vienna.

Article 16

The Parties shall refrain from measures which alter the proportions of the
population in areas inhabited by persons belonging to national minorities and are
aimed at restricting the rights and freedoms flowing from the principles enshrined
in the present framework Convention.

Compliance with this principle is guaranteed by the fact that any citizen is free under Article 6
of the Basic State Law to take up domicile and residence anywhere on the state territory
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(freedom of establishment). In its case-law, the Constitutional Court ensures that the
enjoyment of this fundamental right cannot be undermined, e.g. by fiscal measures. Thus, the
Court ruled in its decision, file number V{Slg. 3221/1957, that an unreasonable residence tax
might infringe this fundamental right.

Article 17

1 The Parties undertake not to interfere with the right of persons belonging to
national minorities to establish and maintain free and peaceful contacts across
frontiers with persons lawfully staying in other States, in particular those with
whom they share an ethnic, cultural, linguistic or religious identity, or a common
cultural heritage.

2. The Parties undertake not to interfere with the right of persons belonging to
national minorities to participate in the activities of non-governmental
organizations, both at the national and international levels.

and

Article 19

The Parties undertake to respect and implement the principles enshrined in the present
framework Convention, making, where necessary, only those limitations, restrictions or
derogations which are provided for in international legal instruments, in particular the
Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms, in so far as
they arerelevant to the rights and freedoms flowing from the said principles.

Ad paragraph 1: Trans-frontier contacts

Paragraph 1 is guaranteed especially by Article 10 (1) of the European Convention on Human
Rights, which guarantees the freedom to receive and send messages without any interference
from public authorities and without any regard to national boundaries.

In connection with maintaining trans-frontier contacts the “ARGE Alpen-Adria” plays a
special role. The activities and suggestions of “ARGE Alpen-Adria” have been an important
contribution towards creating more awareness for and giving more intensive consideration to
the issues of national minorities in the Central European region. Learning on a mutual basis
about possible solutions could contribute towards mitigating conflicts in the member regions.
The activities organized to date by the “ARGE Alpen-Adria” generally meet with a positive
response, because they support the direct contact of members of the different national
minorities.

In addition, the trans-frontier contacts of young people are supported mainly. As part of
bilateral partnerships between schools, universities and youth initiatives, as well as on the
basis of youth programs supported by the European Union (“’Youth for Europe” and
“European Volunteers’ Services”) trans-frontier projects linking the different cultures are
organized on a regular basis.
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One of many positive examples are the activities in this respect of the Hungarian Media and
Information Center (UMIZ) which is a cooperation partner in five Phare-CBC projects of
neighboring Hungarian districts (Komitate).

It should be noted in general that with the enlargement of the EU, in particular, the economic
value and also the social prestige of those languages of the national minorities has clearly
gone up that are also official EU languages, namely Czech, Slovak, Hungarian and Slovene.
The same applies to Burgenland-Croat, on account of the occupational and economic
advantages.

Ad paragraph 2: Freedom to assemble
Please refer to the comments on the freedom to assemble under Article 7.

Article 17 of the European Convention on Human Rights also provides that no provision of
the Convention may be interpreted to mean that it gives any right to any state, group or person
to engage in an activity or to commit any action that aims at eliminating the rights and
freedoms laid down in the present Convention or imposing any further restriction of these
rights and freedoms, as they are stipulated in the Convention. The European Commission for
Human Rights held that Article 17 was expressly applicable in the case of Glimmerveen
against the Netherlands, and it held that Article 17 of the Convention forbids that the
applicant could invoke Article 10 of the Convention in order to spread racial discrimination.

Article 18

1. The Parties shall endeavor to conclude, where necessary, bilateral and multilateral
agreements with other States, in particular neighboring States, in order to ensure
the protection of persons belonging to the national minorities concerned.

2. Where relevant, the Parties shall take measuresto encourage trans-frontier co-
operation.

In this connection, reference is made once again to Article 2 and the multilateral human rights
conventions that Austria has ratified.

In the multilateral field, Austria plays a leading role in strengthening international protection
of the minorities and submits resolutions on the protection of the minorities in the Human
Rights Commission and the General Assembly of the United Nations.

The linguistic and cultural cooperation with Slovenia is mainly enshrined in the agreement
between the Republic of Austria and the Republic of Slovenia on cooperation in the fields of
culture, education and science (Federal Law Gazette 111 90/2002) and the action programs
contained therein. A joint commission of the Ministry of the Republic of Slovenia for Schools
and the Sports and the Regional School Council for Carinthia is responsible for planning and
coordinating the regional cooperation, which also includes the mobility of pupils/students and
teachers, bilateral further-training activities and study periods. The cooperation in the
framework of partnerships between schools and classes is organized mainly individually by
the schools. On account of the large number of these projects, it is almost impossible to
compile a complete list.

The department for bilateral education of the Regional School Council for Carinthia is
actively engaged in the national and international networks of initiatives and institutions
which strive for the linguistic and cultural diversity in Europe (also in line with the Action
Program of the European Commission). The cooperation of the Language Competence Center
in Graz and the ECML of the Council of Europe (also in Graz) is particularly intensive.

In the fall of 2005 the mayor of Maribor, Boris Sovic, and the president of the Styrian
regional parliament, Reinhold Purr, presented the project EUREGIO Northeastern Slovenia —
Styria. EUREGIOs are models of trans-frontier cooperation. On the Slovenian side,
EUROREGIO covers the region of Podravje (Drau River region), Pomurje (Mur River
region), Koroska (Carinthia — author’s comment: region in Slovenia) and Savinja (Sann
Valley) with a total of 770,000 inhabitants and 104 municipalities. In the federal province of
Styria the districts of Voitsberg, Graz, Graz-environs, Deutschlandsberg, Leibnitz,
Radkersburg, Weiz, Hartberg, Feldbach and Fiirstenfeld are included, which have a total
population of 816,000 inhabitants and 363 municipalities.

On 18 October 2005 Friuli-Venezia, Carinthia, Slovenia and Croatia signed a statement of
intent to set up a EUREGIO.

There are many other different trans-frontier models of cooperation between Austrian and its
neighboring countries in which the aspect of the national minorities plays an essential role.

(3) Der Osterreichische Rundfunk hat bei Erfiilllung seines Auftrages auf die Grundsitze der oster-
reichischen Verfassungsordnung, insbesondere auf die bundesstaatliche Gliederung nach dem Grundsatz der
Gleichbehandlung der Lénder sowie auf den Grundsatz der Freiheit der Kunst, Bedacht zu nehmen und die

(5) Die Information hat umfassend, unabhéngig, unparteilich und objektiv zu sein. Alle Nachrichten und
Berichte sind sorgfaltig auf Wahrheit und Herkunft zu priifen, Nachricht und Kommentar deutlich voneinander
zu trennen.

(6) Die Vielfalt der im 6ffentlichen Leben vertretenen Meinungen ist angemessen zu beriicksichtigen, die
Menschenwiirde, Personlichkeitsrechte und Privatsphére des Einzelnen sind zu achten.

(7) Kommentare, Analysen und Moderationen haben sachlich zu sein und auf nachvollziehbaren Tatsachen
zu beruhen.

(8) Als Kultursender soll der Osterreichische Rundfunk sowohl Berichterstatter wie eigenstindiger
Produzent sein und vor allem Auftraggeber, Arbeitgeber und Forum Osterreichischer Kreativitit und
Gegenwartskunst.

(9) Der Osterreichische Rundfunk hat im Dienst von Wissenschaft und Bildung zu stehen.

(13) Die unverschliisselte Ausstrahlung von Sendungen gemifl Abs. 12 ist durch akustische Zeichen
anzukiindigen oder durch optische Mittel wéhrend der gesamten Sendung kenntlich zu machen. Die
Bundesregierung kann durch Verordnung die ndhere Ausgestaltung optischer oder akustischer Kennzeichnungen
festlegen.

(14) Sendungen, die sich ihrem Inhalt nach liberwiegend an unmiindige Minderjahrige richten, diirfen keine
Appelle enthalten, Rufnummern fiir Mehrwertdienste zu wihlen.

Sendung européischer Werke

§11. (1) Der Osterreichische Rundfunk hat im Rahmen des praktisch Durchfiihrbaren und mit
angemessenen Mitteln dafiir Sorge zu tragen, dass der Hauptanteil der Sendezeit seiner Fernsehprogramme, die
nicht aus Nachrichten, Sportberichten, Spielshows oder Werbe- und Teletextleistungen besteht, der Sendung von
europdischen Werken entsprechend Art. 6 der Richtlinie 89/552/EWG zur Koordinierung bestimmter Rechts-
und Verwaltungsvorschriften der Mitgliedstaaten iiber die Ausiibung der Fernsehtdtigkeit (Fernsehrichtlinie),
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ABL. Nr. L 298 vom 17. Oktober 1989, S 23, in der Fassung der Richtlinie 97/36/EG, ABI. Nr. L 202 vom
30. Juli 1997, S 60, vorbehalten bleibt. Dieser Anteil soll in den Bereichen Information, Bildung, Kultur und
Unterhaltung schrittweise anhand geeigneter Kriterien erreicht werden.

(2) Der Osterreichische Rundfunk hat dafiir Sorge zu tragen, dass mindestens 10 vH der Sendezeit seiner
Fernsehprogramme, die nicht aus Nachrichten, Sportberichten, Spielshows oder Werbe- und Teletextleistungen
besteht oder alternativ mindestens 10 vH seiner Haushaltsmittel fiir die Programmgestaltung der Sendung
europdischer Werke von Herstellern vorbehalten bleibt, die von Fernsehveranstaltern unabhéngig sind. Dieser
Anteil soll in den Bereichen Information, Bildung, Kultur und Unterhaltung schrittweise anhand geeigneter
Kriterien erreicht werden. Dazu muss ein angemessener Anteil neueren Werken vorbehalten bleiben, das sind
Werke, die innerhalb eines Zeitraums von fiinf Jahren nach ihrer Herstellung ausgestrahlt werden.

Ereignisse von erheblicher gesellschaftlicher Bedeutung

§12. (1) Fiir den Fall, dass der Osterreichische Rundfunk ausschlieBliche Ubertragungsrechte an einem
Ereignis von erheblicher gesellschaftlicher Bedeutung erworben hat, das auf einer im Sinne des Abs. 2
veroffentlichten Liste angefiihrt ist, darf er diese ausschlieBlichen Ubertragungsrechte nicht in der Weise
ausiiben, dass einem bedeutenden Teil der Offentlichkeit in einem Mitgliedstaat die Méglichkeit vorenthalten
wird, die von diesem Mitgliedstaat gemidBl Abs.2 bezeichneten FEreignisse als direkte Gesamt- oder
Teilberichterstattung oder, sofern in Offentlichem Interesse aus objektiven Griinden erforderlich oder
angemessen, als zeitversetzte Gesamt- oder Teilberichterstattung in einer frei zuginglichen Fernsehsendung zu
verfolgen, wie dies von dem Mitgliedstaat gemal Abs. 2 festgelegt worden ist.

(2) Als Ereignis von erheblicher gesellschaftlicher Bedeutung gilt ein Ereignis, welches in einer Liste eines
Mitgliedstaates der Europdischen Union angefiihrt ist, die im Amtsblatt der Europdischen Gemeinschaften
entsprechend dem Art. 3a Abs. 1 und 2 der Richtlinie 89/552/EWG zur Koordinierung bestimmter Rechts- und
Verwaltungsvorschriften der Mitgliedstaaten iiber die Ausiibung der Fernsehtitigkeit, ABl. Nr. L 298 vom
17. Oktober 1989, S 23, in der Fassung der Richtlinie 97/36/EG, ABIL. Nr. L 202 vom 30. Juli 1997, S 60,
verdffentlicht wurde.

(3) Der Osterreichische Rundfunk kommt der Verpflichtung gemiB Abs. 1 auch dann nach, wenn er in
nachweislicher und zumutbarer Weise unter Zugrundelegung angemessener marktiiblicher Bedingungen bestrebt
war, den frei zugénglichen Empfang des jeweiligen Ereignisses im Sinne der von einem Mitgliedstaat
festgelegten Weise zu ermoglichen. In Streitfdllen iiber das Ausmall der Verpflichtung nach Abs. 1 kann der
Bundeskommunikationssenat angerufen werden. Dieser hat unter Beiziehung der Beteiligten auf eine Einigung
hinzuwirken und iiber die Verhandlung sowie deren Ergebnis ein Protokoll aufzunehmen.

(4) Fiir den Fall, dass eine Einigung zwischen den Beteiligten nicht zustande kommt, ist § 3 Abs. 4 bis 7 des
Fernseh-Exklusivrechtegesetzes (FERG), BGBI. I Nr. 85/2001, anzuwenden.

3. Abschnitt

Werbung und Patronanzsendungen
Definition der Werbung und Werbezeiten

§13. (1) Der Osterreichische Rundfunk kann im Rahmen seiner Horfunk- und Fernsehprogramme
Sendezeiten gegen Bezahlung fiir kommerzielle Werbung vergeben. Kommerzielle Werbung ist jede AuBerung
bei der Ausiibung eines Handels, Gewerbes, Handwerks oder freien Berufs, die gegen Entgelt oder eine dhnliche
Gegenleistung oder als Eigenwerbung gesendet wird, mit dem Ziel, den Absatz von Waren oder die Erbringung
von Dienstleistungen, einschlieflich unbeweglicher Sachen, Rechte und Verpflichtungen, gegen Entgelt zu
fordern.

(2) Die Vergabe von Sendezeiten fiir dirckte Angebote an die Offentlichkeit fiir den Absatz von Waren oder
die Erbringung von Dienstleistungen, einschlieBlich unbeweglicher Sachen, Rechte und Verpflichtungen gegen
Entgelt (Teleshopping), ist dem Osterreichischen Rundfunk untersagt.

(3) Werbung muss klar als solche erkennbar sein. Sie ist durch optische oder akustische Mittel eindeutig von
anderen Programmteilen zu trennen.

(4) Unter der Wahrnehmungsgrenze liegende Werbesendungen sowie jede Form der Werbung fiir
Spirituosen und Tabakwaren sind untersagt. Der Stiftungsrat kann auf Vorschlag des Bundesministers fiir soziale
Sicherheit und Generationen weitere im Interesse der Volksgesundheit notwendige Beschrankungen hinsichtlich
der kommerziellen Werbung festlegen.

(5) Soweit nach diesem Bundesgesetz nicht anderes bestimmt ist, setzt der Stiftungsrat auf Vorschlag des
Generaldirektors den Umfang der Werbesendungen in den Programmen des Osterreichischen Rundfunks fest.
Sendezeiten fiir kommerzielle Werbung diirfen am Karfreitag sowie am 1. November und am 24. Dezember
nicht vergeben werden. Fiir die Berechnung der hochstzuldssigen Werbezeit nach diesem Bundesgesetz gelten
Hinweise des Osterreichischen Rundfunks auf eigene Programme und Sendungen sowie auf Begleitmaterialien,
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die direkt von diesen abgeleitet sind, sowie Beitrdge im Dienste der Allgemeinheit und kostenlose
Spendenaufrufe zu wohltitigen Zwecken nicht als Werbung.

(6) Eines der oOsterreichweiten Programme des Horfunks gemdf § 3 hat von Werbesendungen frei zu
bleiben. In Osterreichweit verbreiteten Horfunkprogrammen sind Werbesendungen nur osterreichweit zuldssig.
Horfunkwerbesendungen diirfen im Jahresdurchschnitt die tégliche Dauer von insgesamt 172 Minuten nicht
iberschreiten, wobei Abweichungen von hochstens 20 vH pro Tag zuléssig sind. In einem Programm diirfen
Werbesendungen im  Jahresdurchschnitt 8 vH der tédglichen Sendezeit nicht {iberschreiten.
Horfunkwerbesendungen, die in bundeslandweiten Programmen gesendet werden, sind nur einmal zu zdhlen und
diirfen im Jahresdurchschnitt die tdgliche Dauer von fiinf Minuten nicht {iberschreiten, wobei Abweichungen
von hdchstens 20 vH pro Tag zuléssig sind. Die Dauer von Werbesendungen, die zeitgleich in mehr als einem
bundeslandweiten Programm ausgestrahlt werden (Ringwerbesendungen), ist jeweils in die flinfminiitige
Werbedauer des betreffenden bundeslandweiten Programms einzurechnen.

(7) In Programmen des Fernsehens sind Werbesendungen nur Osterreichweit zuldssig. Fernsehwerbe-
sendungen diirfen im Jahresdurchschnitt die Dauer von 5 vH der téglichen Sendezeit pro Programm nicht
liberschreiten, wobei Abweichungen von hochstens 20 vH pro Tag zuléssig sind. Fiir die Ermittlung der Dauer
der zuldssigen Fernsehwerbung ist eine tdgliche Sendezeit unabhéngig vom tatséchlichen Ausmal} mit hochstens
14 Stunden pro Tag und Programm zu Grunde zu legen. Innerhalb einer vollen Stunde darf der Sendezeitanteil
der Fernsehwerbung nicht 20 vH iiberschreiten. Unter Stunden sind die 24 gleichen Teile eines Kalendertages zu
verstehen.

(8) Werbung im Fernsehen fiir periodische Druckwerke darf auf den Titel (Namen des Druckwerks) und die
Blattlinie, nicht aber auf deren Inhalte hinweisen. Die dafiir eingerdumte Sendezeit darf nicht mehr als zwei
Minuten der gesamten wochentlichen Werbezeit betragen. Die Vergabe dieser Sendezeiten und der Tarife hat
gegeniiber allen Medieninhabern dieser Druckwerke zu gleichen und nichtdiskriminierenden Bedingungen zu
erfolgen. Néheres regelt das Tarifwerk des Werbefunks (§ 21 Abs. 1 Z 7).

(9) Die Bewerbung von Hérfunkprogrammen des Osterreichischen Rundfunks in Fernsehprogrammen des
Osterreichischen Rundfunks (§ 3 Abs. 1) und umgekehrt ist, sofern es sich nicht um Hinweise auf einzelne
Sendungsinhalte handelt, unzuldssig.

Werbegrundsatze, Product-Placement, Unter brecherwerbung

§ 14. (1) Werbung darf nicht

1. die Menschenwiirde verletzen,

2. Diskriminierungen nach Rasse, Geschlecht, Alter, Behinderung, Religion oder Nationalitit
enthalten,

3. religidse oder politische Uberzeugungen verletzen,

4, Verhaltensweisen fordern, die die Gesundheit oder die Sicherheit gefahrden,

5. Verhaltensweisen fordern, die den Schutz der Umwelt gefédhrden,

6. rechtswidrige Praktiken fordern,

7. irrefithren und den Interessen der Verbraucher schaden.

(2) Schleichwerbung ist unzuldssig. Schleichwerbung ist die Erwédhnung oder Darstellung von Waren,
Dienstleistungen, Namen, Marken oder Tétigkeiten eines Herstellers von Waren oder eines Erbringers von
Dienstleistungen in Programmen, wenn sie vom Osterreichischen Rundfunk absichtlich zu Werbezwecken
vorgesehen ist und die Allgemeinheit hinsichtlich des eigentlichen Zweckes dieser Erwdhnung oder Darstellung
irrefiihren kann. Eine Erwdhnung oder Darstellung gilt insbesondere dann als beabsichtigt, wenn sie gegen
Entgelt oder eine dhnliche Gegenleistung erfolgt.

(3) In der Werbung diirfen weder im Bild noch im Ton Personen auftreten, die regelmiBig
Nachrichtensendungen und Sendungen zum politischen Zeitgeschehen vorstellen oder die regelmiBig als
programmgestaltende und journalistische Mitarbeiter des Osterreichischen Rundfunks sonstige Sendungen
moderieren.

(4) Ein Werbetreibender oder Auftraggeber einer Patronanzsendung darf keinen redaktionellen Einfluss auf
den Programminhalt ausiiben.

(5) Die Erwdhnung oder Darstellung von Waren, Dienstleistungen, Namen, Marken oder Tatigkeiten eines
Herstellers von Waren oder eines Erbringers von Dienstleistungen gegen Entgelt oder eine sonstige
Gegenleistung, sofern diese nicht geringfiigig sind, auBerhalb von Werbesendungen (Product-Placement) ist
unzuléssig. Das Verbot von Product-Placement gilt nicht fiir Kinofilme, Fernsehfilme und Fernsehserien. Die
mediale Unterstiitzung gemél § 17 Abs. 7 des Gliicksspielgesetzes gilt nicht als Product-Placement.

(6) Product-Placement auBerhalb von Werbesendungen ist dann zulissig, wenn es bei der Ubertragung oder
Berichterstattung iiber Sport-, Kultur- oder Wohltitigkeitsveranstaltungen notwendig ist. Dieser Absatz gilt nicht
fiir Kinder- und Jugendsendungen.

(7) Fernsehwerbung ist in Blocken zwischen einzelnen Sendungen auszustrahlen. Einzeln gesendete
Werbespots miissen die Ausnahme bilden.
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(8) Bei Sportsendungen, die aus eigenstdndigen Teilen bestehen, darf die Werbung nur zwischen die
eigenstdndigen Teile eingefiigt werden, wobei die Sportsendung fiir jeden vollen Zeitraum von 15 Minuten
(berechnet nach der programmierten Sendedauer der Sendung ohne Einrechnung der Dauer der Werbung) einmal
unterbrochen werden darf und innerhalb jeder vom Beginn der Sendung an gerechneten vollen Stunde hochstens
vier Unterbrechungen zuldssig sind. Bei Sportiibertragungen und Sendungen {iiber &hnlich strukturierte
Ereignisse und Darbietungen mit Pausen darf die Werbung nur in die Pausen eingefiigt werden. Das
Unterbrechen anderer Fernsehsendungen in Programmen nach § 3 durch Werbung (Unterbrecherwerbung) ist
unzuléssig.

Unter brecherwerbung fir Spartenprogramme

§ 15. (1) Fiir Programme nach § 9 gelten hinsichtlich der Unterbrecherwerbung die Bestimmungen der
nachfolgenden Absitze.

(2) Fernsehwerbung ist grundsitzlich in Blocken zwischen einzelnen Sendungen auszustrahlen. Einzeln
gesendete Werbespots miissen die Ausnahme bilden. Unter den in den Abs. 3 bis 6 genannten Voraussetzungen
kann Fernsehwerbung auch in die laufenden Sendungen eingefiigt werden, sofern sie den Zusammenhang und
den Wert der Sendung nicht beeintréchtigt, wobei die natiirlichen Sendungsunterbrechungen und die Lénge und
Art der Sendung zu beriicksichtigen sind; gegen die Rechte von Rechteinhabern darf nicht verstoen werden.

(3) Bei Sendungen, die aus eigenstindigen Teilen bestehen, oder bei Sportsendungen und Sendungen iiber
dhnlich strukturierte Ereignisse und Darbietungen mit Pausen darf die Werbung nur zwischen die eigenstindigen
Teile oder in die Pausen eingefiigt werden.

(4) Die Ubertragung audiovisueller Werke wie Kinospielfilme und Fernsehfilme (mit Ausnahme von Serien,
Reihen, Unterhaltungssendungen und Dokumentarfilmen) kann fiir jeden vollen Zeitraum von 45 Minuten
einmal unterbrochen werden, sofern ihre programmierte Sendezeit mehr als 45 Minuten betrdgt. Eine weitere
Unterbrechung ist zuldssig, wenn die programmierte Sendedauer um mindestens 20 Minuten {iber zwei oder
mehrere volle 45 Minuten Zeitrdume hinausgeht.

(5) Werden andere als die unter Abs. 3 fallenden Sendungen durch Werbung unterbrochen, so hat zwischen
zwei aufeinander folgenden Unterbrechungen innerhalb der Sendung ein Abstand von mindestens 20 Minuten zu
liegen.

(6) Die Ubertragung von Gottesdiensten darf nicht durch Werbung unterbrochen werden. Nachrichten,
Magazine tber das aktuelle Zeitgeschehen, Dokumentarfilme, Sendungen religidsen Inhalts und
Kindersendungen, die eine programmierte Sendezeit von weniger als 30 Minuten haben, diirfen nicht durch
Werbung unterbrochen werden. Betrdgt ihre programmierte Sendezeit mindestens 30 Minuten, so gelten die
Bestimmungen der vorangegangenen Absétze.

Werbung fir Arzneimittel und alkoholische Getranke, Schutz von Minderjéhrigen

§16. (1) Werbung fiir Arzneimittel, Medizinprodukte und fiir therapeutische Behandlungen, die nur auf
arztliche Verschreibung erhiltlich sind, ist untersagt.

(2) Werbung fiir alle anderen Arzneimittel, Medizinprodukte und fiir therapeutische Behandlungen muss
klar als solche erkennbar, ehrlich, wahrheitsgema8 und nachpriifbar sein. Sie darf den Menschen nicht schaden.

(3) Die Werbebestimmungen des Arzneimittelgesetzes, BGBI. Nr. 185/1983, und des Medizin-
produktegesetzes, BGBIL. Nr. 657/1996, sowie die in den Rechtsvorschriften fiir die Ausiibung von
Gesundheitsberufen bestehenden Werbebeschrédnkungen bleiben unberiihrt.

(4) Fernsehwerbung fiir alkoholische Getranke muss folgenden Kriterien entsprechen:

1. Sie darf nicht speziell an Minderjdhrige gerichtet sein und insbesondere nicht Minderjéhrige
beim Alkoholgenuss darstellen.

2. Es darf keinerlei Verbindung zwischen einer Verbesserung der physischen Leistung und
Alkoholgenuss oder dem Fiihren von Kraftfahrzeugen und Alkoholgenuss hergestellt werden.

3. Es darf nicht der Eindruck erweckt werden, Alkoholgenuss fordere sozialen oder sexuellen
Erfolg.

4. Sie darf nicht eine therapeutische, stimulierende, beruhigende oder konfliktldsende Wirkung
von Alkohol suggerieren.

5. UnmaiBigkeit im Genuss alkoholischer Getrianke darf nicht gefordert oder Enthaltsamkeit oder
MaiBigung nicht negativ dargestellt werden.

6. Die Hohe des Alkoholgehalts von Getranken darf nicht als positive Eigenschaft hervorgehoben
werden.

(5) Fernsehwerbung darf Minderjdhrigen weder korperlichen noch seelischen Schaden zufiigen und
unterliegt daher folgenden Kriterien zum Schutz Minderjdhriger:
1. Sie darf keine direkten Kaufappelle an Minderjéhrige richten, die deren Unerfahrenheit und
Leichtgldubigkeit ausnutzen.
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2. Sie darf Minderjédhrige nicht unmittelbar dazu auffordern, ihre Eltern oder Dritte zum Kauf der
beworbenen Ware oder Dienstleistung zu bewegen.

3. Sie darf nicht das besondere Vertrauen ausnutzen, das Minderjéhrige zu Eltern, Lehrern oder
anderen Vertrauenspersonen haben.
4. Sie darf Minderjdhrige nicht ohne berechtigten Grund in geféhrlichen Situationen zeigen.

(6) Unmittelbar vor und nach Kindersendungen ist das Ausstrahlen von an unmiindige Minderjdhrige
gerichtete Werbung unzulissig.
Patr onanzsendungen (Sponsoring)

§17. (1) Eine Patronanzsendung im Fernsehen liegt vor, wenn ein nicht im Bereich der Produktion von
audiovisuellen Werken titiges offentliches oder privates Unternehmen einen Beitrag zur Finanzierung solcher
Werke mit dem Ziel leistet, den Namen, die Marke, das Erscheinungsbild, die Tétigkeit oder die Leistungen des
Unternehmens zu fordern.

(2) Patronanzsendungen miissen folgenden Anforderungen geniigen:

1. Inhalt und Programmplatz einer Patronanzsendung diirfen vom Auftraggeber auf keinen Fall in
der Weise beeinflusst werden, dass die Verantwortung und die redaktionelle Unabhéngigkeit
des Osterreichischen Rundfunks in Bezug auf die Sendungen angetastet werden.

2. Sie sind als Patronanzsendung durch den Namen oder das Firmenemblem des Auftraggebers
am Anfang oder am Ende eindeutig zu kennzeichnen (An- oder Absage). Hinweise auf den
Auftraggeber wihrend der Sendung sind unzuléssig.

3. Sie diirfen nicht zu Kauf, Miete oder Pacht von Erzeugnissen oder zur Inanspruchnahme von
Dienstleistungen des Auftraggebers oder eines Dritten, insbesondere durch spezifische
verkaufsfordernde Hinweise auf diese Erzeugnisse oder Dienstleistungen, anregen.

(3) Patronanzsendungen diirfen nicht von natiirlichen oder juristischen Personen in Auftrag gegeben werden,
deren Haupttitigkeit die Herstellung oder der Verkauf von Erzeugnissen oder die Erbringung von
Dienstleistungen ist, fiir die diec Werbung gemall § 13 Abs.4 und § 16 oder nach anderen gesetzlichen
Bestimmungen verboten ist.

(4) Nachrichtensendungen und Sendungen zur politischen Information diirfen nicht im Sinne von Abs. 1
finanziell unterstiitzt werden.

(5) An- und Absagen von Patronanzsendungen sind, sofern es sich bei den Patronanzsendungen nicht um
solche zu Gunsten karitativer oder sonstiger im Offentlichen Interesse liegender Zwecke handelt, in die
Berechnung der hochstzulissigen Werbezeit einzurechnen. Die einzurechnende Zeitdauer von An- und Absagen
regionaler Sendungen im Fernsehen (§ 3 Abs. 2) bestimmt sich nach dem Verhiltnis des durch die regionale
Sendung technisch erreichbaren Bevélkerungsanteils zur Gesamtbevolkerung Osterreichs.

(6) Auf die Vergabe von Sendezeiten an Medieninhaber periodischer Druckwerke fiir An- und Absagen von
Patronanzsendungen findet § 13 Abs. 8 sinngemidl Anwendung. Die fir An- und Absagen an diese
Medieninhaber vergebene Sendezeit ist in die hdchstzuldssige wochentliche Werbezeit geméall § 13 Abs. 8
einzurechnen.

(7) Die Gestaltung von Sendungen oder Sendungsteilen nach thematischen Vorgaben Dritter gegen Entgelt
ist unzuldssig.

4. Abschnitt
Inhaltliche Anforderungen an Teletext und Online-Dienste

§ 18. Auf die Veranstaltung von Teletext und Online-Diensten finden § 4 Abs. 1 Z1,22,7Z 5,7 8,7 13 und
Z 15, Abs. 3, § 10 Abs. 1, 2 und Abs. 11 bis 13, § 13 Abs. 2, Abs. 3 erster Satz und Abs. 4, § 14 Abs. 1,2 und 4
sowie § 16 dieses Bundesgesetzes Anwendung. Der Anteil von Werbung in diesem Angebot wird durch
Beschluss des Stiftungsrates festgelegt.

_Organisation
Organe des Osterreichischen Rundfunks

§ 19. (1) Die Organe des Osterreichischen Rundfunks sind:
1. der Stiftungsrat,

2. der Generaldirektor,

3. der Publikumsrat,

4. die Priifungskommission.
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(2) Die Mitglieder der Kollegialorgane geméll Abs. 1 sind bei der Ausiibung ihrer Funktion im
Osterreichischen Rundfunk an keine Weisungen und Auftriige gebunden; sie haben ausschlieBlich die sich aus
den Gesetzen und der Geschiftsordnung ergebenden Pflichten zu erfiillen.

(3) Die Funktion als Mitglied des Stiftungsrates und des Publikumsrates ist ein Ehrenamt. Die Mitglieder
haben Anspruch auf angemessenen Ersatz der angefallenen Kosten.

(4) Samtliche Mitglieder der Stiftungsorgane sind, soweit gesetzlich nicht anderes bestimmt ist, zur
Verschwiegenheit liber alle ihnen im Rahmen ihrer Tatigkeit bekannt werdenden Umstédnde der Stiftung und der
mit ihr verbundenen Unternehmen verpflichtet.

Direktoren und Landesdirektoren

Qualifikation

Publikumsrat

§ 28. (1) Zur Wahrung der Interessen der Horer und Seher ist am Sitz des Osterreichischen Rundfunks ein
Publikumsrat einzurichten, der aus 35 Mitgliedern besteht.
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(2) Dem Publikumsrat diirfen nicht angehoren:

1. Personen, die in einem Arbeitsverhiltnis zum Osterreichischen Rundfunk oder zu einem mit
dem Osterreichischen Rundfunk im Sinne des § 228 Abs.

Ausschlussgrund gilt nicht fiir die vom Publikumsrat bestellten Mitglieder des Stiftungsrates;

3. Personen, die in einem Arbeits- oder Gesellschaftsverhéltnis zu einem sonstigen
Medienunternehmen (§ 1 Abs. 1 Z 6 Mediengesetz) stehen;

4. Mitglieder der Bundesregierung, Staatssekretire, Mitglieder einer Landesregierung, Mitglieder

des Nationalrates, des Bundesrates oder sonst eines allgemeinen Vertretungskorpers, ferner
Personen, die Angestellte einer politischen Partei sind oder eine leitende Funktion einer
Bundes- oder Landesorganisation einer politischen Partei bekleiden sowie Volksanwilte, der
Prasident des Rechnungshofes und Personen, die eine der genannten Funktionen innerhalb der
letzten vier Jahre ausgeiibt haben;

(3) Der Publikumsrat ist wie folgt zu bestellen:

Osterreichs, die Bundesarbeitskammer und der Osterreichische Gewerkschaftsbund bestellen
je ein Mitglied;
die Kammern der freien Berufe bestellen gemeinsam ein Mitglied;
die romisch-katholische Kirche bestellt ein Mitglied;
die evangelische Kirche bestellt ein Mitglied;
die Rechtstriger der staatsbiirgerlichen Bildungsarbeit im Bereich der politischen Parteien
(BGBI. Nr. 369/1984) bestellen je ein Mitglied;

6. die Akademie der Wissenschaften bestellt ein Mitglied.

(4) Der Bundeskanzler hat fiir die weiteren Mitglieder Vorschldge von Einrichtungen bzw. Organisationen,
die fiir die nachstehenden Bereiche bzw. Gruppen représentativ sind, einzuholen: die Hochschulen, die Bildung,
die Kunst, der Sport, die Jugend, die Schiiler, die dlteren Menschen, die behinderten Menschen, die Eltern bzw.
Familien, die Volksgruppen, die Touristik, die Kraftfahrer, die Konsumenten und der Umweltschutz.

(5) Der Bundeskanzler hat die in Frage kommenden Einrichtungen und Organisationen geméf Abs. 4 durch
Verlautbarung im ,,Amtsblatt zur Wiener Zeitung™ zur Erstattung von Dreier-Vorschldgen einzuladen und die
eingelangten Vorschliage 6ffentlich bekannt zu machen.

(6) Sechs Mitglieder werden mittels Wahl durch die Rundfunkteilnehmer (§ 2 Rundfunkgebiihrengesetz,
BGBI. I Nr. 159/1999) nach Maligabe der folgenden Absétze ermittelt. Wahlberechtigt sind nur natiirliche
Personen.

(7) Zur Wahl stehen dabei die gemdfl Abs. 5 von den jeweiligen Einrichtungen und Organisationen zu den
Bereichen Bildung, Jugend, dltere Menschen, Eltern bzw. Familien, Sport und Konsumenten vorgeschlagenen
Personen.

(8) Die Namen und Funktionen der betreffenden Personen sowie die Institution, die den Vorschlag erstattet
hat, sind vom Bundeskanzler im ,,Amtsblatt zur Wiener Zeitung* bekannt zu machen. Gleichzeitig hat der
Osterreichische Rundfunk durch geeignete MaBnahmen — allenfalls mittels einer Fernsehsendung in einem der
Programme nach § 3 Abs. 1 Z2 — die Rundfunkteilnehmer tiber die zur Wahl stehenden Personen und den
Wahlmodus zu informieren.

(9) Der Osterreichische Rundfunk hat im Rahmen der technischen Méglichkeiten und der wirtschaftlichen
Tragbarkeit dafiir Sorge zu tragen, dass jeder Rundfunkteilnehmer durch Stimmabgabe iiber Telefon, Telefax,
Internet oder andere technisch vergleichbare Einrichtungen jeweils sechs Personen (eine fiir jeden Bereich) aus
den zur Wahl stehenden Kandidaten auswéhlen kann. Dazu hat er eine Frist von einer Woche einzurdumen.
Nach dieser Frist eingelangte Stimmen sind nicht zu beriicksichtigen. Stichtag fiir die Feststellung der
Wahlberechtigung ist jeweils der dem Beginn der Wahlfrist vorvorangegangene Monatserste. Der Oster-
reichische Rundfunk hat dafiir zu sorgen, dass die bei der Stimmabgabe {ibermittelten Daten zu keinem anderen
Zweck als zur Ermittlung und Uberpriifung (Feststellung der Identitit des Wahlberechtigten) des
Wahlergebnisses verwendet werden. Zur Ermittlung und Uberpriifung des Wahlergebnisses hat die
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Gebiihreninkasso Service GmbH nur die Daten iiber die Teilnehmernummern, Vor- und Zunamen und
Geburtsdatum der Rundfunkteilnehmer dem Osterreichischen Rundfunk zur Verfligung zu stellen. Der
Osterreichische Rundfunk hat die Rundfunkteilnehmer in geeigneter Weise darauf hinzuweisen, dass und
inwieweit die bei der Stimmabgabe {ibermittelten Daten verwendet werden und insbesondere, dass die
Stimmabgabe nicht anonym erfolgt. Es ist darauf zu achten, dass eine Person nicht mehr als einmal von ihrem
Stimmrecht Gebrauch macht. Ein Stimmrecht kommt einem Rundfunkteilnehmer ungeachtet der Anzahl der von
ihm betriebenen Rundfunkempfangseinrichtungen nur einmal zu. Der Osterreichische Rundfunk hat iiberdies
alle Vorkehrungen gegen Missbrauch der betreffenden Daten zu treffen. Die {ibermittelten Daten sind spitestens
mit Ablauf von acht Monaten nach dem Ende der Frist zur Stimmabgabe zu 16schen.

(10) Nach Ablauf der Frist zur Stimmabgabe ist das Ergebnis der Wahl von einem Notar zu beurkunden und
durch den Osterreichischen Rundfunk dem Bundeskanzler unverziiglich mitzuteilen. Der Bundeskanzler hat
sodann zu den jeweiligen Bereichen jene sechs Personen, die die meisten Stimmen erhalten haben, zu
Mitgliedern des Publikumsrates zu bestellen und das Wahlergebnis durch Bekanntmachung im ,,Amtsblatt zur
Wiener Zeitung® zu verlautbaren.

(11) Der Bundeskanzler hat nach Bestellung der Mitglieder gemaB3 Abs. 10 siebzehn weitere Mitglieder aus
den eingelangten Vorschldgen zu den in Abs. 4 genannten Bereichen bzw. Gruppen zu bestellen, wobei fiir jeden
Bereich ein Mitglied zu bestellen ist.

Funktionsdauer, Vorsitz und Beschlussfassung

§ 29. (1) Die Funktionsperiode des Publikumsrates dauert vier Jahre vom Tag seines ersten Zusammentrittes
an gerechnet, jedenfalls aber bis zu dem Tag, an dem der neue Publikumsrat zusammentritt.

(2) Der Publikumsrat gibt sich seine Geschéftsordnung selbst. Er wihlt aus seiner Mitte einen Vorsitzenden
und einen Vorsitzenden-Stellvertreter.

(3) Der Publikumsrat ist vom Vorsitzenden, im Verhinderungsfall von seinem Stellvertreter wenigstens
dreimal jahrlich, ansonsten binnen 14 Tagen, wenn dies wenigstens ein Viertel seiner Mitglieder oder ein Viertel
der Mitglieder des Stiftungsrates verlangt, zu einer Sitzung einzuberufen.

(4) Der Publikumsrat fasst seine Beschliisse bei Anwesenheit von mindestens der Hélfte der Mitglieder und
mit der einfachen Mehrheit der abgegebenen Stimmen. Fiir Beschliisse gemdf3 § 41 Abs. 1 ist eine
Zweidrittelmehrheit erforderlich. Die fiir den Stiftungsrat geltenden Bestimmungen zur Feststellung der
Beschlussfihigkeit bei Nichtbestellung und iiber die Vertretung im Fall der Verhinderung bei einer Sitzung
gelten sinngemal.

(5) Hat ein Mitglied des Publikumsrates drei aufeinander folgenden Einladungen zu einer Sitzung ohne
geniigende Entschuldigung keine Folge geleistet, so hat die nach seiner Anhdrung der Publikumsrat durch
Beschluss festzustellen. Diese Feststellung hat den Verlust der Mitgliedschaft zur Folge und es ist unverziiglich
fiir den Rest der Funktionsperiode ein neues Mitglied zu bestellen.

(6) Scheidet ein Mitglied des Publikumsrates vor Ablauf seiner Funktionsperiode aus seiner Funktion, so ist
fiir den Rest der Funktionsperiode ein neues Mitglied zu bestellen. Scheidet ein gemdB § 28 Abs. 6 bis 10 oder
Abs. 11 bestelltes Mitglied vorzeitig aus, so hat der Bundeskanzler die Einrichtungen bzw. Gruppen des vom
ausgeschiedenen Mitglied vertretenen Bereiches zur Erstattung von Vorschlédgen aufzufordern. Die Vorschldge
sind ohne Verzug zu erstatten. Aus den eingelangten Vorschldgen hat der Bundeskanzler ein Mitglied zu
bestellen.

Aufgaben des Publikumsrats

8§ 30. (1) Dem Publikumsrat obliegt

1. die Erstattung von Empfehlungen hinsichtlich der Programmgestaltung und von Vorschldgen
fir den technischen Ausbau;
2. die Bestellung von sechs Mitgliedern des Stiftungsrates, wobei drei Mitglieder aus den auf

Grund der Ergebnisse der Direktwahl bestellten sechs Mitgliedern des Publikumsrates stammen miissen
und jedenfalls je ein Mitglied aus den Bereichen der gesetzlich anerkannten Kirchen und
Religionsgesellschaften, der Hochschulen und der Kunst zu bestellen ist;

3. die Anrufung des Bundeskommunikationssenates;

4. die Genehmigung von Beschliissen des Stiftungsrates, mit denen die Hohe des
Programmentgelts (Radioentgelt, Fernsehentgelt) festgelegt wird,

5. die Erstattung von Vorschldgen zur Erfiillung des gesetzlichen Auftrages in den in diesem

Gesetz vorgesehenen Féllen, und Stellungnahme zur Anrechnung von Programmanteilen fiir Volks-
gruppen. Dazu kdnnen vom Publikumsrat Vertreter der Volksgruppenbeirite angehort werden;

6. die Erstattung von Empfehlungen an den Stiftungsrat hinsichtlich der Jahressendeschemen;
7. die Erstattung von Empfehlungen zu Qualitétssicherungssystemen;
8. die Erstattung von Empfehlungen zum Angebot von Sendungen fiir gehdrlose und gehérbehin-

derte Menschen (§ 5 Abs. 3).
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(2) Der Publikumsrat ist zur Erfiillung der im Abs. 1 genannten Aufgaben befugt, den Generaldirektor, die
Direktoren und die Landesdirektoren iiber alle von ihnen zu besorgenden Aufgaben des Osterreichischen
Rundfunks zu befragen und alle einschldgigen Auskiinfte zu verlangen. Die Befragten haben die an sie
gerichteten Anfragen ldngstens innerhalb von zwei Monaten schriftlich oder auf Verlangen auch miindlich zu
beantworten. Eine Antwort darf nur soweit verweigert werden, als iiberwiegende Interessen des Osterreichischen
Rundfunks oder das 6ffentliche Interesse es erfordern.

(3) Hat der Publikumsrat Empfehlungen hinsichtlich der Programmgestaltung erstattet, so hat der
Generaldirektor innerhalb einer angemessenen, drei Monate nicht iiberschreitenden Frist dem Publikumsrat zu
berichten, ob und in welcher Form der Empfehlung entsprochen worden ist oder aus welchen Griinden der
Empfehlung nicht gefolgt wird.

(4) An den Sitzungen des Publikumsrates hat der Generaldirektor oder ein von ihm bestellter Vertreter mit
beratender Stimme teilzunehmen. Der Publikumsrat ist befugt, auf Grund eines an den Generaldirektor
gerichteten Ersuchens die Anwesenheit eines Direktors oder eines Landesdirektors zu verlangen. Die Mitglieder
des Stiftungsrates sind berechtigt, an den Sitzungen des Publikumsrates mit beratender Stimme teilzunehmen.

(5) Der Publikumsrat kann — zusitzlich zu der vom Osterreichischen Rundfunk selbst durchgefiihrten
Meinungsbefragung — verlangen, dass der Osterreichische Rundfunk einmal im Jahr eine reprisentative
Teilnehmerbefragung zu vom Publikumsrat festzulegenden Themenbereichen durchfiihren ldsst. Die Ergebnisse
aller Meinungsbefragungen des Osterreichischen Rundfunks sind dem Publikumsrat zur Kenntnis zu bringen.

6. Abschnitt
Programmentgelt

§31. (1) Jedermann ist zum Empfang der Horfunk- bzw. Fernsehsendungen des Osterreichischen
Rundfunks gegen ein fortlaufendes Programmentgelt (Radioentgelt, Fernsehentgelt) berechtigt. Die Hohe des
Programmentgelts wird vom Stiftungsrat festgesetzt, wobei dafiir zu sorgen ist, dass unter Zugrundelegung einer
sparsamen Verwaltung die gesetzméfigen Aufgaben des Rundfunks kostendeckend erfiillt werden koénnen;
hierbei ist auf die gesamtwirtschaftliche Entwicklung Bedacht zu nehmen.

(2) Der Beschluss, mit dem die Hohe des Programmentgelts festgesetzt wird, bedarf der Genehmigung des
Publikumsrates. Wird innerhalb von acht Wochen nach der Beschlussfassung im Stiftungsrat vom Publikumsrat
kein begriindeter Einspruch erhoben, so gilt die Genehmigung als erteilt. Wird jedoch innerhalb dieser Frist vom
Publikumsrat die Genehmigung ausdriicklich versagt, so wird der Beschluss des Stiftungsrates nur dann
wirksam, wenn er einen Beharrungsbeschluss fasst.

(3) Das Programmentgelt ist unabhéngig von der Héaufigkeit und der Giite der Sendungen oder ihres
Empfanges zu zahlen. Der Beginn und das Ende der Pflicht zur Entrichtung des Programmentgeltes sowie die
Befreiung von dieser Pflicht richten sich nach den fiir die Rundfunkgebiihren geltenden bundesgesetzlichen
Vorschriften.

(4) Das Programmentgelt ist gleichzeitig mit den Rundfunkgebiihren und in gleicher Weise wie diese
einzuheben; eine andere Art der Zahlung tilgt die Schuld nicht.

(5) Riickstiindige Programmentgelte konnen zu Gunsten des Osterreichischen Rundfunks von dem mit der
Einbringung der Rundfunkgebiihren beauftragten Rechtstriger in gleicher Weise wie riickstéindige
Rundfunkgebiihren im Verwaltungsweg hereingebracht werden.

(6) Das Tarifwerk des Werbefunks sowie die Hohe der Programmentgelte sind im ,,Amtsblatt zur Wiener
Zeitung" bekannt zu machen. Das Tarifwerk hat Bestimmungen iiber Preis, Leistung, Skonti und Rabatte aller
Werbeauftrige zu enthalten. Entgeltliche oder tauschdhnliche Gegengeschifte sind nur unter genauen
Bedingungen zuldssig und gesondert auszuweisen.

§3la. (1) (Verfassungsbestimmung) Die Gebarung des Osterreichischen Rundfunks unterliegt der
Kontrolle des Rechnungshofes.

(2) Bei der Ausiibung der Kontrolle ist § 12 Abs. 1, 3 und 5 des
Rechnungshofgesetzes, BGBI. Nr. 144/1948, sinngemél anzuwenden; das Ergebnis seiner
Priifung hat der Rechnungshof dem Stiftungsrat mitzuteilen.

7. Abschnitt

Stellung der programmgestaltenden Mitarbeiter
Unabhangigkeit

§32. (1) Der Osterreichische Rundfunk und seine Tochtergesellschaften haben die Unabhingigkeit und
Eigenverantwortlichkeit aller programmgestaltenden Mitarbeiter sowie die Freiheit der journalistischen
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Berufsausiibung aller journalistischen Mitarbeiter bei Besorgung aller ihnen iibertragenen Aufgaben im Rahmen
dieses Bundesgesetzes zu beachten. Die journalistischen Mitarbeiter diirfen in Ausiibung ihrer Tétigkeit
insbesondere nicht verhalten werden, etwas abzufassen oder zu verantworten, was der Freiheit der
journalistischen Berufsausiibung widerspricht. Aus einer gerechtfertigten Weigerung darf ihnen kein Nachteil
erwachsen.

(2) Programmgestaltende Mitarbeiter im Sinne dieses Bundesgesetzes sind alle Personen, die an der
inhaltlichen Gestaltung von Horfunk- und Fernsehsendungen mitwirken.

(3) Journalistische Mitarbeiter im Sinne dieses Bundesgesetzes sind alle Personen, die an der
journalistischen Gestaltung von Programmen im Horfunk und Fernsehen mitwirken, insbesondere Redakteure,
Reporter, Korrespondenten und Gestalter.

(4) Programmgestaltende und journalistische Mitarbeiter im Sinne dieses Bundesgesetzes sind entweder
Arbeitnehmer oder freie Mitarbeiter des Osterreichischen Rundfunks oder seiner Tochtergesellschaften.

(5) Fiir journalistische und programmgestaltende Mitarbeiter des Osterreichischen Rundfunks gelten auch
dann, wenn sie in einem Arbeitsverhiltnis zum Osterreichischen Rundfunk stehen, sofern die vereinbarte oder
tatsdchlich geleistete Arbeitszeit wihrend eines Zeitraumes von sechs Monaten im Monatsdurchschnitt nicht
mehr als vier Fiinftel des 4,3fachen der durch Gesetz oder Kollektivvertrag vorgesehenen wochentlichen
Normalarbeitszeit betragt, folgende Bestimmungen:

1. Befristete Arbeitsverhdltnisse konnen ohne zahlenmifBige Begrenzung und auch unmittelbar
hintereinander abgeschlossen werden, ohne dass hier durch ein Arbeitsverhdltnis auf unbestimmte Zeit
entsteht.

2. Beabsichtigt das Unternehmen, ein weiteres befristetes Arbeitsverhéltnis nicht mehr abzu-

schlieBen, so ist der Arbeitnehmer von dieser Absicht schriftlich zu verstdndigen. Die Verstindigung
hat, wenn ab Beginn des ersten Arbeitsverhéltnisses mit oder ohne Unterbrechungen ein Zeitraum von
nicht mehr als drei Jahren verstrichen ist, vier Wochen vor Ende des laufenden Arbeitsverhiltnisses zu
erfolgen. Betrigt dieser Zeitraum ab Beginn des ersten Arbeitsverhéltnisses mehr als drei Jahre, so hat
die Verstindigung acht Wochen, und wenn der Zeitraum mehr als fiinf Jahre betrdgt, hat die
Verstindigung zwolf Wochen vor Ablauf des bestehenden Arbeitsverhdltnisses zu erfolgen. Erfolgt die
Verstindigung nicht oder nicht rechtzeitig, so gebiihrt ein Entschddigungsanspruch. Dieser betrigt bei
einer Verstidndigungsfrist von vier Wochen 8,33 vH, bei einer Verstindigungsfrist von acht Wochen
16,66 vH und bei einer Verstindigungsfrist von zwolf Wochen 24,99 vH des vom Osterreichischen
Rundfunk im letzten Jahr bezogenen Entgelts.

(6) Erstrecken sich befristete Arbeitsverhéltnisse im Sinne des Abs.5 ab Beginn des ersten Arbeits-
verhéltnisses mit oder ohne Unterbrechungen iiber einen Zeitraum von fiinf Jahren, so gebiihrt bei einer gemal
Abs. 5 Z 2 vorgenommenen Beendigung des Arbeitsverhdltnisses eine Abfertigung. Diese gebiihrt auch dann,
wenn das Unternehmen die Verstindigung unterlédsst, jedoch kein weiteres befristetes Arbeitsverhéltnis
abschlieBt, oder das Arbeitsverhdltnis durch berechtigten vorzeitigen Austritt oder unverschuldete Entlassung
des Arbeitnehmers endet.

Redakteur statut

833. (1) Zur Sicherstellung der im § 32 Abs.1 firr die journalistischen Mitarbeiter niedergelegten
Grundsitze ist zwischen dem Osterreichischen Rundfunk (einer Tochtergesellschaft) einerseits und einer nach
den Grundsétzen des gleichen, unmittelbaren und geheimen Verhédltniswahlrechtes gewéhlten Vertretung der
journalistischen Mitarbeiter andererseits ein Redakteurstatut abzuschlieBen.

In jedem
Betriecbsbereich  des  Osterreichischen ~ Rundfunks (Landesstudios, Hauptabteilungen) und einer
Tochtergesellschaft wihlt eine Versammlung aller journalistischen Mitarbeiter aus ihrer Mitte nach den
Grundsitzen des Verhiltniswahlrechtes in geheimer Wahl einen Redakteurssprecher. Umfasst der betreffende
Betriebsbereich mehr als zehn journalistische Mitarbeiter, so ist fiir je angefangene weitere zehn journalistische
Mitarbeiter ein weiterer Redakteurssprecher zu wahlen.

(6) Spitestens sechs Wochen vor der Wahl ist vom Generaldirektor, im Falle von Tochtergesellschaften
vom Vorstand oder der Geschiftsfilhrung eine Liste der wahlberechtigten journalistischen Mitarbeiter jedes
Betriebsbereiches zu erstellen und zu verdffentlichen. Gegen diese Liste kann binnen zwei Wochen Einspruch
erhoben werden von Personen, die behaupten, zu Unrecht in die Liste nicht aufgenommen worden zu sein, sowie
von Wahlberechtigten, die behaupten, andere Personen wurden zu Unrecht in die Liste aufgenommen. Uber
Einspriiche entscheidet binnen weiterer zwei Wochen der Bundeskommunikationssenat.

(7) Die gewdhlten Redakteurssprecher bilden gemeinsam den Redakteursausschuss, der die im
Redakteurstatut vorgesehenen Aufgaben zu erfiillen hat. Der Redakteursausschuss gibt sich seine

(8) Der Redakteursausschuss kann aus seiner Mitte nach den Grundsidtzen der Verhédltniswahl einen

(9) An den Sitzungen des Redakteursausschusses bzw. des Redakteursrates konnen Sachverstindige und
Auskunftspersonen bzw. Vertreter der zustindigen Gewerkschaft und des Zentralbetriebsrates, im Falle von
Tochtergesellschaften Vertreter ihres Betriebsrates mit beratender Stimme teilnehmen, wenn dies der
Redakteursausschuss bzw. der Redakteursrat fiir einzelne Sitzungen oder bis auf Widerruf mit Mehrheit
beschliefit.

(10) Die Wahl der Redakteurssprecher ist erstmals von der gewdhlten Vertretung der journalistischen
Mitarbeiter (Abs. 1), in weiterer Folge vom jeweils zuletzt gewdhlten Redakteursausschuss auszuschreiben.
Zwischen der Wahlausschreibung und dem Wahltag miissen mindestens zehn Wochen liegen. Der Tag der
Wabhlausschreibung ist zugleich der Stichtag fiir die Wahlberechtigung.

(11) Die Kiindigung eines journalistischen Mitarbeiters kann vom Betriebsrat beim zur Entscheidung in
Arbeits- und Sozialrechtssachen zustindigen Gericht angefochten werden, wenn sie wegen seiner Tétigkeit als
Mitglied des Redakteursausschusses bzw. des Redakteursrates oder wegen seiner Bewerbung um eine solche
Funktion bzw. seiner fritheren Titigkeit in einer solchen Funktion erfolgte.

(13) Den erforderlichen Sachaufwand, der dem Redakteursausschuss bzw. dem Redakteursrat zur Erfiillung
seiner durch Gesetz bzw. durch das Redakteurstatut iibertragenen Aufgaben entsteht, triigt der Osterreichische
Rundfunk bzw. die Tochtergesellschaft.

(14) Bei allen Wahlen und Abstimmungen, an denen sdmtliche journalistische Mitarbeiter teilnehmen, ist
die Briefwahl zuldssig.

Schiedsgericht

§34. (1) Der Osterreichische Rundfunk und die Tochtergesellschaften sowie der jeweilige
Redakteursausschuss konnen ein Redakteurstatut gegenseitig jeweils schriftlich mit einer Kiindigungsfrist von
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sechs Monaten aufkiindigen. Im Falle der Kiindigung sind unverziiglich Verhandlungen iiber den Abschluss
eines neuen Redakteurstatuts aufzunehmen. Zum Abschluss auf Seiten der Dienstnehmer ist der zuletzt gewihlte
Redakteursausschuss berechtigt.

(3) Dieses Schiedsgericht besteht aus je einem vom Redakteursausschuss und dem Osterreichischen
Rundfunk oder einer Tochtergesellschaft bestellten Mitglied sowie einem von diesen beiden Mitgliedern des
Schiedsgerichtes innerhalb von einer Woche zu bestellenden auBerhalb des Unternehmens stehenden
rechtskundigen Vorsitzenden. Konnen sich die beiden bestellten Mitglieder nicht innerhalb einer Woche auf die
Person des Vorsitzenden einigen, so hat der Vorsitzende des Bundeskommunikationssenates den Vorsitzenden
im Schiedsgericht zu bestellen.

(4) Ein nach Abs.2 zu Stande gekommenes Redakteurstatut tritt auBer Kraft, sobald ein neues
Redakteurstatut vereinbart und wirksam geworden ist.

3 ist die
Tageszeitung mit der grofiten Anzahl an verkauften Exemplaren unter den Tageszeitungen in ihrem jeweiligen
regionalen Hauptverbreitungsgebiet. Eine Tageszeitung hat ihr regionales Hauptverbreitungsgebiet in dem
Bundesland, in dem sie die groBte Anzahl an verkauften Exemplaren aufweist. Fiir die Ermittlung der
Marktfiihrerschaft nach dieser Bestimmung ist die gesamte verkaufte Auflage heranzuziehen.

Re.: Comments on the draft for Austria’s second national report pursuant to Article 25 (1)
of the Framework Convention for the Protection of National Minorities

At the meeting of the Advisory Council for the Slovene Minority on 16 December 2005, the
draft of the 2" report by the Federal Government pursuant to Article 25 (1) of the Framework
Convention for the Protection of National Minorities was distributed to the members of the
Advisory Council. It was agreed on that occasion that the members of the Advisory Council
would forward any comments to the chairperson of the Advisory Council by 10 January 2006,
and that the chairperson would then put together the individual comments to constitute a
position on the draft of the Federal Government and to forward this position to the Federal
Government and/or the Federal Chancellery. These comments were meant to be integrated
into Austria’s national report by the Federal Chancellery and attached to the national report as
an annex.

I would like to state by way of introduction that Austria’s national report is very

comprehensive and presents a multi-faceted and comprehensive picture of the national
minorities in Austria.
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I would like to add a few comments to the statements contained in the national report (I am
enclosing the comments prepared and communicated to me by the Council of Slovenes in
Carinthia / Narodni svet koroskih Slovence):

1.

At present, there is a controversy in Carinthia, which has been ongoing for four years,
regarding the implementation of a decision by the Constitutional Court on the placing
of bilingual topographic signs. In spite of all efforts by the Federal Chancellor, every
attempt has failed, on account of the fact that this matter is being turned into a political
issue by certain regional politicians (for reasons of party politics). However, the
surprising fact in this connection is that a great many irrational fears, prejudices, etc.
play a role. Historical legacies are kept alive and transferred to the present day. And
this although Slovenia — a neighboring country — has now become a member of the
European Union and NATO, and although the Slovene language has become an
official EU language and thus assumed a completely new function in economic, social
and political life. It is obvious that the concept of “turning ethnic matters into a
political issue” can also be “successful” in states with a long democr atic tradition.

The concept of “turning ethnic matters into a political issue” obviously induces
persons to ignore or to minimize standards prevailing in a state under the rule of law —
such as, for example, decisions of the Constitutional Court. The examples given in the
comments by the Council (diacritic signs, rules on official languages, rules on the
languages used at court, the spelling of names, etc.) are proof of this.

In spite of positive measures that the Federal Government and the regional
government have taken in recent times (Nursery School Fund Act, expansion of the
available radio broadcasts) it must be stated nevertheless that in Carinthia, at least, the
Federal Government and the regional government have done too little in order to
overcome prejudices. A climate of openness and tolerance needs to be created. A
policy for an inter-cultural dialogue must not only promote confidence-building
measures, but must also emphasize the new function of the minority languages in
connection with trans-frontier cooperation in the economic, cultural and social fields,
now that the overall conditions have changed with the enlargement of the EU. This
also requires the formulation of an new Austrian language policy, which offers a
functional integration of the minority languages into available educational options,
especially on a regional basis.

It is also necessary to intensify relations to the new EU neighboring states with a view
to reducing the mutual prejudices, the roots of which can be found in history, as well
as to contribute to a climate of truly good-neighborly relations in the most diverse
respects by way of target-oriented measures.

Article 6 of the Framework Convention for the Protection of National Minorities states
the following in its paragraph 1:

“The Parties shall encourage in a spirit of tolerance and intercultural dialogue and take
effective measures to promote mutual respect and understanding and cooperation
among all persons living on their territory, irrespective of those persons’ ethnic,
cultural, linguistic or religious identity, in particular in the fields of education, culture
and the media.”

I am convinced that the Austrian Federal Government should apply more intensively
the aforementioned principles of the Framework Convention for the Protection of the
National Minorities in the cited areas. This is the only way to facilitate the break-
through of the standards under the principles of the rule of law such as, for example,
the decisions of the Constitutional Court. This is the only way to prevent restrictive
administrative practices on the subordinate levels. In the future, the Austrian Federal
Government will have to pay more attention to the fact that all administrative levels of
the country (but also the general public!) realize the full impact of § 8 of the Federal
Constitution Act: “(2) The Republic (the federal, regional, municipal authorities) is
committed to the grown linguistic and cultural diversity which finds expression in the
autochthonous national minorities. The language and culture, existence and
maintenance of these national minorities shall be respected, ensured and promoted.”

COMMENTSON THE DRAFT FOR AUSTRIA’S 2" NATIONAL REPORT
PURSUANT TO ARTICLE 25 (1) OF THE FRAMEWORK CONVENTION FOR THE
PROTECTION OF NATIONAL MINORITIES

The Federal Government carefully avoids to discuss in the presented report the many open
problems of the Slovene population in Carinthia and does not mention at all that the principles
of a state under the rule of law have been ignored completely in connection with the
implementation of Constitutional-court decisions regarding the protection of the Slovene
minority. In fact, numerous provisions on the protection of the national minorities have
neither been implemented according to the letter, not to mention compliance with the spirit of
the provisions.

Below are the details:
Ad Article 6:

The Federal Government refers to the obligation of Austria pursuant to Article 7 item 5 of the
State Treaty of Vienna to prohibit the activities of organizations that have as an objective,
inter alia, to deprive the Slovene population of its characteristics and its rights as a national
minority. However, it is not mentioned that this provision has never been applied in practice,
although several organizations are active in Carinthia that pursue activities which aim at
depriving the Slovene minority of its rights as a national minority. The Carinthian Defense
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Fighters Association (Karntner Abwehrka&mpferbund) is mentioned here by way of example,
which participates in more or less every hostile activity regarding national minorities. Instead
of prohibiting the activities of this organization, during the period under review, the
organization was particularly involved in a leading position in the discussions, for example,
on the implementation of the decision of the Constitutional Court regarding the municipal
signs, and it became apparent that the Federal Government was not willing to implement the
court decision against the will of the Abwehrkémpferbund. The Federal Chancellor actually
appointed the vice-chairman of the Abwehrk&mpferbund as a member of the Advisory
Council for the Slovene Minority, which the Administrative Court eventually came to hold as
unlawful, following a complaint by the Council of Slovenes in Carinthia.

It should also be pointed out that several reports were filed with the police concerning the
responsible politicians for being suspected of abusing their office, in connection with the
refusal of Carinthian politicians to place bilingual municipal signs. The competent public
prosecutor dismissed all reports filed by giving explanations that can hardly be understood in
logical terms.

Ad Article 10:

a) Language used at court

The Federal Government states that in the year 2004 there was not a single case pending
before the Regional Court Klagenfurt under the National Minorities Act. This is incorrect
insofar as motions were certainly submitted, calling for proceedings in the language of the
national minority. These submissions were dismissed, stating that the right to use the
language of the national minority only accrued to physical persons but not to legal entities
— although the submission was made by an organization representing the national minority.

With regard to the rules applying to the language at court used before local courts, the
Federal Government does not mention that the existing rules — admitting the Slovene
language only before the local courts of Ferlach, Eisenkappel and Bleiburg — is contrary to
the constitution. The Slovene language should also be admitted as a court language before
the local courts of Volkermarkt and Villach — at least for the district of the former local
courts of Eberndorf and Rosegg, probably also before the former district of the local courts
of Vilkermarkt and Arnoldstein. With regard to the local court in Klagenfurt, the
Constitutional Court decided that the current non-admission of the Slovene language
complies with the State Treaty because there has not been any change in the boundaries of
the district since the State Treaty became effective. As a result, though, numerous
Carinthian Slovenes are deprived of the opportunity of using the Slovene language in
court, including also, for example, the officially recognized bilingual municipalities of
Ludmannsdorf/Biléovs and Ebendorf/Zrelec.

A special problem regard courts should be mentioned, namely that the computer software
used by the courts often does not allow the use of the Slovene letters §, ¢ and z. This also
applies to the administrative authorities. As a result, Slovene first and surnames are often
recorded incorrectly. In connection with the land register, there is the danger of the old and
traditional Slovene names becoming lost altogether.

b) Official language before administrative authorities:

The Federal Government refers to the decision of the Constitutional Court of 4 October
2000, file number V 91/99, according to which the Slovene language is also admitted as an
official language in municipalities which have a Slovene population of about 10% of the
population over a longer period of time. The Federal Government does not mention,
though, that this decision has not yet been implemented, even after five years. The existing
rules regarding official languages in municipalities of the political districts of Klagenfurt-
environs and Villach-environs are in violation of the constitution, as the criteria for
admitting the Slovene language as an official language are met in a number of
municipalities, but the Slovene language has not been admitted under the current rules. In
the political district of Vilkermarkt, several municipalities stubbornly refuse to apply the
decisions of the Constitutional Court. The municipality of St. Kanzian/Skocjan is
mentioned by way of example, where such requests as to be served tax returns in the
Slovene language have not been complied with and, instead, collection agencies are
instructed to collect the money, and applicants are threatened with forced collection
measures.

The rules for the use of the Slovene languages as an official language are also very
complicated and confusing; whenever they are applied that they constitute insurmountable
obstacles for members of the national minority without any legal background, so that the
use of the Slovene language as an official language is refused time and again on formal
grounds or not even attempted for fear of procedural delays or mistakes. There is no
assistance on the part of the authorities regarding the use of the Slovene language as an
official language.

When issuing official identity documents, the authorities refuse to include the bilingual
designations of the domicile or place or birth.

Ad Article 11:

a) Civil StatusAct:

In connection with the civil registrar’s office for Klagenfurt, in particular, numerous cases
are known in which the authority required the parents to produce confirmations, at their
own expense, that the name chosen for a child was a commonly used Slovene first name.

Civil-status documents are issued also in the language of the national minority only in
places in which the Slovene language is expressly admitted as an official language. For
birth certificates, in particular, this possibility hardly exists for members of the national
minority, as none of the maternity hospitals can be found on bilingual territory.

Once again the problem should be mentioned that the software used by the authorities is
not in a position to use Slovene diacritic signs. This became apparent most recently when
the electronic social-security cards were issued, where the diacritic signs were used on the
top side of the card in keeping with the submitted documents and requests, but not in the
reading section of the electronic cards. The same problem exists with regard to passports
and identity cards. In any official correspondence, too, the Slovene diacritic signs are
usually not used.

b) Bilingual topographical indications and signs:
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The Federal Government refers to the so-called “decision on municipal signs” of 13
December 2001 which stipulates that municipalities, in which the share of the Slovene-
speaking population accounts for about 10% over a longer period of time, bilingual
topographical signs must be put up.

In this connection, the following sentence in the report of the Federal Government is
remarkable:

“Thismodel is, however, only one of the models that can be used as a solution for the
topographical issue in conformity with the law.”

With this statement the Federal Government puts into question the decision of the
Constitutional Court, which is an unacceptable procedure in a state under the rule of law.

The Federal Government maintains that it is an important matter for the Federal Chancellor
that a lasting solution is found for the issue of municipal signs in Carinthia. Serious doubt
must be stated in this respect, given the fact that four years after the decision, there have
not been any first steps to implement the court decision. A bilingual municipal sign was
not even put up in the municipality which led to the case before the Constitutional Court,
i.e. St. Kanzian/Skocjan. On the contrary: A new ordinance was adopted, in complete
disregard of the court decision, which once again only provides for a monolingual
municipal sign. Instead, the municipal sign was moved by several meters. As a result, a
new case is now pending before the Constitutional Court regarding St. Kanzian/Skocjan.

The issue of the municipal signs, in particular, shows that the Federal Government does not
only disregard the rights of national minorities for political reasons — the party of the
Carinthian governor is one of the two coalition partners — but, in fact, questions the
principles of a state under the rule of law.

The “consensus conference”, mentioned in the report was bound to fail because the Federal
Government did not present a single proposal which would have complied with the
decision of the Constitutional Court in the slightest respect. However, even if the Federal
Government were of the opinion that its proposals were in conformity with the
constitution, it would at least have had to implement them, which it did not do either. On
the contrary, attempts were made to put pressure on the national minority for not wanting
to agree to a solution of the municipal signs issue that was not in conformity with the
constitution, although it was offered, in exchange, other legal amenities that were
necessary in any event.

The Federal Government points to the fact that in May 2005 bilingual municipal signs
were put up in a solemn ceremony in several Carinthian municipalities. This is a cynical
statement: A total five bilingual signs were put up; however, only such signs that the
ordinance of 1977 on bilingual topographical signs had required and that had been missing
for 28 years. Moreover, the ordinance of the year 1977 has not been completely
implemented to date. Of the earmarked 91 municipalities in which bilingual municipal
signs should be put up, 14 municipalities are still waiting in vain for their bilingual
municipal signs.

The following should be mentioned for a better understanding:
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If the interpretation of the State Treaty of Vienna had been implemented already in 1955,
which is the interpretation correctly given by the Constitutional Court, there would have to
be bilingual municipal signs in about 800 municipalities in southern Carinthia. This was
not done; it was only in the year 1972 that 205 bilingual municipal signs were put in a first
attempt. In its report, the Federal Government refers to this as the “municipal signs conflict
of 19727 in a belittling manner. In reality, it was a violent, vandalistic campaign, supported
by some of the Carinthian politicians, in the course of which all bilingual municipal signs
were uprooted. The offenders were never taken to court. The 1976 National Minorities Act
introduced the 25% clause for bilingual topographical signs and indications, which the
Constitutional Court has lifted in the meantime as being unconstitutional. In the ordinance
implementing the National Minorities Act, it was not, as a minimum, the municipalities
with as 25% share of Slovenes in the population which were envisaged for bilingual signs
but, in fact, only those municipalities which had more than 50% of a Slovene population at
that time — in fact, not even this ordinance has been fully implemented to date.

Although the relevant provision of the State Treaty of Vienna ought to have been
implemented in the year 1955, the representatives of the Carinthian Slovenes proposed to
use the “longer period of monitoring”, as required by the Constitutional Court, of the
national census in 1971 as an evaluation parameter. Accordingly, 394 municipalities
should have bilingual topographical signs. In contrast to this, the Federal Government
chose only 147 municipalities, largely on an arbitrary basis. Ultimately, Carinthia’s
regional governor Haider proposed to use bilingual topographical signs for only 123
municipalities. In return, however, several, already existing bilingual municipal sings were
to be removed, including the municipal sign at Windisch Bleiberg/Slovenji Plajberk that
had only been put up in May 2005. The Austrian Federal Chancellor regarded this proposal
of the Carinthian regional governor as “completely correct”. There can therefore not be any
mention of any serious efforts by the Federal Government to solve the issue of municipal
signs.

The Federal Government refers to the fact that the representatives of the national minority
try to claim and implement their subjective right to the putting up of bilingual
topographical signs by exceeding the speed limit. However, it does not mention that this is
only legal possibility for asserting this right of the Slovene minority according to Article 7
item 3 of the State Treaty of Vienna, as the Federal Government has refused to grant
associations the right to file legal actions, although the organizations of the national
minorities have demanded this for years. In the course of the Austrian constitutional
convention, the majority of constitutional experts recommended such a right of
associations, but the Federal Government did not take account of these recommendations
in the final version which it presented.

When the Federal Government states that it is of importance that the chosen solution finds
broad acceptance by the population in Carinthia, then it overlooks completely that this a
matter requiring compliance with a legal obligation and that, in particular, the rights of
minorities should not be made dependant upon acceptance by the majority population.
Moreover, a survey indicates that the majority of the Carinthian population (77%) has
nothing against bilingual municipal signs and has nothing against compliance with the
decision of the Constitutional Court. The Federal Government merely remains inactive
because the smaller party in the government coalition has its political roots in a minority of
the Carinthian population with German-nationalistic attitudes. It is therefore prepared to
satisfy the interests of this partly right-wing extremist group of the population in an area of
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importance to state politics and at the expense of a sensitive issue regarding the principles
of a state under the rule of law.

Ad Article 12:

The Federal Government refers to the decision of the Constitutional Court, file number B
1230/01, and states that this decision has made it clear that Article 7 item 2 of the State Treaty
of Vienna does not oppose the closing down of bilingual primary schools if the bilingual
instruction is continued at the respective location of the school in a class run as a school
branch. However, it must be mentioned in this connection that such classes run as a school
branch have also been closed down in the meantime, especially the one at Ebriach/Obirsko,
but also the one at Windisch Bleiberg/Slovenji Plajberk. The closing down of further schools
in the next few years is already looming on the horizon. There are no visible efforts to
counteract this trend. The Slovene minority is primarily a rural group of the population and is
therefore particularly affected by any thinning out of the rural infrastructure.

In connection with nursery schools, the Federal Government mentions that a solution was
found to finance the privately operated bilingual nursery schools. This is true and needs to be
welcomed. What is still missing to this date is a sufficient number of bilingual nursery schools
throughout the bilingual region, because many municipalities continue to refuse to introduce
bilingual groups in nursery schools. There are no statutory solutions in this respect, The
manner and way in which nursery-school education is handled in the public nursery schools
depends upon the good will of the respective mayor. There are a few positive examples in this
connection; however, the negative examples are clearly in the majority.

With regard to music schools, the Federal Government refers to the existence of the Slovene
Music School. However, it does not mention the financial problems of the school which
threaten its further existence. For every student at the Slovene Music School, only 50% of the
public funds are paid that are spent on the German music school. This is clearly in
contradiction to the constitutional provisions of the State Treaty of St. Germain. It also needs
to be mentioned that the Federal Government has offered a solution of the financing problems
of the Slovene Music School, if the Carinthian Slovenes agree to the solution regarding
municipal signs, as proposed by the Federal Government.

Ad Article 15:

This article stipulates that the necessary conditions shall be created for the effective
participation of persons belonging to national minorities in cultural, social and economic life
and in public affairs, in particular in the affairs affecting them. For years, the large majority of
the Slovene minority has demanded the creation of a public-law representation of the national
minority with democratic legitimacy. However, the Federal Government never seriously
discussed this demand. The obvious political consideration is that it is an easy excuse to use
the alleged lack of agreement among the different organizations of the national minorities
structured under private law. There is therefore still a long way to go to obtain recognition for
the right of national minorities to represent themselves.

The national minority is not represented as such in the legislative bodies. The high number of
votes required for one basic mandate makes this impossible. Demands to create a mandate for
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the minorities — comparable solutions can be found in numerous other European states — are
dismissed both by the Federal Government and the regional government.

In view of this situation, the Federal Government refers to the existing National Minority
Advisory Councils. However, these are completely ineffective; they are a legal
misconstruction in their present form. Moreover, the Federal Government tries to influence
opinions in these bodies along its own lines through the composition of these advisory
councils. For example, the Administrative Court held that the composition of the last two
advisory councils for the Slovene minority was unlawful. The Federal Government was
always informed of the legal concerns before the appointment of the members of the advisory
council, but did not pay any attention to these concerns. The current composition of the
advisory council is also being challenged before the Administrative Court as being unlawful.
It is especially remarkable that the Federal Government mentioned the Unity List/Enotna
Lista in its report and states that it successfully put up candidates at the last municipal
elections. However, the Unity List/Enotna Lista is not represented in the advisory council.

Altogether, the present report is guided by an effort to present the situation of the Slovene
minority in Carinthia in a better form than it actually prevails. Many unsolved and obvious
problems are not mentioned. In reality, the Federal Government did not give any indications
regarding efforts to implement the principles laid down in the Framework Convention.
