The documentary demonstrates the development and state of wheelchair basketball in three European countries – Germany, France and Italy. It looks at the areas of funding, infrastructure and player recruitment of the club teams RSV Lahn-Dill (Germany), CS Meaux (France) and Santa Lucia Sport Rome (Italy). Through interviews with managers, coaches, players and referees it becomes evident that professionalism is still the exception in this sport and that German side RSV Lahn-Dill has the most developed infrastructure of the three examples – probably in the entire world. A special focus is laid on players from abroad to illustrate how imported players from abroad help to boost the performance of a team. The film also picks up on the story of Gesche Schünemann, a female and former stand-up basketball professional in a team formed of men.  She did not only win a lot of national silverware, but also a Paralympic gold medal and overall Gesche has her place in local advertising. What do Meaux and Santa Lucia Rome do to advertise their club and help to raise the popularity of wheelchair basketball in their country? The documentary shows: wheelchair basketball is still marginal and has a long way to go – regardless of prime examples like RSV Lahn-Dill.
